I have adopted the following Rcgula:ions for the in-

formation of persons wishing to purchase Swamp Lands
belonging to the Literary Fund :

1. The applicant must, at his own expense, procure a
survey of the land proposed to be purchased, to be made
by the County Surveyor, who must make out two fair
plats of the same, accurately setting forth the location,
boundaries, distances, and number of acres.

2. Two disinterested and credible persons, to be desig-
nated by the Clerk of the County Court, shall examine
the land and, on oath, assess the value thereof, subscrib-
ing their names thereto. The Justice of the Peace be-

fore whom the affidavit is made roust certify the same.
3. The Clerk of the County Court must certify to the

signature of the Justice of the Peace, and also that the
persons selected to value are disinterested, credible, and
bclcived to be acquainted with the value of the land.

4. The applicant will then send the papers to this of-
fice, informing the Board whether he wishes to pay cash
or purchase on time.

When these regulations are complied with, the Board
will decide upon the application ; and if the valuation
and payments shall appear reasonable the sale will be
confirmed, and, upon the payment of the purchase-mone- y,

a Deed will be executed. Where a credit is given,
bond with approved security will be required.
