IMPORTANT FROM FRANCE.
The Baltimore Sun contains the following private

despatch, communicated exclusively for that paper,
and received by the steamer America :

"Notwithstanding the profound dissimulation of
Louis Napoleon and the three foreign ambassadors
whose influence prevails in France, and the efforts
which are maintained to conceal the treaty which is
making between them, I have been able to discover
what has been decided upon hitherto. It has been
agreed that Russia shall extend her dominion into
Turkey; Austria into Piedmont; and Prussia into
the canton of Neufchatel. In the meantime, the com-
bined fleets of the respective parties are to maintain
such an attitude with respect to England as will pre-

vent all interference from that power. What is to be
the reward of France does not yet appear, but Belgi-
um is the quarter to which her ambition tends.

"The city of Toulouse has lately been the scene
of a new proof of the infamous character of Louis
Napoleon. M. Maupas having been named prcfel of
that city, received instructions so to act in his office
as to arrive at a motive for putting Toulouse in a state
of sioge. M. Maupas, having arrived in that city,
soon effected his purpose, and in a short time thirty
of the most respectable citizens were put under arrest,
without any sort ot proof against them. A search
was instituted into the houses of the arrested parties,
and in the course of this proceeding the police were
required to introduce a quantity of powder and gren-
ades, which were afterwards alleged to have been
found on the premises. Detected in this infamous
manoeuvre, the inhabitants of Toulouse indignantly
denounced the parties to i, and at the same time des-
patched a memorial to the President demanding the
arrest and imprisoment of these officials, in the place
of their feliow-citizen- s. To this the President res-
ponded by nominating M. Mdupas, who directed the
proceeding, to a place in the ministry! Alas, poor
France !

"The army is beginning to be heartily ashamed to
have at its head so contemptible a commander, and
dissatisfaction is evidently diffusing itself rapidly in
the ranks. Numerous instances of revolt are con-
stantly occurring, and at a single word from a prop-
er source a general movement would be made against
the President. We are approximating to a decisive
issue. Adieu. "

CONGRESS.
. The Senate, on Friday the 5th, look np the bill in

addition to, and amendatory of, an act entitled " An
act to provide for the settlement of the accounts of
public officers and others who may have received
moneys arising from military contributions or other-
wise in Mexico," approved March 3d, 1849.

The bill extends the provisions of the act of '49,
to the cases of officers who received money raised
and collected in California and New Mexico, for con-
tributions, penalties, or duties, from the commence-
ment of the Mexican war to the day on which the
United States collector of customs entered upon the
discharge of his duty, (Nov. 12, 1849.) It author-
izes and requires such officer to account for, settle
and pay into the treasury, any balance of money
shown to be in his hands. It allows the command-
ing officer who collected the duties in California, af-
ter the treaty with Mexico, the same compensation
paid to the collector for same duties. It allows $86,-60- 0

for the expenses of the provisional government
of California, and allows a credit of $125,000 for ad-
vances made for the relief of the destitute overland
emigrants relieved by the authorities of California.
It also gives to California, out of the fund thus col-lecte- d

in that country, $350,000.
After explanation by Mr. Hunter, the bill was or-

dered to be engrossed to a third readincr.
A committee of conference was appointed on theBounty Land Law.- -

Mr. Pratt presented a petition from merchants and
others of Baltimore, asking that additional aid be
given to the Collins line of steamers.

Messrs. Davis, Fish and Sumner presented similar
petitions from New York and Massachusetts. -

Mr. Seward presented the proceedings of the cor-
porate authorities of New York, in favor of the release
of the Irish exiles.

Mr. Shields presented the memorial of eight hun-
dred citizens of Washington, D. C, asking amend-
ments to the city charter, by the removal of certain
restrictions upon the right of suffrage.

After reports, the private calender was taken up,
The Senate then adjourned till Monday next.
In the House, the Speaker decided that the special

order, which was the consideration of the bill grant-
ing lands to heads of families, took precedence of the
rule devoting Friday to private business.

Mr. Daniel appealed against this decision, which
was supported by the House, which resolved into a
committee of the whole on the state of ihe Union,
Mr. Jones of Tennessee, in the Chair.

Mr. Campbell of Ohio, resumed the floor, and con-
tinued his speech of yesterday ; he thought there were
other platforms beside that of slavery, with reference
to the Presidential election; alluded to the commerce
of the lakes and rivers of the west, which he con-
sidered as unfairly dealt with, and expressed himself
in favor of granting the public lands for education
and internal improvement.

Mr. Chastain, of Ga., followed, who said he would
vote in favor of the proposition before the committee,
and against granting lands to aid railroad companies ;
defended the conduct of the Union party of Georgia,
which, he said, had been misrepresented and misun-
derstood, and explained its past action and present
policy ; had gone before the country and met with the
approval of the Democratic party.

