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DEMOCRATIC TLATFORM.
Now that the State contest is over, we

below the Resolutions of the Baltimore Democrat-

ic Convention ; and we invite to the principles there-

in laid down the attention and consideration of the

people generally. Read them, Whigs, and then

s:iy if they aio not thoroughly sound. General

Pierce stands on this platform he has endorsed j

the principles here presented, not because it was ;

expected of him as a candidate, but because they I

meet the approval of his judgment, and there is
no act or word of his life in conflict with any one

of them :

"Resolved. That the American Democracy place their
trust in the intelligence, the patriotism, and the dis-
criminating' just'ee of the American people.

Ii?i,irrf. 1 tint we reo-ar- this as a distinctive tea- -

ture of our political creed, which we are proud to
maintain before the world, as the great moral element '

in a form of government, springing from and upheld
by the popular will ; and we contrast it with the creed
and practice of federalism, under whatever name or
form, which seeks to palsy the will of the constitu-
ent, and which conceives no imposure too monstrous
for the popular credulity.

Resolved therefore. That entertaining these views,
the Democratic party of this Union, through their
delegates assembled in a general convention of the
States, coming together in a spirit of concord, of de-

votions to (he doctrines and faith ol a free represen-
tative government, and appealing to iheir fellow-citize- ns

for the rectitude of their intentions, renew
and before the American people, the declara- -
lions of principles avowed by thetn when, on former '

occasions, in general convention, they presented their ,

cdudidates for the popular suffrages :

1. That the federal government is one of limited
powers, derived solfly from the constitution, and the
grants of power made therein, ought to be strictly
construed by all the departments and ;igents of the
government ; and that it is inexpedient and dangerous
to exercise doubtful constitutional powers.

2. That the constitution s not confer upon the
general government the power to commence and carry
on a general system of internal improvements.

3. Tn.it the constitution does not confer authority
upon the federal government, directly to assume
the dehts of the several Slates, contracted for local
internal improvements, or other Stale purposes ; nor
would such an assumption be just and expedient.

4. That justice and sound policy forbid tjie federal
government to foster one branch of industry to the
detriment of any other, or to cherish the interest of
one portion to the injury of another of our common
country : that every citizen, and every section of the
country, has a right to demand and insist on an equal-
ity ot rights and privileges, and to complete and ample
protection of persons and property from domestic vio- -

lence or foreign aggression. j

5. That it is the duty of every branch of the gov- - ,

ernment to enforce and practice the most rigid econo- -
my in conducting our public affairs, and no more re- - '

venue ought to be raised than is required to defray
the necessary expenses of the government and for the
gradual but certain extinction of the public debt.

6. That Congress has no power to charter a nation-
al bank ; thai we believe such an institution one of
deadly hostility to the best interests of the country,
dangerous to our republican institutions, and the lib-

erties of the people, and calculated to place the busi-
ness of the country within the control of a concentrat-
ed power, and above the laws and the will of
the people; and that the results of democratic legis-
lation, in this and all other financial measures upon
which issues have been made between the two polit-
ical parlies of the country, have demonstrated to
prau!lCal and candid raen of all parlies, their sound-

ness, safety and uw'i'y in .H business pursuits.
7. That the separation or the mo neys of the gov-

ernment from banking institutions is indispenslb'e lor ,

the safety of the funds of the government end the
rights of the people.

8. That the liberal principles embodied by Jeffer-so- n

in the Declaration of Independence, and sanction-
ed by the constitution, which makes ours the land
of liberty, and the asylum of the oppressed of every
nation, have ever been cardinal principles in the
Democratic faith; and every attempt to abridge the
present privilege of becoming citizens and owners of
soil among us, ought to be resisted with the same
spirit which swept the alien and sedition laws from
our statute books. ,

9. That Congress lias no power under the consti-
tution to interfere with or control the domestic insti-
tutions of the several Slates, and that such States are
the sole and proper judges of every thing appertain-
ing to their own affairs not prohibited by the consti-
tution; that all efforts of the abolitionists or others
made to induce Congress to interfere with questions
of slavery, or take incipient steps in relation thereto
are calculated to lead to the most alarming and dang
erous consequences, and that all such efforts have an
inevitable tendency to diminish the happiness of the
people, and endanger the stability and permanency of
the Union, and ought not to be countenanced by any
friend of our political institutions.

