Both of these measares, involv-
ing opposite systems of policy in regard to the public
domain, wilt doubtless be pressed with zeal at the
next séssion.

Among the specificappropriations, those in relation
to the various otean steam lines will attract most at-
tention.

It would be unjust, in speaking, however briefly,
of the session which has just closed, to pass over,
without favorable notice, the labors of the two Fin-
ancial Commiltees, under the pressure of many em-
barrassments,and an almost unprecented accumaulation
of demands upon the treasary. -

Register leains that in
several parts of that county, and Macon county, the
army worm is * now making sad ravages upon the
cotton crops.” The planters, it says, are greatly
alarmed.

Crops, &c. The Aberdeen (Miss.) Independent
of the 7th inst., says that an immense crop of corn
will be raised in that section, and if the balance of
the cotton season proves to be as favorable as the
preceding part, an abundant erop will be raised.
Prospects of plenty were never so promising.

The Clayton (Ala.) Banner says that in some pla-
ces not a great distance above that town, the boll
worm has made considerable havoc with the cotton
crop, bot immediately in that neighborhood they had
done no damage as yet.

The Carroll ( La.) Watchman, of the 6th inst.,
says: The prospect of the planters of our parish for
having bountiful erops, both of cottonand corn, were
never betier at this season of the year, than they are
at present. The Bayou places were nearly exempt
from overflow this year, and the unsurpassed lands or
Joe's Bayou and Bayou Mason, will yield a mam-
moth return for the husbandman’s labor.

On that point
I have this statement 1o make: I arrived in Wash-
ington, upon the invitation of President Fillmore to
the Navy Department, on the last day of July, 1850.
On that day the ** omnibus ** bill, so called, reported
by Mr. Clay from the committee of thirteen, was
rejected, and the whole subiject of dispute was thrown
open for agitation anew. 1 found Gen. Seott actin
as Secrelary at VWar, in which situation he continu
for several weeks;.and happening to take lodgings
at the same hotel, I was in daily and intimate inter-
course with him from that time until the consumma-
tion of the compromise by the passage of its various
provisions, in separate bills. No one, in ny sphere
of acquaintance, felt more deeply the importance of
the ecrisis, none exhibited more zeal in behalf of these
measures, by arguments and persuasions among his
frieods, and none rejoiced more heartily when it was
supposed all danger was averted by their final pass-
age than Jid he. Suoch was his conduct, while the
contest raged, and it was doubiful on which side vie-
tory would incline, in Congress or in the country. If
others, who, seeing the subject in a different light, at
that time opposed this adjustment, or looked uponit
with disfavor or indifference, have since brought their
minds to sanction or acquiesce in it. it is cause for
eongratolation ; but history will not perform her of-
fice if she fails to enumerate Gen. Scott among the
firmest friends of this national pacification in its hour
of trial. 1, at least, cannot consent, by my silence,
to seemingly approve the diserimination made by you
to his prejudice, on a national question where he was
equally zealous with myself, and more influential;
and I know no safer criterion for the future observ-
ance of the compromise, than the decisive and manly
part taken in ils enactment.

LATE FROM CALIFORNIA.

New Yorxk, August 30. The steamer Promethe-
vs has arrived, with California dates of the 31st wit.
Her news has been anticipated by the arrival of the
Falcon at New Orleans. She left San Juan on the
21st. The steamer Oregon arrived at Panama with
the California mails and $2,300,000 in specie, which
weré transferred to the steamer Ohio, bound 1o New
York.

The Independence, with San Francisco dates of
July 31st, arrived at San Juan on the 15th.

It was reported that 2,000 Indians were holding a
council at the head-quarters of the San Jeaquin, with
the view of uniting for a general war with the whites.
A body of troops had been sent into the neighborhood
as a maller of precaation,

Terrific Storm at the South.

. New Onueans, Aogust 28. A terrific storm raged
all along the southern coast on Wednesday and
Thursday last, doing immense damage. No mail
has been received or sent from this city for two days.
The Morse Southern Line of telegraph is down, but
the O'Reilly Line is working finely. :

At Mobile the storm was very severe, and the loss
of property will reach $1,000,000. The watercame up
Dauphin street as far as the Adverlis ce, and ma-
ny steamers were.injured. Houses heen blown
down and vnroofed. T'he dwellings of the lighthouse
k2epers at Choetaw Point were flooded,and five per-
sons drowned.

At Biloxi the Gordon House was prostrated, and
much property destroyed. The ship Albina and
British schooner Mercer were blown ashore at Cedar
Point, and both dismantled. Reports from other
points show that there has been great loss of life.

Cholera—Heavy Slorm,

Mempuis, Aug. 30. The cholera is raging in a
malignant form in Scott county, Missouri.

The recent rain storms have destroyed property to
the amount of $20,000 in this vicinity, In the adja-
cent counties the corn and ecotton crops are washed
out of the ground.
