Legislature, praying fora law to be enacted, pro-
hibiting our citizens from putting their grain in a_"'r{
shape they might choose, before bringing 1t into mi
ket. He said, thit on the subject of Temperance,
these memorialists were fanatics; and they had just
as much right to mamotiilize this Legislature against
Slavery, as a nuisance. He was surprised that the
gentleman should present a paper to this House,
which he himself will not support, and against which

s upon Senators 1o vole,
h'.\cl.r!ISml;la said he did not understand the Senator
in his application, perhaps, of the word _fananc; he
would take occasion to say, thal the signers were
honorable men, and as free from fanaticism as the
gentleman himself. il

Mr. Caldwell said in reply, that the memoral to
take away or reslrict the rights of the people, if car-
ried out were fanatical in their tendencies ; and show-
ed, to his mind, that the object was to control popu-
lar elections. He said he had no doubt but that the
signers were honorable men, but on this subject he
insisted they were fanatics. He said he wus as good
& Temperance man as any of the advocates of the
memorial—he was friendly to the Temperance cause,
but was opposed to the present movement, for reas-
ons assigned. ) A

Mr. Brogden spoke against the memorial and con-
curred in the proposition ot the Senator from Meck-
lenburz, not to receive [t. i

Mr. Kelly spoke in favor of the reception of the
memorial—it was a right, the citizens had, o memo-
rialize the Legislature for the suppression of any
nuisance. i

Mr. Clark moved to lay the memorial and the mo-
tion un the table. He regretied that at this late pe-
riod of the session this exciting subject hnd. been
brought before the Senate; he said the Clerks® table
was loaded witlr publio bills and unfinished business
highly important, and must be acted on 1his session;
and but a few duys now remained of the session—
not encugh to discuss and malure this business now
before them. He said from the feeling now mani-
fested, it was appardnt with what feeling it would be
discussed, and justice to public business, as well as
to the memorial, forbid any action now being taken
onit. He did rot move to lay on the wble from any
disiespect to the memorialists,or to any ooe, but as the
only means of disposing of the business already before
the Senale.
