A short time ago while & number
of them were prospecting in Durango State,
Mexico, they'enme upon some records show-
ing that rich deposits of tin could be found
in the country. They consulted books, pa-
pers, ete., and found that about 60 years
previons the supposed mines were located
in the interior, but the natives knew nothing
of them.

The explorers were satisfied that the
former natives had worked the mines, and
that the deposits really existed somewhere.
They sent out two men who traveled over
every foot of country for months, until one
day they came upon the mines.

According to the experts who examined
the samples here, the mines are the richest
that have ever been discovered, and a curi-
ous &nd valuable festure of a tin deposit is
that the veins are almost ine-haustible. At
present nearly all block tin is imported.
