stand. Nordoes the intimated abandon-
ment of the assessments for benefits—which
iz mot very clear in the report and may be
erroneons—improve mstters very mach.
While it is undoubtedly the case that in
most instances the benefits correspond to the
foot frontage, there are cxceptions. When
this method was adopted, it was thought to
meet all requiremnents; and it hardly seems
wise to abundon it without o trial.

There was pructical sense in the proposi-
tion, made some time ago, to make up s test
case under the present law and send it to
tlie Supreme Court.

THE CHRONIC DEADLOCE.

The enpdition of pernicious inactivity to
which the House haz reduced itself is in-
structive s« to the workings of our national
legisintive machinery. First an attempt is
made to fix up things so ns to give priority
to cortain large-sized measures, in favor of

big interests, and it is blocked by the |

oppenents of the bille. Then another mem-
ber chokes off all lerislation because he
cannot get his pot measure in ahead of the
resi, and, finally, another carries out the
policy of the member of Parliament in
“Nicholss Nickleby'' by objecting to every-
thing on general prmclplm. It is well to
bear in mind that ail this arises with refer-
ence to special legislation, of which there is
such 8 muss that it can only go through
under suspension of the rules. A wory
satistactory remedy of the diffienity counld
bie furnished by abolishing all special legis-
lation; bug, prior to that, the most necessary
reform 1s to got an improved breed of states-
men,

K0T WISE LEGISLATION,

The Ohio Legislature is very strongly set
in the direction of legiclative prescription of
charges for public services; and the mens-
ures it is considering are certainly radical
enough in their redactions. Bills are before
it requcing railway passenger charges totwo
ctnts & mile, and telephone charges to three
dollars per month. The firet rate is not more
radieal than the majority of the railroads
eonld stand, while the second is a very
gweeping cut on the present rates for
telepbones.

The wital error of all such bills is that

they do mot take into sccount the fact that |

just charges vary with circumstances. Two
cents & mile may be {sir enough on through
lines of railway; but on & local road ranning
into & new section, five cents 2 mile may not
be more than will pay expenses. Thirty-six
dollars & year may be profituble for many
telephone circmits, but there may be many
cases where twice or thrice that charge on
fow instruments will not more than pay ex-
penses, and wvield s profit on the cost of
lines und instruments. Those who need
telephones under such cases might save hun-
drods of dollars by them; but such & law
would forbid them from it. Hard cases
make bad laws.

THE REGULAR THING.

The decision which is announced as bav-
iug been arrived at with regard to the new
Government library building strietly fol-
lows the precedents with regard to public
buildings at Washington, This structure
was originslly sutborized with the cost lim-
ted to $3,000,000; and people looking at our

new 2,000,000 Court House will agree thay |

this sum ought to furnish an adequate li-
brary building. But the architects and con-
tractors did not think so, and proceeded to
start the structure on a ten million scale,
This crented s row and work was stopped.
Congress now appears to have come to the
conclusion that it is necessary to comprowise
with the fellows who set aside the legal
limitation, and it is announced that work is
to go abead on o §6,000,000 limit. This suc-
cess of the first violation of the limit may
probably induce the expansionists to amend
their plans so us to make the building cost
£20,000,000. After the cost has been doubled
& few times wore, there will be no necessity
of troubling anyone about that surplus.

IN THE SAME POSITIORK.

It is interesting to observe that 8. C. T.
Dodds, Esq., comes to the front with =
claim that the decision of Judge Barreti
sgninst the Sugar Trust does not affect his
combine, the Standard Oil Trust, which be
nsserts to be “a union of stockholders and
not of corporations.™

Like most of Mr. Dodds’
the combinstion question, this has a slight
admixture of necuracy, in connection with
s very large percentage of untruth. The
Standard Ol Trust eombines o slight ele-
ment of stockholding interests in corpors-
tions which it doos not completely own; hnt

deliverances on -

Supposing the trust to be exclusively
what it claims to be, “a union of stock-
holders,” there is a very decisive statement
of its character, and its position before the
Isw, in the following extract from Judge
Barreit's decision:

Any combination, the sendency of which is
to prevent competition in its broad and gen-
eril sense and to control and thus, atwill,
enhance prices to the detriment of the pub-
lie, s a legal monopoly. And this rule is ap-
plicable to every monopoly, whother the sup-
ply be restricted by nature or susceptible of
indefinite production. * * * Fortunately
the law is able to protect itself. And whils
further legislation, both preventive and dls-
ciplinary, may be suitable to check and pun-
ish exceptional wrongs, yet there is existing, to
use the phrase of & distinguished Eaglish
jndge, “plain law and plain sense” enough to
deal with corporate abuses like the present—
abuses which, if allowed to thrive and become
general, must inevitably lead to the oppression
of the people, and ultimately to the subversion
of their politioal rights.

