The long-lookea-for election of & snecessor
to Mr. D. A. Stewart, ¢x-Chairman of Car-
negie Brothers & Co., was made yesterdny.
Mr. H C. Frick, the well-known coke
magnste, was elected to the position, and
entered upon the duties immedistely after
his eleetion.

The eloction of Mr. Frick to the position
wius & sarprise to every person who beard

the news, and caused gquite s stir among
coke men. The latter thonght that Mr.
Frick would sell out his large coke inter-
esis, which procesding would plesse a great
many of them,

The election was made by the members of
the firm before Mr. Camnegie left the city
for New York Saturday evening. Several
days prior to that Mr, Carnegie sent for Mr.
Frick, and informed him that the latter had
the option of the purchase of Mr. Stewart's
interests in the firm. Mr. Frick took the
matter under advisemegt, and on Saturdsy
notified Mr. Carnegie that he would make
the purchase and aceept the position.
Acting uoon this Mr. Carnegie issned notice

to that effect, and requested Mr. Frick to |

enter st ouce upon the duties of the posi-
tion.

Altbough Mr. Frick has been made Chair-
man, and will be supposed to do the work
that was done by the lute Mr. Stewart, he
will mot take such an active part as the
latter did in the business. In view of this,
Mr, Frick” will not relinguish the active
wanagement of his coke interesis, but the
business will be conducted as heretolore.

Mr. Frick said yesterday: “The purchase
of Mr, Stewart’s interest in the Carnegie
firm will pot compel me to give up my coke
business, and the latter will in no wise be
affected by the chaoge. Our way of doing
business has become so systemized that it is
not absolutely mecessary for me to devote
ny whole time to the manufacture of coke,
1 expect to have the work of Chairman of
Carnegie Bros. & Co. so distributed that I
will not have much to do.

“1 donot eare to say what themonetary con-
sideration was. That is a private matter in
which the public is not interested st all.

The relation of the two firms has always |

been friendly, and the recent deul will draw
them closer together,” g
Mr. John G. Leishman, whoe has been act-
ing Chairmaao of the company, still retains
the position of Viee Chairmwan and Tress-
urer, and Mr, H, M. Curry, who evershody
interested thought would be tondered Mr.
Stewart's interest, will still contipue in his
old pogition. Mr. Henry Phipps, now in
Mexieo, wi'l still be retained as consulting
partner without pay. Mr. Phipps has sold
ont his monetary interests in the firm and
. will not enter again upon the active man-
agement of the company.

| APPROACHING A CRISIS.

The Sufferings of the Idle Conl Miners—A
Sreret Corferemce of the New Union's
Ofiicials Held Yesterday.

A secret conference ot officials of the coal
miners’ new arganization was held yesterday
in the office of the Labor Tribune. Those
present were Thomas W. Davis, Viee Presi-
dent of the National Progressive Union of
Indisna; W. T. Lewis, Nutional Secretary
of thie oreanization; P. H. Pennoa, President
of the Tndiana State Association and organ-
izer for the new union.

The meeting was held for the parpose of
considering important matters, and the re-
lations of the new union to the Knights of
Lsbor. The offirers have antagonizaed the
nationsl officers of the Knights of Labor,
and will continue to do so. A programme for
work among the miners who have not yet
heécome members of the new union was out-
lined, and organizers will be sent among
them at onee. A vigorous warfare will be
waged agninst the Knights of Labor, and
evervthing possible will be done to farther
the interests of the new union. While the
miners will have nothing to do with the
new order now bang orgssized by T. B,
Barry, they will maintain friendly relations
with that organization.

At the meeting the situation among the
Monongahels river miners was discussed.
From the reports read it was found that
along the whole river there is not one-half
a hundred cosl miners working. The only
works doing anything is Risher’s, which are
running about two days per week.

The situation is becoming more distress-
ing and the prospects more gloomy as the
sanonncements of new strikes are made
back in the conntry, on the railroads. On
Saturday between 300 and 400 men went out
at the Eclipse, Flohersheim’s and Anderson
mines, oo the Street’'s Ruan division of the
Baltimore and Ohio road, near Gaston-
villee. The employers notified the
men that they would have to
suffer a reduction of from 79to 74 cents. The
men held s meeting and telegraphed to John
MeBride, National President of the new
union, at Columbus, O., for instructions.
McBride notified them he could not come,
but advised them to remain firm and resist
the reduction.  The men all struck and the
mines have been idle sinve.

There are between 8,500 and 9,000 miners
on the river. One-half of these are married,
and the sufferings of some of their famiiies
are The officiels talked of the dis-
t condition, but trom the reporis of
the stocks of coal at Cincinnati and other
places there is no immediate prospect
of a resumption of work. It has been
| stated that the present shutdown i®a move
on the par: of the operators to prevent the
miners from asking for an advance in the
spring. It was stated at the meeting by
one of the officials that when the miners are
starving they can fight and stick out longer
in a strike than st avy other (ime.

Mr. Penna went to West Newton last
night, where he addressed a meeting of
miners. The other officials will continne
the work oforganization all along the river.

All parents and guardians shall see that their
children are instructed In reading, writing,
spelling, English grammer, arithmetic and
gengraphy: and all cluldron between the Ages
of 8 and 14 must attend a day school, public or
private, at least 16 weeks ench year, eight of
which are consecutive,

For avery neglect of this duty the offender
l!lni]luforfeitﬂi unless the child be destitute of
clathing by reason of its parents’ poverty, or it
be unfit mentally or phnmy to :lf’.:nd schoal.

Chilren living remote from any public s
in their district may attend a I in an od-
Joining distriet, anil in case the parents or

rmﬁdn the children with
text-books, they will be provided by the school
direstors,
will

Truant officers be el by the resp
ive school boards, who shall see lglt the law I8
obeyed and shall ryrmﬂh offenders. Shounld
the school board fail to elect such officers they
shall be fined & sum not less than §10 and not
mara chan $50,

The above truant officers shall be compen-
sated the samo as regular constables.

Ewery child between the ages of 10 and 14 re-
fosing to astend school, or found wan
about the public streets, afier baving been
notified to attend school by the truant officer,
shall be committed to the State Reform School,
If the parents or guardinns of a disobedsent
child notify the School Board of the faet, they
shall be exempt from auy penalties, and the
;l;ild i!nll. as above, be sent to the Reform

hoa

It shall be the duty of all school superintand-
ents to ascertain by visitation whether the
children in the so & are properly instructed.

In a supplementary act power is given to the
proper authorities to direct what instruction, if
any, shall be gaiven in the Industrial arts, and
what books shall be used in the High School.
