Ixpraxarorts, January 28.—The mes-
senger trom General Harrison sent to New
York s week sgo retorned to-day. Hestill
keeps up the sssumption that his trip was
entirely upon private businoss of his own,
and to that end has not yet ealled on Gener-
sl Harrison, and will not do so wuntil to-
morrow. (Goneral Harrieon, however,
knows that hi= messenger ia here, and the
sppointment for & conference with him has
been made.  There 18 no weans short of hyp-
notism of telling what news the messenger
brings to Genernl Harrison from the me-
tropolis. W hatever may have been his spe-
cinl mission he has guarded it carefully,
both in this city and, so far as can be ascer-
tained in New York. But as to what behas
discovered, in New York aside from his par-
ticular mission he is less reticent.

He declares that from careful observations
among bankers, brokers, manufacturers and
business men generaliy with whom his busi-
ness brought him into contnet, he is satisfied
that the great bulk of the Republican party
are in favor of Miller, and that the clamor
for Platt is largely the manufactured noise
of a machine. He will tell General Har-
rison this to-morrow, and it is safe to suy
the news will be us welcome as any the mes-
senger may bring, no marier what muy have
been s mission
glnd than Harrison to be convineed that the
people of New York are erving for Miller,

THE CABINET MUDDLE.

The truth is that the whole Cabinet-
making business, while it is really nearly
completed and has been so for 8 week or ten
days, is in & dreadful muddle. The trouble
is over the portfolio of the State Depart-
ment. Once that question is settled, the
rest of the Cabinet will fall into place like
the tumblers of 8 eomMbanation lock. Har-
rison has stoted the situation plainly to st
lennt oue man from another State who lns
eulled upon him recently. He says that
he finds that there is an enormous and a
very solid opposition to Blaine, the pros-

t of offending which wounld daunt éven
the boldest politician, while on the other
hand there isas solid and ap ntly more
populer element that is insisting on Blaine
personslly.

It 18 notorious that General Harrison
would like to pass over Blaine, but he is
not & man to be infinenced by personal con-
siderations if he knows it. e is cool and
logionl and recognires the personal influ-
ences of himself upon himself, and mukes
allowance for it before he arrives at a del-
inite conclusion nupon an important matter.
The difficulty is not altogether whether or
pot it shull be Blaine, but also, aud even
more largely, if it is mot Blaine, whom
shall it be? If the selection of Evarts would
settle the difficalty in New York, probably
the choice would be quickly msde and the
Cabinet question settled between davlight
and dark. Edmunds and Hoar are also
mentioned in counection for the place, but
there seems to be no foundation for the idea
that they are possibilities.
