FACTS STATED BY DEMPSEY.

“Now, the facts of the case are these: Sulli-
van and his friends were arranging for a bene-
fit in Boston. The benefit, of course, was
entirely for John The board of gentiemen
who bad the power to grant the license con-
sisted, as far as | can understand, of 12 persons.
At least Jim Wakely told me so. Well, 11
of these were disposed to favor a license for
Sultivan, bat Mr. Rogers, the President, ob-
jected because there bad been 5o much trouble
with Sullivan in Boston: not only with Salli-
wvan, be said, but with other prominent boxing
affairs. As s result the license was refused, so
Waukely savs, and Sullivan was informed of the
decision. He got on his mettle, and really did
consame on short notice a few bottles of wine
as a result of the great disappointmout in his
own city, and just at atime when be was recov-
ering f{rom severe and costly sickness.

Grace’s Great Record.

W. G. Grace, who was born July I8, 1845, near
Bristol, England, is thechampion batsman, and
has been the wonder of the ericket world from
1504 to 188Y, inclusive, and during the 25 seasons
he hss played in first-class matches 850 com-
ploeted lnnings, and scored 34,070 runs, sver-
aging noarly 40 runs each inning. He has made
100 runs and opward no fewer than 159 times,
beoing not out in 25 of these innings, His high-
est scores are 400, 344, T18, 265, 261, 268, TN, 221,
217, 215, 215, 210, 210, 197, 196, 192, 189, 183, 182, 181,
180, 178, I3, 177, 177, 174, 178, 152 172 170 and 170.
His 400 not out was made agninst 22in the field,
and included 4 sixes I1 fours, 6 threes, 58 twos
and 158 singles, the st item proving that the
bowling was not so very weak., This score has
only been exceeded fonr times, and then in
minor matches with only 11 in the held. He
made his 34 for the ginryieboue club against
Kent at Canterbury, Engiand, in August, 1876,
it being the highest individunl score ever made
in & irst-class match. He is the only batsman
of modern days who has made two separate
hundreds in a first-olass matoh, but he has per-
formed this exceptionn] feat three times dur.
ing his career. The first ocession was at Can.
terbury in 1885, when he seored for the South
of the Thames againgt the North 180 and not
out 102; the second was at Ulifton in August,
1557, when, for Gl shire I Kent,
he maae 100 and not out 108, and the third was
at Clifton in August.
