Bismarck Much Disturbed
BY PRINCE RUDOLF'S SUICIDE,

The New Heir Presumptive Baid to Have
Kussian Tendencies,

WHICH MAY DISTURB THE ALLIANCE

The Berlin Pupers Do Not Approve of Blsmarcks Back
Iowp in&.‘q.

Thie sudden death of the Austrian Crown
Prince causes great snxiety in German offi-
cial circles. The heir presumptive 15 re-
garded as being favorable to an allisnoe
with St Petersburg rather than Berlin.
The East Africa bill passes the third read-
ing. Bocialists make matters warm in the
Reichstag. Bismarck's power over the Em-
peror said to be lessening, and Count Her-
bert will be ruled out. Leading journals
disapprove the latest orders concerning
Samoa.

BegLix, February 2 —Although the
death of the Austrisn Crown Prinee will
have no immediate effect upon the relations
between Gormany and Austria, the issues
even have already engaged the anxious at-
tention of Emperor William and Prince
Rismarck. Sinece yesterdsy morning the
Emperor has had two long interviews with
the Chanecllor, who has been in constant
communicstion with Prince Henry of
Reuss, the German Ambassador at Vienoa,
and Count Kalnoky, the subject of the cor-
respondence being, it is reported, the sue-
ceseion 1o the Austaian throne,

The removal of Crown Prince Rudolf
is regarded by the official circle here asa
misfortune for the alliance. The current
reports that he was an opponent of the alli-
suce, which had their origin in the French
press, are declared to be mendacious ab-
surdities. The truth is that Rudolf, al-
though he had recently quarreled with Em-
peror William and was no special admirer
of Bismarck, upheld the alliance as a politi-
eal necessity. He wrote o Count Kalnoky
when the terins of the alliance were re-
vealed thst he ed it as the grandest
achievement of the Austrian statesman for
IEDY FEATS,

GERMANY'S FEARS,

His legitimate suocessor, Karl Ludwig,
cannot be relied upon as a friend of the slli-
ance. Throughout his 55 years of lile he
has not taken an sctive pprt in polities,
leading 8 quiet existence as President of
numerous benevolent and artistic societies,
He is of an amiable disposition and a devout
Catholie, but both he and his son, Frang, in
whose favor he may abdicate, are known to
incline to an anti-German policy, favoring
rather an entente with Russia.

The familvy holds large broperties in
Volhynia. Karl Ludwig has been a fre-
quent visitor to the eourt of the Cear, to-
ward whom he entertsins a feeling of
strong personal friendship, while Franz
is eredited with even stronger Hussophile
sentiments. Their near approach to the
throoe therefore gives the Government here
cause for anxiety. Nothing can be done to
sscertain officially the views of the present
Emperor's successor until the family agita-
tion over the catastrophe subsides. But
the opinion in official cireles here is that
Prince Bismarck will seize the earliest op-

rtunity to obtain threngh Emperor

rancis Joseph a definite assurance of how
the beir presumptive regards the allisnce.

A HEROIC MONARCH.

The moral fortitude of Emperor Francis
Joseph in allowing the pablication of the
faot of the Crown Prince’s suicide elicits
geveral admiration. 1In his message to Em-
peror William he plainly stated the cause
death. Emperor Willism’s short response
was: ““Words cannot console. God's help
alone can do so. 1 weep with you.”

The Austrian flag now waves at half mast
over the Bchloss beside the German Impe-
rial flag. Emperor William has ordered
the officers of the Grenadier Guards, of
which Emperor Francis Joseph is honorary
Colonel, und the Eleventh Uhlans, Crown
Prince Hudolf's regiment, to wear mourn.
ing for & week. Deputations irom both
regiments will attend the funeral.

The Reichstag treated the third reading
of the East Africa bill with indifference.
The attendance was thin. The only inei-
dent was the announcement by Herr
Madezinski that the Polish members who
voted against the second resdiug had de-
cided to support the measure on religions
grounds, in wview of the fact that it was
dirccted ngninst slavery. The Socialist
Subor repested the old arguments ngainst
the measure, and Dr. Windthorst and Dr.
Stoecker those in favor of it. No minister
spoke. Captain Wissman went to Ham-
burg on Thursday to arrange ‘contracts.
To-night he has gone to Halle to bid fare-
well te his family.
