We did not watch him be-
cause we thought that he was dishonest, buton
acecount of the cireumstances indicating hix ele-
wation to the position. We know he was in &
position to do the prison harm if he wished and
thorelore we did mot propose to take any
chanoea.

“There is pothing in the charges of cruelty.
Wiy, the mancould not have done half he is
charged with without it boing known to the
warden, [f Mabharmeke was doing all these
croaked things, maltreating sick prisoners, ac-
cepting bribes, etc., what do you suppose the
warden was doing sll this tnis time? Do you
not think he would know something about it?
No, sir, vou can't make me believe those things
until we have better prool.”

“Well, we are going to let Mrs. Mair produce
that if she can.
