THE MIXORITY TAKES TIME TO CONFER

The House Ways and Means Committee
reported back the Senate Finance Commit-
tee's tarifl substitute yesterday. In doing
so they cnused & sensstion. They respect-
fully ask to return the messure to the
Benate, with the information, politely con-
veyed, that to the House alome, under the
Constitution, belongs the right to formulate
tarlff bills. Inm reply to this the minority of
the commttec, Republicans, have &5 yet
nothing to sy, being among those who were
surprised.

WasHINGTON, February 15.—Mr. Mills,
of Texas, from the Commitiee on Ways and
Means, to-day reported bek the Mills tarifl
bill with the Senate amendment, snd by
direction of the Speaker it was referred fo
the Oommittes of the Whole, Mr. Mills
ulso reported the following resolution, which
he said presented & question of privilege,
uod the considerstion of whinh, he said, he
would ask the House to enter upon on Tues-
day next:

Resolved, That the substitution by the Sen-
ate, under the form of an amendment for the
tall of the House No, 8051 (the Mills bill), of
another and different bill containing a general
revision of the laws, imposing lmpost duties
and Internal taxes, is in confliet with the true
fntent and purpose of sectiom 7, article 1, of
the Constitution, and that ssid bill be returned
tothe Senute with the respectful sugpestion
that said section vests in the House of Repre-
sentatives the sole power to originate such s
meAsure.

Mr. McKinley, of Ohio, ssid the Consti-
tutional objection raised by the majority of
the committee to & reduction of the revenue
had been called to the sttention of the com-
mittee only this morning. He therefore re-
served the minority right to file their views.

WHAT THE REPORY CONTAINS,

The report of the Commitiee on Ways and
Means u the Senate smendments raises
the Constitational point that the bill, as it
came from the SBenate, in & violation of the
provisions of the Constitution allowing the
House of Representatives power to origin-
ate rove.ue bills. Therefore the accom-

The committee, at its meeting this moro-
!nweﬂeally decided to report & bill
making an estimsted reduction in the reve-
nu=s of about $70,000,000. After reading
the report on the Senate tarifl’ bill, submit-
ted this morning, the committee took up for
consideration 4 revenue reduction bill
offered by Mr. McMillin, of Tennessee. The
bill was read through, but pending a vote
the bour of sdjonrnment arrived and the
committee adjourned.

SIMILAR TO THE MTLLS BILL,

The MeMillin bill is substantially the
same as the Mills bill, with the exception
that the cotton and chemical schedules of
the latier bill are struck out, as is also the
iron schedule with the exception of the pro-
visions relating 1o pig iron, railroad ties.
structural iron and tio plm. The free list
in the McMillin bill is almost identical
with that of the Mills bill. 1t does not in-
clude molapses, laces for hats and sponges,
which were perhaps the principal articles
placed on the freelist by the Senate Finance
Committee. One or two artioles which were
on the free list in the Senate bill and were
pot incladed in the free list of the Mills
hill are added to the free list of the latter,
but it is said by & member of the majority
of the committee thut there are only & very
few articles on the Benate hill's free list

AFRAID OF THE VETO,

Appropriation Bills to be Passed Early to
Give a Chance to Save Them,
[FROM A BTAFF CORRESPONDENT.]

HARRISBURG, February 15.—The present
Legislature does not propose to abdicate its
functions, so far as controlling mppropria-
tions is concerned, in favor of the Governor,
who two years ago vetoed a number of ap-
propriations to various institutionsafter the
close of the session. The Legislature hav-
ing adjourned, his sction could not be
nullified. This year the Governor will not
be given an opportunity to have the final
say on bills of this character, unless he ap-
proves them, as the House Commiltee on
Appropriations will push them to an earl
passage, so as {o get in the hands of
the Governor several weeks before the final
adjournment. He will then have the option
of signing them, allowing them to become
laws 2 the expiration of the ten d;&n
allowed for the examination of bills, while
the I@ﬁislutuu is in session, or return them
to the House in which they originated with
his objections.

Germany has issned a White Book on the
Samoan affair, Americans and Englishmen
are charged with provoking conflicts between
the belligerent patives and the modest and
peace-loving Germans.
