Dr. B. B. Maharneke has been discharged
from the position of hospital steward of the
penitentiary. He is acquitted of aiding in
escape, acquitted of eruelty, given the bene-
fit of the doubt in the bribery charges, and
convicted only of profanity. The Legis-
lators say the board should not have tried
the man, but & Legisiative trial should have
been made.

The long drawn out trial, the long pend-
ing fate of Dr. Maharneke has been decided,
and spainst him. The Damoclesn sword
has fallen, and the round head of the ex-
cited little Duteh doctor has rolled into the
basket.

The battle has been bravely fought, and
the victory was most certainly won. For
every question, there was an answer, for
every chorge a refutation, snd for every
Eolland an Oliver.

The most ecarching investigation, the
most sensational disciosures, and the most
intensely interesting evidence of & locsl
charncter ever placed belore n Pittsburg
public, has been rounded up with what
may be termed & “nub,"” and the man who
fought agninst going into the penitentiary,
and who fought ficreely against poing out,
will drop st onoe from his § 2 month posi-
tion, und from the public guse.

Where the Fiodiag Was Made.

The fate of Maharneke was at last de-
cided last night at a secret meeting of the
Bosrd of Inspectors, held at the residence
of Mr. John 8, Slagle, 223 Allegheny ave-
nue, Allegheny,

The representatives of the press arrived at
the place soon after § o'clock, but Mr,
Blagle had requested bix son to stay at home
lust night and watch the door for the re-
poriers. When they gol in they received
the positive information that the board was
in session, but did absolutely not desire any
interruption. But the young man invited
the visitors inte the parlor, with the re-
mark that they were at liberty to wait as
Jong s they pleased.

Soon after 9 o'clock Mr. Slagle, smiling
most bemignly upon his visitors in the
parlor, entered and stated that a little more
patience and cverybody's curiosity would
be satisfied.

The Fainl Papers.

1t was not until 1035 o'clock, however,
that Mr. Slagle arnin returped, but this
time he held two sheets of foolesap in his
band, They contained the werdict, as fol-
lows:

It s evident from the testimony of all except
one witness, who swore that he himself was the
person who inflictefl the cruelty, that the ex-
tent of Maharneke's treatment was that of
occasional severity in cases of Incorrigible
patients.

Charge 3. Accepting and receiving money
from prisoners and bribery,

The principal evidence as to this charge was

smounts from him as stated, but he positively
denied doing so after bis release and subse-
guent appointment a8 hospital steward, A
reasonsbie doubt therelfore exists, and we give

Charge 4. Profanity.

The board are of the opinion from the evi-
dence that Maharneke, wWhen excited or

angered, used profane language while in the
poerformance of his duties, although eircum-

gpect and correct while in the presence of |

officinls and visitors,

After o caroful and patient investigation by
the Board of Inspectors, in which they were
assisied by two membors of the State Doard of
Charities, we have armved at the conclnsion
thnt the accused, B, B. Maharncko, should bo
acquitted on chargoes first and second, given the
besefit of a doubt in the third charge and

Convioted Upon the Fourth.

And we furhicr find that want of calm judg-
ment and prodence in the discharge of his
duties as an officer of the prison demand his
discharge, which we directed socoraingiy.

The Legislative sub-Committee on Appro-
priations spent a busy day yesterday. In
the morning, at the Anderson Hotel, they
met & delegation of women from the Ladies’
Aid Society, who asked for §5,000.

The balance of the morning was taken up
in inspecting the Home for the Friendless,
who ask for §15,000; the Home for Colored
Children, needing $4,700, and the Home for
Aged Colored Women.

The committee was particularly pleased
with the little colored children. They were

As the committee toward the cloge of the
day strolled down the long corridor with its
tiers of cells, Warden Wright stopped be-
fore a door, and said: **Here isMcPhillamy,
the man who made the charges against Dr.

Convict MePhillamy vs Hon. Fow.

The Retort Courteous.
MePhillamy retorted that he knew what
he was talking about, and that he had kept
money in his ce¢ll for more than 21§ years.
“I don’t believe it,"” answered Mr. Fow
&s he walked away.
Wright, to Fow—Did you get him to say

where he got the money? That is what 1
have been trying to find out.

Fow—No, he wouldn't tell me. He is too
sharp for that, but Tbelieve he is a liar.

As bright as Mr. Fow is it was plain to
be seen that he had«met his mateh in the si-
lent prisoner. A DISPATCH reporter who
listened to the running fire of questions and
the mm‘_&s of the conyiet, could sce
no discrepancies in McPhillamy's state-
ments. McPhillamy did not contradict
himself, but Mr. Fow had gotten some of
his answers conf It is hardly probable
that the man who stood the searching inqui-
sition without flinching shonld muke a
break under such circumstances.

