League has always been the dfficnity which
Liss seared players from tackling ibe League in
eourt. It is, therefore, easy to ~ec that no case
could be mmtrodaced which is of mere vital im-
poriance to ball plavers and also to bascball
patrons than the case in question. It s a pity
that Jobn M. Ward, Presudent of the Playens'
Brotherhood, Is not in the country st present.
Had bie been here he might have been useful to
a great extent in assisting to Lave the very
knotty guestion solvedl.

A Few Weords Abount the League.

Far be it from me to try and explain at this
juncinre what the League is. I suppose we'll
have to await Jega: developments, but there
ure one or two festures of the guestion which
van be dealt with bere. Comunon sense would
cerialply prompt os to expect that whatever
thie law defines the National Leagun to be
there wuet be respousibility somewhere. It
eanmot Le that an orga ization like the Na-
tions! Baselall League exists in this conntry
entirely irrespons ble for its acts simply be-
oause in a legal »ense it i8 mot tangible. Any
organimtion or institution of this kind will ant
be tolerated nowadsys, and the gquestion simply
resolves itself to thie: 11 the League cannot be
defived for legal purposes it ongbt to be. This
js only fair to the players and the puolic. It
does seem singular that President Youung, in
the name of what is called the National Base-
ball Leapue, should make contracts with peo-
ple and the latter be unablie to find the re-
sponsible person shounld the League's part of
the coutract nol be folhlled.

Like an Old-Fasklooed Trades Unlon.

In my way of thinking the Leaguc resembles
one of the old-fashiioned trades unions. These
organizations bhad laws or understanmidings
among themselves. They would agree one with
another to carry out certaln rules or require-
ments. Those who broke falth could in many
cases not be made responsible to law, but the
umsons could blacklist them; that 18, to a very
great extent deprive them of their work. Of
course this doprivation bad to be skillfully
managed. It could be done as follows: A man
biacklisted by the unions would secure work
&t & union copcern but the Workmen thers
would refuse to work if he was comtinued on
the premises. There is no law to make
s man work where he does not deMre, and
sooper than have trouble the employers wonld
wash thelr hands of the non-union men. The
National Basebal! l,a.#e is idenditical to the
unton above quoted, ose who comy it,
whatever it may be, bave an understanding one
wv.th another that such and such rules and reg-
uiations will be carried out. Whoever violates
thes: rales will be blacklisted, be he player or
anybody else. The blacklist simply means that
those who remain in harmony with the League
and its rules refuse to tott.t.halu{ﬂ; . with
the blacklisted man or men. Certainly lieu is
no civil law to foroe one club to play with an-
other, or compel one man to ¥ with or
agamst another. Thia, then, is just how the
league stands today. Its cials admit
shat many unT d with it

cordsnee with civil law it would not be the
League.

NEw Yorg, February "1.—The Inter-Collegi-
ate Athletie Association, .0 snnual session to-
day, withdrew from the Sational Amateur As.
sociation of American “thlstes. The resolu-
tion of withdrawal is as follows:

Besolved, That the Inter-Collegiate Athletle
Associstion of the Unlted States hereby withdraws
from ine National Awmateur Association of Ameri-
can Athletes, and for the future remalo an inde-
pendent associstion, governed entirely by its own
constitution and laws of athlotics. This is passed
for the gole purpose of placing the Inter-Collegiate
Athletic A in sn Independ itlen
and not to be construed as either sn_ spproval or
disapproval of the prinelples of any other
tioms, and that any colleges holding games under
any other rules are to he EXPe from the In-
ter-LColl te Athletie Associntion, with the ex-
ception of the New ation and slmi-
Iar sssocintions, which will be exemptsd from
thie rule nntil after thelr next convention.
