Mr. Robinson first secured an interes in it
is finvored with the interest that surrounds
the history of Pithole City, whose destroe-
tion in less than a decade was more com-
plete than that of Tyre, which was re-
plenished by the merchants of Zidon.
Pithole was replenished during the few
months of its feverish existence by
capital from all parts of the United States
sud from many of Europe. To-day the only
resson why it is not possessed by the eor-
morant and the bittern, and why the owl
and the ravern do not dwell in it, is because
tnere is mo inducement to sttract as a resi-
denve such fowl. It is s completely wiped
out as Sodom and Gomorrah, snd were it
not that we have the art of printing would,
in & couple ol oceoturies, present more
trouble 1n discovery than did Nineveh or
Pompeii, for the cloud-capped hotels and
other piles which were its glory were so
flimsy that their destruction w2z complete
within thres vesrs of thélr erection.
Murphy's Grand Opera House had

NONE OF THE ENDURING QUALITIES
of the Coloseum. Iu the opinion of many
people Pithole was fully as wicked as it
were possible for Sodom to have been, but
s sudden and complete destruction wss
sttributed more to the desire of the inhab-
itants to make money out of the insurance
compunies than to the wrath of Omnip-
otence. Railway companies, now paralyzed,
graded roads which to the New Zealand an-
tiquarian thousands of years hence may
furnish profound study, but this ie all that
is left to mark the past existence of & onee
powerful city whose postoffice did a business
ranking third in the State. The man who
wrote on ‘“The Permanency of the Useful™
would find the lie given him by the Pithole
water works, of which nothing isleft save an
indentstion 1n the earth, thepbjeet of which
excavation might even now pumle an
antignary, unless he were to hunt up the
files of the Pithole Eecord.

In the days when the genius of Vi
county was polishing his lamp for the bene-
fitof 1in 28 of petroleum operators, Mr.
Robinson was one of a company operating,
They purchased s farm on Pithole creek,
bored and got s 20-barrel well. It was a
paver, but after the city had disappenred,
most of it being burned and the rest trans-

to Oil City, operating becams un-
profituble, and the company died. and when
its estate was administered on this farm fell
to Mr. Robinsoun, *
HE WAS OFFERED §30,000

for it, but thought it worth more, and in
those days §20,000 was a contemptible sum
in Venango county, auvhow, when an Oil
City bootblack would bet wyou $30 on the
d sth of the mud. The company had been

eved $100,000 for the farm during the
Pnlmle excitement, but refused it and,
after ignorant operators had drowned the
oil out of the third sand, or forced it back
by negleeting to plug abandoned holes, the
territory wps condemned snd no longer ats
tracted speculation, all left Mr. Robinson
was to psy the taxes on his farm, Acecord-
ingly he ranted it to & farmer for the taxes
and that man has grubbed a sort of & livin,
out of it and saved & small amount zl‘
money.

A few days since Mr, Robinson, having
read of the renewal of oil developing inter-
est around Pithole creek, concluded to visit
his farm. He found the tensnt had kept it
in condition and was much at-

ed to it, but had only £1,200. Mr.
Robinsop looked sbout him for a time, and,
though he still has faith there is oil there
in paying quantity, decided to let his ten-
ant have the benefit of it and made him 8
ga«d of the farm for his 20 years’ savings,

When it beesme light he took his
bearings and warmed Inmuif by a five-mile
walk before broakfast.
