in any sport for the love of it only. He is not
to receive any recompense, because as soon as
he does that be becomes a professional. [ am
aware that on this point there bave been vol-
umes of controversy regarding the most prom-
inent sthivtes, but the matter is now deflned
80 clearly that anybody who can read can un-
derstand it. Technioally thers xre very tew
amuateur basaball players if the definiton of
that term by the National Amateur Associa-
Tom 15 accepled.  Amatours caunot compete
with or aguinst prolessionals. An amateur
canpot cither directly or indirectly receive pay
for coaching or training. nor for teaching any
athletic exercise; nor sball an amatesr run,
manage or direct, for praspective profit, any
professional exhibition or contest. This we
will ail conclude, draws the line pretty fine
and certainly onght tobe explicit enough.
