They had bosn placed in the switch with
the east ende raisod 8o as to derail » westbound
train, while allowing an eastbound to puss over
it with only a littie jarTing. L

wus sought to wreck had wmoce passengers than
it usnally has, the majority of whom were from
New York and Philadelplaa., But few of them
discovered the reason why the flyer was
stopped.
