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that particular, only giving up the ghost
afier be bad been pierced by s dozen re
volver balls and fighting tothe lasi,although
confropted by three armed men.

A VERY BAD MAN.

The particular civeumstances which led
to the kiiling of Moran dates back about
two weeks. At that time he got on a big
dronk at Falls Mills W. Va., shot into the
depot several times, obliging the oceupants
to fies for their lives, broke out the win-
dows, threw the switch lamps into the river
and promised to kill anyone who interfered
with him.

He was let alone for the time being, but
the railrond pecple determined to putsno
end to such outlawry, and seut for De-
tective Baldwin, of the Eureka Agency,
headquarters at Charleston. Baldwin swore
out & warrant for Moran March 31, and sc-
companied by Detectives Wallace and Rob-
insop, started in search for Morsn. They
located him in Tazewell county, Va., Mon-
day night last, and the following morning
about 5 o'clock the officers went up to the
house in which be was hiding. Baldwin
went up to the door and asked for a drink of
water, and Wallace and Robinson coming
up about thke same time, Baldwin said:
“He's in there; 1'll make s break for him,
snd you two follow quick.”

A BLOODY BATTLE.

Baldwin at once sprang through the door
into one of the two rooms, and sceing a
man in one corner, supposed it was Moran,
and ealled to him to surrender. Just then
Morao appeared at the door of the other
room aud fired two shots at Baldwin, one

sing through his coat, on a line with his
eart, and the other striking him in che arm
near the wrist. By this time Wallsee and
Robinson were in the honse, and the firing
became peneral. Wallace went down with
one shot in the mouth and two in his right
arm. Baldwio eanght another ball in his
wounded arm, and Bobinson fired five shots
at the outlaw, when his pistol was knocked
from his band by a bullet, which cut off one
of bis fingers. A woman in the house also
fired five shots ot Moran, and then fainted.
Moranp shot all the cartridges from his two
revolvers and then fell. He died in two
minutes, and when examined 12 wonnds
were found on him, six being in his body.

The three detectives received eight balls.
Wallace is lying at the point of death at a
house near the scene of the shooting, and
Baldwin rode 20 miles for a doctor for him
before he would have his own wounds
dressed. Moran never spokeafter the firing

BarercH, N. 0., April 7.—The General
Assembly of North Carolina, st its session
of 1879, passed on act authorizing the fand-
ing of certain issues of State bonds, The
exchange hns Yontinued until the recog-
nized bonded debt has been reduced from
$12,627,000 to. §1,901,300, which latter
swount is outstanding. The funding act
having expired, was renewed by the late
Genoral mbly until July 1, 1890, and
the Staie Treasurer is engaged in issuing
new 4 per cent bonds in exchange Tor the
old bonds.

The recognized bonds are divided into
three classes, as follows: Those issved be-
fore May 20, 1861, the last date of which is

April 1, 1861, fundable at 40
per ocent of the principal issned
during and since the late war by

authority of the act passed prior thereto,
those fundable at 25 per cent of the prinei-
pal, issued by anthority of the funding not
of March 10, 1866, and those of August 10,
16868, fundable at 15 per cent of the prin-

eipli.
