In my opinion the sliding
scale of wages 5 the best remedy
yet suggested to regulate the wage
guestion, but it should be made so broad aud
clastic in (ts provisions as to cover & series of
years. It would render coustant agilation
unnecessary and secure satisfactory results to
the workman, whose compensation would be
based gpon the market prices of the products
of thelr toll. What counid be fairer? Of course,
this is not a new idea, but I cthink its impor-
sance bLas been overlooked. While always
nikintaining that iabor, which is «t the bottomn
of our prosperity, should be sufficiently pro-
tected and Uberally compensated, I seriously
doubt If the right steps are being taken 1o
elevate it to the dignity and mmportance which
justly sttach to it It shonld be taken outof
the sphere of perennial agitution and placed up-
on & basis whiclh would remore it from the viois-
situdes and dangers ol financinl crisis and over-
production. 1 thinksthe sdoption of the sliding
scale, under wise restriotions, and coveringa
series of years, would bring this about! There
wounld then be no need for costly conventions
every year and the mill owners would be shut
out from using trumped up stories of depres
sion of trude to intimidate their workmon.™
