FISEING CLUB LOW FARES ILLEGAL |

The Pasgenger Agents’ Associstion met
vesterday and decided to make & rate of 2
eents per mile within a radius of 135 miles
for the May Festival. The railrosds were
determined that, this time, the newspapers
should mot be given an opportunity to say
that other cities could secure lower rates
than Pittsburg, so they looked up what rates
bad besn given Cincinoati for her
festivals, nnd the same rate was made.
Regular fare will be charged for less than
50 cents.

These tickets will be put on male the day
before the festival, and will be good until
the following Monday. The tickets will be
sold nll the week.

A similar rate was made for the Wash-
ington Centennial within s radiue of 5
miles. These exceptionally low ratesare ex-
pected to induce a large number of people
to visit Pittsbarg on both occasions. The |
radius of 126 miles was made to takein
Akron.

A FISHING CLUB DANMPER.

Some time sgo the passenger agents agreed
to offer fishing clubs the same rates as last
vear; but in the mesntime they wrote 1o
Judge Cooley about it. The Judge replied
that such rates were illegal under the law,
&5 they are nothing more than unjust dis-
crimination. Yesterday the passenger
agents talked the matter over, and, in the
faoe of thix decision, concluded noi 1o 1ssne
the rates. In the mesntime the rssocistion
will correspond with Judge Cooley fo see
what reductions in rates can be made forthe
fishing clubs. The majority of the agents
think that some arrangement ean be made
by which the club rates will be less than the
tourist rates. If the roads issued the regu-
lar fishing club rate, they would have to
give the public the benefit of them, and this
would necessitste excursions every day—
something that the roads could not stand.

They see no
differenioe between this plan and the one
proposed, except that o ticket for s certain
number of miles is issued.

The Wisconsin Central has takem up the
fight, snd is pow issuing 1,000, 2,000 and
5, 000-mile tickets, good on 23 railrosds. An
eflort is being made to induce the larger
lines to enter into the agreement; but, so
far, they bhave kept aloot. The leading
railrosds say that while the scheme would
be & grest sccommodation to traveling men,
it wonld have the effect to divert trade from
their ronds to the smaller lines.

A BOY CHOIR.

Oue to be Formed at Si. Paul's—Congre-
gntionnl Sisging May Follow—How It
Was lonngurated In Gotham.

eartily in the hymns, while the young people
go home singing: and in many a olic home
where an Eoglish hymn had never been BuURrg,
now these hymus are heard. After Haster, on
Wednesday and Sunaay evaﬂn?. these hymns
will still be sung, and it is sad that the people
will be instructed with the rebeatsals, at which
new tones and ns will be taught,

The founder of this movement {or congrega-
tional singing is the Paulist father, Rav, Al-
fred Young. He isan old man, who has been
connected with & choir, either Protestant or
Catholic, ever since be was oight years old. In
1884, after ves he used to rehearse h,
with his people, and this the move-
mwent. Father Young issald to have t fmith
in his inpovation, and he predicts © sOme
day, in all Catbolic churches, it mili become
general, as & means towards intelligent devo-
tivn, He says that, by singing hymns, the peo-
ple will gain wore intelly t ydeas of doetrnine,
maorality and worship, e thinks the people
at high mass should all be able tostand and
sing the Ureed—their profession of faith. It is
sald that congregational linxinﬁu not new in
the church, 48 it was common before the Refor-
mation, The Italisns put a stop to it by inro-
ducing concert music, .

The jolly host of mine tun, in the olden
time when the arrival of a stage coach was
an event, even in “'eities™ of the second
class, has about disappeared. He wasn'tto
be seen in the late sessions of the License
Court, and he won't get a license this week.
He was usually a genius in his way, more
affable, if not so polished, than a Ohester-
field Furthermore, in his rude way, he
was 8 man of character snd standing in the
community. He was foreed to be, for he
could not get a license to entertain travelers
if be could not get 12 responsible men to
vouch for his respectability and capability.
It is true an unsoceessful spplicant for
license, an Trishman, 40 yearsago, remarked
to a8 Western Pennsylvania Judge “Divil
the character g man needs to sell whisky."

There however, good reasons why
the inn keeper should be & man of char-
acter Not only were the safety snd com-
fort of the traveling publie in his hands;
bat the liquor selling privilege was only an
incident in the business, and a man soon
lost cast 1f he allowed his place to become &
doggery. The theory of the law was, that
as people traveled either om foot, or on
borseback, or in coach, they were exposed
to inclement weather and often’ meeded a
little stimulant either to prevent their
energies from flagging or to guard against
catching cold, which is another name from
fever.

Then, too, the resident population oocs-
sionally need a little wine

FOR THEIR STOMACH'S SAKE,

and for their often infirmities, and they
came to the village, or roadside tavern, oc-
casionnlly not only to get & 3-cent drink of
pure Monongshela out of a water glass, but
to hear what was going on in the great world
outside. As our forelathers were & heavy-
handed set when elevated, it was necessary
that a tavern keeper should be & man with
sufficient firmness to prevent excess in
tippling and consequent brawls. In the
old-time tavern the higher grade of keepers
did not, as & rule, want a loafer or recog-
nized toper to be around the barrocom, and
as it was not supposed that boys neceded
whisky, they were not encouraged to
be mbout, unless their business called
them there. As evidence of the faot, that
bar wasnot regarded as the chief source of pro-
fit in those days; as late as 1855, teamsters who
lt.:rped at Blsckhr..rl's. in Blairsville, or at
Grimper's in Indians county, were given
supper, bed, breakfast, feed for two
borses and a ‘‘jigger” night and morning
for 75 cents. They paid the 75 cents whether
they took the gizgeﬂ" or not. In this re-
it was different from the management
of Teddy Ryan, who hed a contract some
years belore on the Pennsylvania and Ohio
cansl, when it was being dug. Teddy was
led as 3 model contractor, He always
had several barrels of snake-bite ocure on
hand, and he paid $13 s month and board
and nine jiggers a day, and as much asaman
wanted to drink at night, and never
charged a cent for the booze, simply ““took it
out of the worker's " no Wishart
molesting or daring to e afraid.
