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BEUTAN'S EEMAREARLE TALK.

Bonsator Rutan’s 1emarkably outspoken
expressions of upinion concerning the man-
ngement of affairs at Harrisborg, as they
appesr in another column, are rather starg-
ling. 1t is one of the fatalities which seem
to preside over disclosures of unigue
methods at the Suate Capitol that they come
from leaders who eitber by ill-bealth or the
exigencies of adverse elections have been
retired from active work in politices.

It would have been much more tothe
point in stopping this sort of thing il Bena-
tor Eutan had, while occupying his seat in
the Senate, risen to make the charge that
the State was being defranded by stationery
snd furnishing contracts or had called fora
joint investigation of the loss of the revenne

bill, with men like Wherryand Ross on the
commities. Indeed there may be =ome in-
Quiry es to the reason why the Senstor did
not take these steps when he was in the
possession of health aud in  position to
effectively nse his undoubted knowledge of
the inkide workings of Btate politice
It is evident that the Senator has reached
that mental siate when he does not cidre &
snup what he says. This may be deemed in
some guarters to discredit his allegations,
but pevertheless they make what the late
Horacw Greeley used to call “mighty in-
terestin’ readin’.”’

PEARSON'S FUBLIC EECORD.

The death of Heary G. Peurson removes
sn offitial who has been prominent by
regson of his personal representation of eivil
service reform practice. He was the person
chosen 1o take charge of the most important
postoffice of the country, a selection
mnde solely with & view to business ability.
Thos. L. James being made Postmaster
General on the same basis, Mr. Pearson was
raised from the second place to the first;
and the good results of that principle of se-

Jection were so marked that President
Cleveland continned him in  office
throughout his eatire term. It is

not to the eredit of the present ad-
ministration that it returned to the peliti-
cal foundstion for making sppointments in
the choiee of Mr. Pearson’s successor. Mr.
Pesrson’s public services, however, present
& good illastration of the advautages to be
gained by taking the patronage out of poli-
tios.

WHAT FORCES IT?

A gample of the interesting explanations
in opposition to the story that the Standard
intends to embark in the refining of Lima
oil, is given by the esteemed Bradford Era.
This journal states thst the Standard has
been buying oil properties in the Lima
fields becanse it is cheaper to leave the oil
in the gronnd than to build tanks for it
after it is brought forth by the produecers.

This implies s public duty upon the part
of the Standard to furnish tankage for all
the oil produced in the Lima fields. We
have never heard of any law requiring the
Siandard to perform thisduty. 1t oould re-
fuse to supply, tanksge if it chose, and
the refusal would injore no ome. A
large number of people were ready to enter
into the business of tanking oil and trans-
porting it, if the Statdard wounld permit.
But the extraordinary jealousy of that eor-
porstion in excluding all people from the
business of transporting, storing or refining
the oil bas been just as marked in the Ohio
ot o the Peunsylvania field.

In the meantime, the best commentary on
the denials is furnished by the fact that the
Standard keeps right on purchasing oil re-
fineries in the Lima field.

PERSEVERANCE IN OLD ABUSES,

A wvery singular iliustration of the sur
vival of old sbuses is found in the nssertion
that & fourteen-vesr-old boy is now im-
prisoned in Moyamensing prison, in Phils-
delphia, beosuse he cannot satisfy a verdiet
for §500 given aguinet bim. In other words,
the old abuse of imprisonment for debt, is
virtually re-established in the chief oity in
this State. It was asseried with regard to
the New York laws once that they did not
allow imprisonment for debt, but they al-
lowed imprisonment for contempt of court,
and when a court had ordered & debtor to
pay his elsim and be refosed or negiected to
pay it, ho could be imprisoned for con-
tempt. Something of this sort seems to
bave been done in this ease. The law of
Penasylvania does not sllow imprisonment
in suits on contract, but 1t allows impriun-J
ments in wuits for "lorts" apd this iy dis
torted in some Way s0 a3 to oreate imprison-
ment for debtors. The Judges of Philadel-
phin, while spplying the law, have declared
ip outspoken terme that it is an abuse, and

the State should second their deciaration by
promptly abolishing the abuse.

DUTIES OF CITIZENSHIP,

A very interesting example of the por-
formanee of & duty of manhood by & busy
man, was ‘urnished recently by Mr. Austin
Oorbin, President of the Reading Railroad.
On his way to his office, the other morning,
he saw a big ruffian insalting some ladies.
His time was precous, but hespent an hour
in summoning a policeman, in going before
pﬂ;:‘:oliu magistrate and making the com-

t necessary to secure the punishment of
the scoundrel.

