CHARLOTTE, N. 0., April 2L.—~Murder
in North Carolina, it seems, is now becom-
ing an ordinary corime. Bo maay cries of
murder are monthly reported that it is caus-
ing considerable alarm, and it is charged
that our law in reference to this crime isnot
as rigidly enforced as it ought to be.:

A short time ago Bertie connty was the
scene of & horrible crime, four women being
butchered and then burned. The guilty
parties haye never bean captured, and al-
though the affair did create some feeling at
the time, like most other cases, the feeling
of excitement soon disappeared, and now
nothing more is heard of il. This has been
the case innumerous instances of late, where
murder has been committed in this Stats
and it is remarkable to note how few erimi-
pals have been convieted of murder and
sentenced to death whose death sentence is
carried out.

VERY FEW MEN EVER HANGED.

More than 50 per centof these are com-
muted to life imprisonment, until now in
this State a criminal, no matter how grave

his crime, if sentenced to death fully be-
lieves **while there ia life there is hope’ for

commutation.

Without for
one moment entertaining the idea that his
family could all have perished in the
flames, ik at once wenl among his nearest
neighbors, m:tpwdng they had Lk:n shelter
among 4 .

After considersble’ sedrching, with no
tidings of his family, Wood as a very last
resort walked back to the site where his
bowe had stood, to lewrn the worst. A
short distance from the ruins a ghastly sight
met his eyes, It was thres axes and two
bowie knives, all heavily stained with
blood. Then, & short distanice away, was an
old trunk in which he had always kept his
money. It was broken open and the con-
tenis were gone. Found among the ashes
were enough bones to show that the entire
family hlg been murdéred and then the
house fired.

The erime has few parallels in the history
of any State, and there are no clews of the
murderers,
