A pumber of the eager boomers who
sntared Oklahoms are now just ms cager in
getting ont of it. Fresh reoruits sre con-
stanily ocoming in, bowever. FProvisions

be exceedingly limited. Guihrie is the
thief center of life and activity, The hopes
of those who intended to settle in the Chers
okee strip will be rudely hblasted. The
military foroes have been instructed to pre-
vent any move in this direction. Secretary
Noble states that be will investigate the
chnrges made sgainst the Deputy Marshals
and other Government employes.

GuraEmEe, April 25.—The orush on the

be Cleveland svenue, which will run past
the lsod office, and the street leading to the
depot will be called Harrison svenue. At
former mestings lot holders were afraid to
leave their claims even for s minute, and
the business was largely controlled by an
element which has sinee left the Territory.

It is thonght that the survey will canse
some trouble, because it cannot help inter-
fering with the plans of several hundred
people who have staked their claims in the
most irregular fashion. Tents were thrown
up hap-hazard withoui regard for alignment
or suything else, and no effort has been
made to improve them.

The city now extends fully five miles
back into the Territory, where eager lob
seckers run in search of elaims, when they
found the choice locations taken up, To-
day Guthrie is the business center of the
Territory. Every freight train is bringing
lumber snd hundreds of earpenters are pre-
paring to build houses for merchanis who
have come to setile permanently.

Gamblers are cutting a wide swath in
the town. They have an open field, and
they are resping a rich harvest with all
gorts of “swenting”” games. The new chief
of police is Bill Ford, an lIows man, who
has & record for nerve and a straightforward
manner. Ford said today that he would
appoiot 20 officers to patrol the lines be-
tween the rows of tents, and thst he would
give positive insiructions to arrest and dis-
srm every man caught earrying s revolver
promiscuously.

FLEEING IN HASTE.

The Disgusied Boomers Not Allowad to Halt

of One of the Settiers.

AREANSAS Crry, April 25.—The refo-
gees who left Oklahoma and who have
taken up quarters in the Cherokee outlet
are to be driven from their present stopping
places. Orders to that effect have been
issued by General Merritt, and Captain
Hays expects to carry them out in a day or
two. There are fully 200 families camped
in wagons and tents slong the line which
divides the outlet from the Territory of
Oklahoms, and streiched along for several
miles this side of it. |

Nearly all of them are in a condition of
poverty, and but few have the meansand
less the disposition to move on. Nearly all
of them have expressed a determination to
remain inthe strip untii that country isopen
to seitlement. Captain Hays will carry ont
the orders of General Merritt, and a great
deal of suffering, 1f not actaal bloodshed, is
feared in conseguence,

The Indinns May Make Trouble.

A.nothe!‘dlngu which threatens these un-
fortunate sottlers is the probable rising of
the Ponca Indisns, on whose reservation
most of them are located. It is understood
here that ihe Poncas held a war dance night
before last and resolved to dig up the
hatchet in case their lands are emcroached
upon. The Ponea braves are not numerouns,
but very well armed. ‘The settlers are not
defenceless, s nearly every man in the
outfit carries & rifle and revolver.

IT WILL BE CORRECTED,

Secretary Noble Will Investigate the Cone
duct of Government Ofliclals.
WASHINGTOX, April 25.—Immediately
upon the receipt here of press reports that
Government officials and others temporarily
in Government employ in Oklahoma had
used their authority assuch officials to seeure
prior rights in lands in the Territory, in
disregard of the rights or others, the
President and Beoretary Noble telegraphed
the special agents of the department now in
the Territory to make a thorough and
prompt investigation of the facts in the sase,
snd upon iis completion to impmediately
notify the Secretary of their findings. A
re,;ort is expected during the week.

tary Noble said that not the lesst shadow
of an injustice to settlers would be tolerated
for & moment, and that as soon as the facts
in the case could be sscertained, if officials
were found to have been implicated in any
attempted injustice or wrong doing, the
setion of the Government in the mstter
would be very prompt and decisive.
