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A NEW TAX COMMISEION,

The resolution creating s commission to
prepare & pian of looal, as well as State,
taxstion, which went with a rush through
the Legislatore yesterday, is commendable
as an effort to obtain & thorough settlement
of & vexed and difficult subject. But, as it
simply resorts to & method that has been
tried several times and only postpones the
final settlement of the question of taxation,
there is room for doubt us to whether it will
attain its purpose,

If we are not mistaken the resort to com-
missions for schemes of fiscal taxstion has
been mode tillit is threadbare; and the re-
sults in securing o permanent and satisfae-
tory scheme of taxation can be stated by a
cipher. Perbaps this commission may do
better; and the bope that its difference in
constitution will produce a difference in re-
sults may be well founded. But when we
find that every otber revenue commission
has been doctored into unrepognizable shape
by the Legislature, the guarantee is lacking
that even if the new body solves the insolu-
ble problem of getting up a scheme of taxa-
tion that will satisfy diverse and conflicting
interests, its recommendstions will be
adopted.

It i= useless o blink at the fact that an
always difficult question, and one &0 far
which has proved too tough for our states-
men, has its difficulties immenselv enlarged
in the task set for the mew commission.
After the question of State taxution has
been wrestled with for 25 years and won
every bout, it reguires s sanguine spirit to
believe that the body ereated by this reso-
lution canuot only conquer it, but overcome
the tur greuter difficulty of uniting with it
auniform and equitable scheme of local
taxaticn.

Since it iz decided to begin the whole
question all over agsin, we can only hope
that the commission will prove iteell ade-
quste to its beavy task and wish it a happy
deliverance out of its travails,

CONSTITUTION AND POLITICS.

A very remarkable feature of the present
Legislature swakens the protest of our con-
shrvative cotemporary, the Philadelphis
Ledger, 1t refers to & siatement with refer-
enct to & bill recestly brought up in the
House, of which the correspondent says:
*“*This is the bill to which Senator Quay bas
given his consent.”” The intelligent for-
eigner or the future historian who might
study our State instilutions wounld, upon
reading this remark, refer 1o our Constitu-
tion in order to find out what provision of
it endows » Senator from this State with the
power to consent to or withhold his consent
from State legisiation. It would be hara to
discover nny such power in the Constitu-
tion; yet the perusal of the political records
of the time would revesl the general impres-
slon that the junior Senator of the State has
the power of approving or disspproving of
legisiation which takes precedence over the
Govarnor's veto, it bej exergised in ad-
vance of the pussage of lawe, The presence
of this power in polities, and iis entire ab-
sence from the Constitution, may create the
impression among outsiders that this State
is pot governed in accordance with its writ-
ten Constitation, And it is not altogether
clear thut the impression would be entirely
WIOng.

THE FENITENTIARY EEPORT.

The report by the Benate Appropristion
Committee of its investigation of the River-
gide Peniteutinry beurs ont the impression
already stated in Tne Disparcn, that the
chnrges of eorruption and crooked manage-
ment were nol sustained. The report dis-
misses these serious charges with alight cere-
mony, but it proceeds to a eriticism of the
penitentisry management upon pointsof im-
portanee, no doubt, but much less vital than
the sctanl dishonesty which was charged.
These criticisms bear upon the discipline of
the prison, alleged lack of order and clean-
liness in the hospital, the eentering of too
mwuech power and responsibility upon the
Warden, and some looseness in the book-
keeping sccounts of the penitentiary with
the various counties. The eriticiems are
rather in the liue of recommendations than
of arrsignment, snd will doubtless receive
their proper atiention and resul: in improve-
ment.

But the elaim of the commitise fhat
the completion of the new wing of the peni-
tentiary is not necessary is more in the na-
ture of argument than s peport npon testi-
mony sctually received. The commities's

relieve the pemtentiary of & lsrge share
of ita inmates would have much force if the
Huntingdon was complete. But
in view of the faet that the other institntion
is still uncompleted, it would be bad ecdn-
omy to refuse the slight sum of money
necessary to complete the almost finished
wing of the penitentiary, and thus postpone
the relief it would give to the already
crewded penal institutions of the State.

