Nearly 300 retail liquor dealers held a
meeting at 78 Fourth avenue yesterday.
BMr. B. Bing, of Sixth street, presided. He
made quite s lengthy address, in which he
told the saloon keepers that a movement
was on foot among disinterested gitizens to
call & mass meeting, at which the public in
general eould protest against the wholesale
resusal of licenses by Judge White. He
was not at liberty to mention names. How-
ever, the citizens were of & most substantial
charaoter, including iron and glass manu-
facturers, butchers, bakers and landlords.
If théy could secure a hall in the eentral
part of the city, the meeting was to be
ealled for Thursday or Friday night of this
week.

A this mass meeting & committee will be
appointed to visit Judge White, . Chief
Brown, of the Department of Public Safety,
and Chist Elliott, of the Department of Chari-
ties, This committes will be made up entiroly
of citizons not engaged in the saloon business,
They will represent to the Judpge, upon his re-
turn to the city, and to the city officials, whom
they believe to have bean infinential in seenr-
ing many license rafusals, that they believe

There have been HOme Very sarnest
endeavors on the part of refused licenseesto
“get shy of their stoek;” bot many will have
found this impossible ere the dire dawning of
to-morrow. Many thousands of dollars in
liquor are at stake, and the question isa very
potent one, considéring the damaging contin.
gencles arising from the refusal of those whose
every csnt is invested in their stock and the
difficulty found in disposing of it.

The K. P. U. People Will Probably Ratify
the Scale To-Day.

From present indications the trouble be-
tween the rmiiroad oosl miners and their
employers will be settled to-day. A meeting