Mr. Olds of Ohio deprecated the disorganized state
of the Democratic party, which rendered it impossi-
ble to optain a vote of condemnation of any ac of a
corrupt government, and enables it to run riot in the
disposal of the public funds ; and expressed his de-
termination to support any Democratic candidate ior
the Presidency who might be nominated by the Bal-

timore Convention. In the course of his remarks.
he charged Mr. Corwin with receiving, besides his
pay as a Senator from Ohio, $79,000 from a claim-agen- t,

to induce him to take money out of the public
treasury ; which called up Mr. Campbell of Ohio in
his defence, who declared that Mr. Corwin would
challenge an investigation of his conduct. Mr. Olds
concluded by advocating the provisions of the bill,
and was in iavor of granting the public lands to the
soldiers who had fought the battles of the country,
and to the working man, who would gather around
him the endearments of home, and feel in any fu-

ture war that he had an interest and a homestead to
defend.

After Mr. Olds had concluded, Mr. Brown of Mis
sissippi moved the amendment, of which he gave no-

tice on a former day, which was read. After which
a motion was carried that the committee rise, and' the
House adjourned.

The Senate was not in session on Saturday, the Gth.
In the House, on the Gth, after the journals had

been read, Mr. Beall, of Virginia, made a personal
explanation relative to a vote during the last session ;
after which the House took up the business on the
Speaker's table; when several reports of Depart-
ments, transmitted by the President of the United
States, were submitted by the Speaker; also, the pa-
pers connected with the case of Prosper M. Wetinore.

A bill extending the time for selling lands in Flor-
ida, granted to the Trustees of the Deaf and Dumb
Asylum of Kentucky, was opposed by Mr. Cabell,
of. Florida, upon the principal that it is deemed im-

politic to grant extensive lands to corporations, and
which are thus shut out from settlement.

Amendments were proposed and negatived, extend-
ing the time to one or two years instead of five, as
proposed in the bill; which was ultimately passed
as originally introduced.

Railroad Company, called up a discussion involving
a proposition to abrogate the duties on railroad iron.

Mr. Woodward, of South Carolina, expressed him-
self in favor ot abolishing all taxes on railroad iron ;
he considered the construction of railroads as being
highly beneficial to a country, and as calculated to
open it up for settlement and improvement, and re-

gretted that no proposition was belore the House to
do away with the duty alluded to.

Mr. Carter, of Ohio, took the same view of the
subject, and was in favor of extending aid to railroad
companies generally, and was opposed to making in-

vidious distinctions.
Mr. Meade, of Va., explained the condition and

prospects of the company, which commenced under
disadvantageous circumstances, owing to which the
road had been assumed by the State, upon condition
that stock to the amount of $400,000 should be sub-

scribed. He begged gentlemen not to encumber the
bill with a question that would effect its destruction.
Several other members spoke on both sides.

It was then moved to refer the bill to the commit-
tee on ways and means ; pending which, a motion
was made to lay it upon the table, on which the yeas
and nays were ordered, when it was negatived ayes
64, nays 99.

On the question ot the third reading, an effort was
made to get the bill back into that state, in which it
would be in order to move instructions to the com-

mittee of ways and means to report as to the expedi-
ency of abolishing the duty on railroad iron.

Mr. Clingman, of N. C, was in favor of abolish-i- n

the duty on railroad iron, and said he was glad
find so many members in favor of the measure; and
when the proper time arrived, would submit an amend-
ment to the tariff to that effect. He concluded by
moving that the motion to reconsider the resolution for

bearing upon the bill before the Committee.

In the Senate, on Monday the 8th numerous memo-
rials were presented, and some oills presented ; after
which the Iowa land bill was taken up, and Mr. Un-

derwood spoke at same lengh on the subject. Mr.
Borland obtained the floor, and the further conside-
ration of the bill was postponed until Wednesday next.

After the consideration of executive business, the
Senate adjourned.

charge of being an emissary of Kossuth, because he
had a letter from Kutahia, in the Hungarian language,
in his possession. The letter was merely from an old
schoolmate, asking him to procure him employment
in the United States. He was sent to the Moro, not-
withstanding the silly charge.

Native Nutmegs in California. In Col. Bigler.s
yard in Sacramento city, may be seen a beautiful-tree- ,

with nutmegs upon it, in nearly a ripe slate. It was

.' Southern RighU Convention.
Montgomery, Ala., March 5th. . The Southern

Rights Convention adjourned . this evening, after a
session of two days. A series of resolutions, em-
bracing1 the usual generalities, were adopted without
difficulty.

New Orleans, March 5. --By an arrival to-d-ay

from Brazos, Santiago, we have advices from Browns-
ville, Texas, via Indianola, to the 24tn ult., stating
that hostile operations had been renewed by Carvajal,
the 18th ult., with a largely increased force, and that
on the 20th he had stormed and captured Camargo,!
auer out a leeoie resistance trora the Mexican troops.
The accounts represent the force of Carvajal much
to exceed his former force, and that disaffection with
the Government was spreading, thus increasing his
chances of suceess.

It was the purpose of Carvajal to move immedi-
ately upon Matamoras, and passengers report that
there is little doubt that the attack had been com-
menced on the morning of the 25th, as heavy can-
nonading was heard in that direction the day the ves-
sel left.