Resolved, That the foregoing proposition covers and
was intended to embrace the whole subject of slavery
agitation in Congress, and, therefore, the democratic
party of the Union, standing upon this national plat-
form, will abide by and adhere to a faithful executionof the acts known as the compromise measures, set-
tled by the last Congress the act for the reclaiming
of fugitives from service or labor included, which act,
being designed to carry out an express provision of the
constitution, cannot, with fidelity thereto, be repealedor so changed as to destroy or impair it8 efficacy.Resolved, That the Democratic party will resist allattempts at renewing lu Congress or out of it theagitation of the slavery question, under whatevershape ot color the attempt may be made.

Resolved, That the proceeds of the public landsought to be sacredly applied to the national objects
Specified in the constitution ; and that we are opposedto any law forthedistribution of such proceeds
the Stales, as alike inexpedient in policy, and

ainons
repug-nant to vhe constitution.

Resolved, That we are decidedly opposed to taking
from the President the vetoqualified power, by whichhe Is enabled under restrictions and responsibilities,
amply sufficient to guard the public interest, to sus-
pend the passage of a bill whose merits cannot securetn approval of two, thirds of the Senate and House

of Representatives until the judgment of the people
can be obtained thereon, and srhich has saved the
American people from the corrupt and tyrannical do-
mination of the bank of the United States, and from
a corrupting system of general internal improve-
ments.

Resolved, That the Democratic party will faithfully
abide by and uphold the principles laid down in the
Kentucky and Virginia resolutions of 1798, and in the
report of Mr. Madisn- - to the Virginia Legislature, in
1799; that it adopts .hose principles as constituting
one of the main foundations of its political creed, and
is resolved to carry them out in their obvious mean-
ing and intent.

Resolved, That the War with Mexico, upon all the
principles of patriotism, and the law of nations, was
a just and necessary war an our part, in which every
American citizen should have shown himself on the
side of his country, and neither morally nor physi-
cally, by word or deed, having given comfort or aid
to the enemy.

Resolved, That we rejoice in the restoration of
friendly relations with our sister republic of Mexico,
and earnestly desire for her all the blessings and pros-
perity which weenjoy under Republican institutions ;
and we congratulate the American people, upon the
results of that war, which have so manifestly justified
the policy and conduct of the Democratic party, and
insured to the United States "indemnity for the past
and security for the future."

Resolved, That in view of the condition of popular
institutions in the world, a high and sacred duty is
devolved upon the Democratic party, of this coun-
try, as the party of the people, to uphold and main-
tain the right of every Stale, and thereby the Union
of the Stales, and to sustain and advance among us,
constitutional liberty, by continuing to resist all mon-
opolies and exclusive legislation for the beneat of
the few at the expense of the many, and by a vigilant
and constant adherence to those principles and com-
promises of the constitution, which are broad enough
and strong enough to embrace and uphold the Union,
as it is, the Union as it shall be, in the full expansion
of the energies and capacities of this great and pro
gressive people."

LETTER FROM GEN. PIERCE.
We copy the following important correspond-

ence from the last Washington Republic, a Whig
paper :

" Theaccompanyingcorrespondence willcommend
itself to public attention. It embraces a letter from
General Pierce, exculpating himself from the charges
founded upon the published reports of his New Bos-
ton speech, and giving his own version of his posi
tion before the country on the slavery question :

Dear Sir: On the appearance in your paper of a
charge intended, if not calculated, seriously to impair
and perchance to destroy the confidence of General
Pierce's southern supporters in his soundness on the
slavery question, I addressed him a letter, which, to
gether, with his reply, I now ask you, as an act of
justice to publish.

I make this request, presuming your object, like
mine, to have been the discovery of the truth.

Mr Dear Sir: Surrounded by pressing engage-

ments, I seize the earliest opportunity to reply to
your letter of the 17th instant. I much regret that
any thing connected with myself should have been
the cause of disagreement between you and gentle-
men with whom you have been associated in the edi-

torial department. of the Southern Press. I do not re-

member ever to have seen what purports to be a re-

port of a speech delivered by me at New Boston, in
this State, in January last, until my attention was
called to it as republished in the Republic. The pre-

tended report is, and I presume was designed to be,
an entire misrepresentation. It is not merely un-

truthful, but is so grossly and absurdly false as to
render, in this vicinity, any denial of its authentici-
ty entirely unnecessary. The two papers quoted
the Independent Democrat, published in this place,
and the Democrat published in Manchester are tho-
roughly abolition journals; and have been and are
zealously opposed to the Democratic party. For a
long time orior to the meeting at New Boston, and

ever since, Jbey have been unsparing in their attacks
upon me personally, and in their bitter denunciation
of what they have been pleased to term my pro-slave- ry

sentiments. But it would be something new for