1t wonld mot be strange if the Stacdard
Qil Trust were able to ignore and over-
ride the law, as declared by Judge Barrett,
as it has done with other plain principles of
law and equity. But it is of much value
to the people to have its legal status so
clearly defined as it is in the above words.

CAPITAL AS A BOYCOTTER.

Some of the inside details of the railroad
agreement which are coming out by frag-
ments, put the distinguished representatives
of the financial interests at that gathering
in a rather peculiar public lighl. Oneof
the covenants is stated to be that, in answer
to & complaint of President Roberts, a
pledge was given that none of the three
banking bouses would float any securities
for & new railroad intended to compete with
anv of the old lines.

This boycott, as one report correctly
terms it, entered into by the grestest ropre-
sentatives of capital in the land, puls the
status of railway capital clearly before the
publie. 1t has been frequently pointed out,
and also denied by the representstives of
the Pennsylvania Railroad, that what
trouble existed between the trunk lines was
for the purpose of choking off the South
Penn. The truth of that assertion is shown
by the appearance of this remarkable pro-
vision in the agreemeni, No enterprise,
bowever legitimate, or however solid its
seeurities, is to reoeive the privilege of
negotiating its securities through these
firms, if it exercises its legal right to com-
pete with an existing road, and yet some
people claim that these agreements are not
intended to suppress competition!

The boveott of those banking firms named
is not likely to be very destructive of new
ruilroad enterprises. There are many thou-
sands of millions of eapital in the conntry
| that are not carried in the wvaults of these

bankers. If new enferprises exclude water
| from their capitalization and are based on
sound business principles, people will be
ready to invest in them. But the position
| of the New York bankers is instructive.
Every merchant, every farmer, every man-
ufactorer must take the chances of having
inconvenient competitors; but the great rail-
road corporations, with all the strength of
concentrated capital and enjoying public
franchises, must not beexpc . to the reg-
lative force which is universal to the com-
mon people. In the pursuitof that great
goul of privilege for the few, these bankers
reselve, that whatever the needs of any sec-
tion for increased railroad facilities, they
will do their best to shut it out from in-
westors if it dares to start & line which will
compete with the favored corporations.

The courts have had something to say
with regard to misguided workingmen who
resort to the boyeott. It is pertinent to ask
what they will say to this boyeott on the
part of great capitalists to sustain watered
stocks and a great railroad ecmbination.

PeorLE in the Eastern cities now have
the chance to buoy strawberries at §10a
quart; but the Sugar Trust's desire to make
the price of the sugar to sweeten the berries
proportionate to that figure, has been sadly
bampered by Judge Barrett.

Toae reckless and rapid manner with
which journalism commgnts upon events of
the day has often provoked adverse com-
ment; but our esteemed cotemporary, the
Minneapolis Pionser Press, is free from any
such fault in the following announcement:
“A person ealled Ward MeAllister, living
in the city of New York, has bumptiously
announced that the number of people who
could really be reckoned ‘in society’ in
Gotham was not grester than four hun-
dred.”” “MecAllister’s Four Hundred"
| having formed one of the topical songs of
year ago, it will be seen that the Pioneer
Press is totally exempt from the vieceof
haste. At this rate there is reason to hope
that some time in the next century it will
sttain a qualified degree of light on the sub-
| jeet of the Inter-State Commerce act.

Casc—Other Intoresting Views of Legal
‘Welght and Worth,

The popular impression weut abroad on Mon-
day, when the Supreme Court handed down its
decision in the JThompson-Reiber alleged oil
gambling suit, that it was favorable to the oll
brokers and speculators and their business.
This, it soems, was an fmportant error on the
part of the newspapers or the lawyers, or both.
Judge Paxson, who handed down the opinion,
really decided nothing as to the demerits of the
case, but only held that the questioncovering
the same ought not to have been taken from the
jury by Court of Common Pleas No. 2of Alle
gheny county, His opinion is:

“Wae think it wasan error to withdraw this
case fromthe jury. ltmay bethatthe purehase
of oil was a zambling transaction, and that the
jury might have found it so. But the case
depended npon the oral testimony, and that
was for the jury, Thelearned Judge instructed
them that, ‘under all the evidence in the case
your verdiot must be for the defendant' This
withdrew from the jurythe question of the
credibility of the witnesses, It is true the
testimony tending to show that this was a
gambling transaction came from the plaintiff
himself. Atthe same time if, as the plaintiff
testified, this was a bona fide purchase of oil
and the only reason why a full delivery was not
made, was that such delivery was prevented by
the positive instruction of the defendant the
next morning, to sell the oil for cash, and the
sale in pursuance of such instructions to the
&ame party from whom the plaintiff had bought
it, there was a question left for the jury. Had
the Instroction of the court been that if the
Jjury believed from the evidence that there was
no delivery, and no intended delivery, of the
oil, but that itwas a mere sale upon a margin
with intent to settle for *differences, the case
would have been free from difficulty. As it