Warden Wright called the attention of
the committee to an idiotic Hungarian
whose time had expired the day before, He
had been sent over here, and wandered into
Fulton eounty, where he committed some
crime. His time had expired, sud the
warden didn’t know what to do with him.
He bad asked the poor suthorities of the
city to take charge of him, and sent him
away, but they claimed they had no juris-
diction over the case,

While returning to the hotel Mr. Fow
talked about the prison preity freely.
“Warden Wright is an honest man," he
said. ‘‘His integrity cannot be questioned.”

Where o Grave Mistake Was Made.

“A grest mistake wasmade in the method
of the investigation, however. The prisoners
should not have been examined by those in
authority over them, who could threaten,
or even had it in their power to punish them
if they so desired.

“Their presence would natnrally have s
repressing effect on the men, and they
wouldn't testify as freely as if the board
had been differently composed. The work
should have been condueted by a eommittee
from the islature, and the prison
officials should have been excluded.

“The books of the penitentiary are
straizht and correct, but they are kept like
all the books in the State institutions. A
good plan would be to put the amount of
the sppropriation for a icular item on
one page and the expenditures under this
head on the next. If the appropriation
was not sufficient they should not be
allowed to draw from the moneys for
another item, without an order from the
State Treasury. This would be a simple
plan, and the books could be casily ex-
amined at any time, As it is things are
all mixed up.

The Money is Expendrd Genernlly,
and if an appropriation for an item is not
large enough they transfer the moncy from
some other one,*

Representative Lemon said it was a great
pity that such a man as Dr. Maharneke had
ever been hired in the penitentiary, He
had brought the institution into disrepute.

Whether or not they acted on the prinei-

e of hitting a man when be is down, is not

wn, but nearly all the under keepers
about the place expressed themselves as
glad that Dr. Maharoeke was not there any
mare.

“"This is a pretty mess he has got us
into,” said one of them. “We lmv‘: had
trouble with him ever since he came here,
He was entirely too meddlesome.”

Warden Wright explained he had asked
the State for an appropriation of $71,000 for
the prlion proper. He also needed $120,000
to finish the new building, but he was given
to understand that he would reccive §70,000
for this purpose in the next two years.

The commitiee also met the representa-
tives of the owners of the 26 lots that adjoin
the walls, They questioned them freely
about the ground and the price, but no
opinion was given. There is o separate hill
pending in the House providing for the pur-
chase of the ground,and it is likely the com-
mittee will recommend it favorably,

A FRENCH CABINET

Formed by M. De Courscl—It Is Said to be
Auti-Boulanger—The Gallunt Gene
eral Declares He s Pore
fectly Sarisfied.

PaAriS, February 21.—M. de Coursel has
been appointed Minister of Foreign Affairs,
The new Ministers will take . office in
the morning. Their declaration will
be read on Saturday. At 8 o'clock
ihis evening President Carnot signed a de-
cree appointing M. Tirard Premicr and
Minister of Commerce; M. Constans, Mini-
ster of the Interior; M. Rouvier, Minister of
Finunces; M. Threvenot, Minister of
Justice; M. Fallieres, Minister of
Educgtion; M. Faye, Minister of Apri-
culture; M, Gues Guyot, Minister of Publie
Works; M. de Frevcinet, Minister of War;
Admiral Jaures, Minister of Marine.

M. Goblet refused to join the new Cabinet,
which is a coalition of Opportunists and
Radicals,

The National asserts that if the Tirard
Cabinet fails, President Carnot will summon
M. Ferry to form s Cabinet.

General Boulunger says that if President
Carnot could not obtain a better Cabinet he
should have resigned to prevent his being
overthrown. Personally the General says he
is satisfied, as the President and M, Tirard
are working in the interests of the Boulang-

ists,

Deputies Thiesse, Jacquemart, Theron,
Turigny, Bourgeois, Cremoux, Goussaurges,
Blatin, Douner, Barbe and Proset have
openly sided with General Boulanger.

The new OCabinet is decidedly anti-
Boulangist. M. de Coursels’ reign at the
Berlin Embassy was marked by extreme
cordiality between France and Germany,

WAR TALK IN CANADA.

The Governor General Advises Hls People
to be Ready to Fight.
[EPTCIAL TELEGNAM TO THE DISPATCH.Y

MoxTrREAL, February 21.—There must
be danger in the near future of Canadian
citizens Dbeing called upon to defend
their llﬁll'lhl, if mot from soldiers
of Uncle Sam, from soldiers or sailors of
some other foreign invasion. The latest
to give public utterances to such
thoughts is the vice-regal representative
of Victoria on this side of the water, Lord
Stanley, Governor Genersl of Canada. At
least the hinis which he dropped during a
specch this afternoon at the annual
mesting of the Dominion Artillery Associa-
tion at Ottawa are generally believed bere
to foreshadow, st mo distant day,- the
necessity of the Canadians to take up arms
1o defend their homes.

Ho thought that in these days every able-
bodied man should be a soldier of the em-
pire, and in more than any other
quarter of the empire ot presont, os-
peeiall in ‘this Dominion of Can-
ada. ihey knew the people were
respected as th themselves, and
that they should act accordingly. The sky
at present was clear, but there were serious
questions to settle, and no one knew
what moment the necessity of de-
fense would arrive. He dpugd to
God. that the time woul long
in coming. He thought the Imperial Gov-
ernment would fornish any quality of arms
and ammunition, if the Canadiun militia
hinted that they wanted them.