This is good citizenship, and Mr. Corbin
bas been justly praised by the New York
press for his active interference in behalf of
righg avd law. Every man should realize
that it is the duty of a citizen of the republic
to interfere in upholding the laws and pun-
ishing scoundrels whether they are high or
low. A grest many people, both on nccount
of the value of their time and a rather weak
indisposition to engage in an unplessant
quarrel, are prone cither to shirk such a daty
or to get out of it with as little trouble as
possible. Bat, whils praising Mr. Corbin
for his act, it is worth while to note that ir
the rale of attacking all infringements upon
public rights were universa], it might work
out some results to which Mr. Corbin would
object. If the American citizen should make
it & practice of appealing en masse to the
laws when s corporate combination seeks to
adeance the price of conl, Mr. Corbin would
charge them with interfering with his busi-
ness; and when political leaders in this State
assert that the Constitution of Pennsylvania
shonld be made supreme over its corporation,
men of Mr. Corbin’s class are apt to assert
that the politicians are getting upa howl for
political capital. '

This is only an illustration of the way in
which we “compound the sins we are in-
clined to, by damning those we have no
mind to.” It is right that everybody
should unite and support the enforcement
of the law; and Mr. Corbin’s example in
bringing & vulgar ruffian to justice should
be an encourazement to all the people, not
only for the restraint of the lower eriminals,
but for making the highest aud most power-
ful corporations obey the law. The hood-
lum who insults women on the street and
the combinstion of capital that lays illegal
burdens upon the cost of life should slike
be punished. It should be the effort of
every citizen to see that it is done in both
cases.

Let us make the laws supreme, and let
every man unite in claiming that every
man who violates them shall be punished,
whether he be low and feeble or rich and
powertul.

EXTRAVAGANT HERO WORSHIP.

The extravagances committed in the pur-
suit of bero worship receive an illustration
in the sunsuncement that a biographer and
admirer of Edgar A. Poe has purchased s
cottage ot Fordham, New York, which Poe
once occupied, and proposes to reproduce
there the condition of the house in which
Poe lived. This cottage, restored to the
style of Poc’s time, is to be maintained for-
ever, as & monument to that gifted and re-
markable poetl. The man who could repro-
duce Poe's unique literary style and the
originality of his thought would score ‘a
grest schievement But it may be ques-
tioned whether anything i1s to be gained
either for the fame of Poe or for the good of
the present generation, by reproducing the
details of Poe's life. 'What might be done
in that line in this house presents some very
remarkable pessibilities. He who wonld go
to the bitter end in making the cottage tell
just how Poe lived, might have to adorn the
mantel-piece with an overwhelming variety
of bottles and cause a horde of imaginary
sunkes to appear from the legs of old boots.
The best monument to 4 genius like Poe
is in his published literary works; and the
less done in the way of reproducing or pre-
serving the details of this actasl life, the
better for all concerned.

THE GRAB FORCIBLE.

The usual spirit of grabbing and holding
by force of arms, which is generally mani-
fested where something is to be obtained by
it, is showing itsell iv Oklahoma. A party
made a break for the coveted lands this
week in order to get ahead of other setilers.
Being pursued by deputy marshals, the
grabbers indulged in a small eivil war and
earned the distinetion of getting several of
their number shot and being finally ejected.
It isa singular illostration of the intel-
lectual density which pervades such at-
tempts that these men sought to get a title
to lands from the Government by violating
the Government's regulations; and having
been caught in the aet are so far from per-
oriving any trangression on their part as to
threaten to *‘get even’" with the people who
prevented the success of their lawless grab.

This is generally eredited to the lack of
law in the wild Western sections, Botitis
worth while to remember that very muach of
the same sort of thing is done in the East,
and is most often practiced by those whe, of
all others, should be most interested in
muintaining respect for law. There is a dis-
pute about an oil Jease, and the opposing
parties make haste to grab the tarritory vi
et armis. Two railroad corporations get at
loggerheads over a right of wayor & cross-
ing, and they proceed to wage war against
ench other on & small seale. When the
great leaders of capital and enterprise prefer
the strength of force to the justice of law in
the settled East, can weafford to turn upour
noses st the Western settlers who ftry the
same game?

UNCLE JEHU'S EXFERIENCE.

There are whole volumes of moral instrue-
tion on the transitory nature of human
greatness in the information which comes
from Washiagton that Unecle Jehu Baker
in experiencing the frigid position of a man
who is wholly left on the chilly outside in
the distribution of patronage.

Unele Jehu, it will be remembered,
leaped into sudden and damling glory by
beating Horizomtal Bill Morrison in the
Congressional election of 1885. But the
brillisnoy of that sachievement which
marked bim as a coming star of statesman-
ship was made transitory by the contrary
course of events, which resulted in letting
suother Democrat. lay out TUncle
Jehn in the last Congressional elsction.
Counseguently Uncle Jehu's power is depart-
ed from him. .

Now mark how eruel fortune makes spo
of fallen greawness. The unlortunate acci-
dent of having an admiaistration in power
while the conqueror of Morrison was in
Congress prevented him from tasting the
swest plessures of ladling out the offices to
his adherents; and now that Republicanism
is on the inside, Unele Jehu is on the out-
side.

told to hoard kis supply of vigorous Anglo-
Saxon until the next bateh of diplomatic
appointments comes out and some other
man is named for the Venesnelan mission,
which Uncle Jehu wants for himsell.