SENATE AND SYNDICATE.

Tne Senate made & rally in defense of the
Soldiers Orphans’ School syndicate yester-
day by its amendment to the House provis-
ion excloding that politico-commercial
body from further participation in the ap-
propristions. This indicates the affection
of the Senate for the syndieate; buf it will
not save the latter from its fate.

The effect of pablie opinion and of the
repested revelations concerning the syudi-
cate schools was shown in the overwhelming
vote of the House on this very point. Itis
not likely that the latter body will be per-
suaded to go back on iwelf and publie
opinion at one and the same time by re-
versing one of the most independent sotions
it has taken in this session,

But the evidence of the ties that bind the
Benate and the syndiceate is touching. In
life they were like brothers aund  in desth
the Senste seems to think thac they must
not be divided,

A CASE FOR INVESTIGATION.

It is probable that press reports from Ok-
lshoma have given especial and possibly
undue prominence to the disorders and suf-
fering that have arisen in the rapid sefile-
ment of that territery. It is natural thst
the correspondents should socentuate the
sensational features of that remarkable
movement; but when we consider that 25,000
or 30,000 people have in less than s week
moved In and settled & section ol territory
a3 large s Western Pennsylvania, the
smount of collision and the mischaneces
" from lack of supplies appears remarkably
small. With a full investigation, it is
probable that the settlement of Oklahomsa
will appear in its troe light—of a triumph
of American good order and espacity for
self-government.

But there is & necessity for sharp aetion
on the part of the Government, if the pledges
of the Secretary of the Interior, that the
distribution of the land shall be conduoted
ona fair basis, is to be redeemed. The
charge is openly made that s large portion
of the most valuable town sites has been
gobbled up by collusion with the officers
placed in charge of the territory by the
Government.* It is specifically charged that
United States Marshal Needles supplied his
friends with bogus commissions ss deputy
marshals by which they were allowed to go
in and take up lands in advance of the body
of settlers. This assertion is corroborated
by reports from varions towns in which, it
is stated, that the deputy marshals took up
the majority of the townlots, Other United
States officers are charged with complicity
in nots of the same sort. All of them are
in direot violstion of justice and s practical
nullification of the good fuith of the Goy-
eromeont.

The sdministration should investigate
these charges and, if they are true, take off
some official beads with great prompiness. It
would be & very severe impeachment of the
present administration if its earliest ap-
pointments should become implicated in
land jobbery st the cost of actual settlers,
and go unpunished.

THE MILK TROUELES.

The milk dealers and producers are still
tussling with the problem of forming a com-
bination. The dealers yesterday submitted
an agreement to the producers which com-
prises the essential featuresof a pool—re-
siriction of supply, pledge against ship-
ments direet to retailers or consumers, and
the other details by which it is hoped to
protect the profits of the middleman against
competition,

That any claim of superiority for the
milk producers’ orgauization in this respect
would be a pot-snd-kettle afluir is suffi-
ciently shown by the debate at the meeting.
What is more important, the futility of the
methods of restriction and arbitrary prices
npplied to this trade, is shown by the fact
that they have already produced insubor-
dinstion among the shippers on the one
bhand, and on the other lost the deslers a
considerable portion of their supply.

When our friends in the milk business
peroeive the fact that competition eannot be
shut off, they will also see that, intelligently
applied, it will keep down the charges of
middlemen to & fair level and insure good
supplies for the trade. At present they are
chasing & shadow and hurting themselves
more than anyone else.

AN UNLAWFUL ATTITUDE.

The Isbor dispute at the Duguesne Steel
Works shows the necessity for both law and
intelligent publie opinion to assert their
power. Both are practically defied by
the attitude to which that contest has been
brought.