A SAVAGE CRIME,

Kills His Aunt and Uncle and Beats His

FREE MEN ONCE MORE.

The Board of Pardons Makes a Fa-
vorable Recommendation in

M'CLURE AND FREYVOGLE'S CASE.

The Allaged Gamblers Will be Released in
a Few Days.

SLATTERY'S PLEA TO COME UP T0-DAY.

A Pecaliar Case of Bigamy Meets With Mercy at the
Hauds of the Board.

MeClure and Freyvogle, whose conviction
for gambling in this city execited consider-
able comment st the time, have been recom-
mended tothe Governor by the Board of
Pardons as fit subjects for clemency. This,
presumably, ensures their release within &
few days from the workhouse, where they
are serving two-year ferms.

fSPECIAL TELEGRAM TO THE DISFATCH.1

HARRISBURG, Febroary 21.— Walter
Lyons' anticipations were realized by the
favorable consideration of the case of Will-
iam MecClure and Frank Freyvogle by the
Board of Pardons this afternton. The
board moved so slowly in this matter that
Mr. Lyons had almost given up hope of a
successful result. The recommendation for
a pardon will at onee be forwarded to Gov-
ernor Beaver, and immediate action is ex-

pected, which will free the prisoners.

Frevvogle and McClure were charged
with being common gamblers and with
keeping a gambling house, It was alleged,
although not definitely stated on the trial,
that Quinn, the confidentinl bookkeeper of
C. G. Dixon, a contractor of Allegheny,
had lost several thousand dollars of his em-
ployer's money by gambling in the defend-
ant’s place. Both defendants werg con-
victed, and, on September 1, 1888, were each
fined and séntenced to two years’ imprison-
ment in the workhouse,

A SURPRISE.

The sentence was a great surprise to the
defendunts and their friends. MeClure and
Freyvogle had been out on bail after their
mJ, and when called to appear for sen-
ence expected merely to be fined, with, per-
haps a nominal imprisonment. Imme-
dintely after the sentence was passed steps
were taken to procure a pardon, but appar-
ently without effect. The prisoners and
their friends had about given upall hope of
suceess when the Board of Pardons at last
took favorable action upon the application,
and to-day recommended that ecutive
clemeney be extended to the prisoners.

The Board filso granted a rehearing to
Edward Slattery, whose counsel is expected
io prove his innocence of the murder of
Heunry Meyer at the next meeting, by show-
ing that Edward Coffey committed the
erime charged to him. Slattery had al-
ways maintained that his conviction was a
result of mistaken identity.

COFFEY’S CONFESSION,

It is now alleged that Coffey, before he
died from the effects of an assault upbn him-
self, alter receiving the news that bis death
warrant had been signed, mule a statement
to friends, that he, and not Slattery, was re-
sponsible for Henry Meyer’s death.

The pardon of Mulhorn, of York,
convicted ol’biﬂmg,m also recommended.
1t was shown that he bad what he believed
was authentic infommstion of his first wife's
death when he married the second time.

Pardon recommendations were refused in
the cnses oi Conrad Redinger, mayhem, and
James C, Brown, misdemeanot, Allegheny,
and Charles Burbank, of Blair,

The followinz cases were held under ad-
visement: William Cook, rohbery, Alle-

heny. William Keller, undet sentence of
Scar.h, Philadelphia, and the esse of Sarah
J. Whiteling, the poisoner, Pliladelphia,
were held over to enable papers to be gled.

MILLIONAIRE FLOOD NO MORE,

The Benunza Kiug Dios nt Lnst, aud Leaves
0nly $10,000,000.

Sax Fraxcrsco, February 21,—The
desth of Millionaire Flood, which was once
announced positively last Octeber, ennsed
no excitement here fo-day, Senator
Fair received a letter n few days
ago, saying that his old partner
didn't recognize his own wife and daughter,
and that he couldn't live more than a few
weeks, as his stomach refused to retain
nourishment. In fact, Mr, Flovd has been
dring since last fall, and only remarkable
vitality prolonged his life.

Flood's business influence in this city
censed when he lost ko heavily in the wheat
corner, two yvears ago, and retired from the
Nevada Bank., He and Mackay started
in to corner the Liverpool market,
but they failed and retired with a
loss of $12,000,000, of which Flood lost 85,-
500,000, Senator Fair's help. eaved two
bonsuza miillionaires from complete ruin,
but the worry snd humiliation brike Flood
down, and his friends wanted hin then to
retire and go to Carlsbad, but he refused
and remained b settling his affairs,
until last May, when he depirted for
Europe, leaviog his son with pofer of at-
torney to carry on business in his absence.
With him went his wife and ghter, so
that the big brown stone house on Nob Hill
has been deserted for nearl a.far.