Whatever wrong there may have been in
the inception of the trouble, the laws of the
lsnd and the publis welfsre are sttacked
when any men or set of men proceed to the
length ot declaring that they will enter a
mill and take out by foroe the hands who
go to work. Unless the reports have slan-
dered the strikers—and the reports of such
threats sppear focome from sources friendly
to them —they have arrogated tha{
power. This is destructive alike of law
and liberty. There is no protection for any
man snd no liberty for lsbor, if & self-con-
stituted body of men can exercise the right
of probibiting & man from working, or of
threatening force if he disregards their pro-
hibition.

The strikers have the right to use peaces-
ble arguments to persuade others not to
accept reduced wages; but they should un-
derstand that they cannot usurp the power
of forbidding work; this could not beallowed
to government in & free land.

A LITTLE CREDIT DUE.

The defeat of the grade-crossing bill in
the State Benaté on Thursdsy is one of the
sots of decency with which we must credit
our legisiators. A measure professedly
framed for the protection of life and prop-
erty has some claim upon public considera.
tion; but when that is used as a cloak for
shutting out new railronds from the princi-
pal cities of the State, snd protecting the
corporations already in the enjoyment of
grade crossings, it certainly has deserved de-
fent. When & newspaper so favorable to
the existing corporstions as the Philadel-
phia Ledger recognises this characteristio in
the bill, and declares that it should never be
passed, it is plain that the consideration of
the bill should never bave gone so far as it
did. If any further proof of the influances
which inspired it were needed, the eircular
recenily published, in which the Penusyl.
vanis Railroad officers exercised their influ-
enoz in its favor, should be sufficient to rank:

It is sutisfuctory to give the credit that is

due to the Bonate for its astion on this meas-
ure. While the Legisiature hasbeen very
remiss in failing to puss Jegislation for the
snforcement of the Constitution and the pro-
tection of the industrial interests of the
Btate, we are ready to concede that it has at
least refrained from the leading measnres
designed to increase the power and privi-
leges of the corporation, Prominent ex-
amples of this sort are the bill designed to
perpetunte the monopoly of the existing
steam railroads snd that to perpetuste the
monopoly of the existing railway cor-
porstiofis. Even sugh small fsvors es the
defest of these measures in the interest of
the public will bs thankfully received from
the Legislature.

THE persistence of the trust combinations
is causing the growth of the feeling, which
is expressed even by the protection news-
papers, that, in the next session of Congress,
it may be well to salt the Sugar Trust, and
to take the sweetness away from the Salt
Trust, by abolishing the duties on both
staples,

THE reduction of railway fares to New
York on the Penosflvania Railroad to
$10 50 is & gratelul evidence that notwith-
standing Trunk Line Associationsthe forces
of competition are still at work. Pittsburg
has heretofore had fo pay higher railroad
fares than any other city of its importance.
Protest against it has done little good; but
the influence which does correct such in-
justice is apparent from the statement of &
railroad official in regard to this reduction,
that “‘the Pennsylvania Railroad now has
some opposition from here to New York
and this is the resson the fare was re-
duced.”

It is almost inevitable that the course of
eventsat Harrisburg should cause compari-
son to be made between the vigorous and
clean administration of Governor Pattison
and the prevailing policy. Comparisons
are odious to those who suffer by them; but
they are made just the same,

TuE report that Baron Alphonse de Roths-
child lost §15,000,000 by the collapse of the
copper combination will csuse few tears,
exoept those which may flow from the Bar-
on's own eyes. The number of people who
can lose §$15,000,000 in that way is so few
that Rothechild need expect little of the
sympathy that flows from fellow-feeling,
The world at large will not see any reason
for going into mourning if the Baron should
keep on going into combinations and losing
$15,000,000 every time, until he is forced to
retire from such enterprises on a pittance of
a few millions. =

Tuz reported intention of the licensed
saloon keepers to raise the price of beer to
ten cents 4 glass, and that of liquor in pro-
portion, would, if carried into effeet, indi-
eate that the Hquor-selling interest is

Perhaps Mr. Cleveland thinks that
1802 may bring Oak View into demand
again as a retreat from the White House.
