Buch & out will have to be met by the loeal
producers, so that chesp beverages may be
the result The point has been
raised that the Brooks Ilaw rulings
by Judge White will prevent brew-
ers selling to picnie parties thiz sum-
mer. Thet will produce s sensation if en-
forced, and some large firms thresten to
stick to the letter of the law. In the mean-
time the brewers are making rapid progress
in the campaign against Coustitutional
amendment. '

snee, every member of the sssosiation be-
ing presant.  The President, William Eber-
bhart, of Eberhart & Ober, occupied the
chair, and John Walter, of the same firm,
was the Secretary. No special business was
transacted, but & number of important
points of news wers developed in the usnal
interchange of notes and views.

No Picaic Beer.

The sssociation is considering the question
of whether it will be wisest to sell beer to
picnic parties as usual this summer, or to
discontinue the practice. A great many of
the brewers will refuse to sell, upon the
ground that it is violating the spirit of the
license law. Others elaim it is not, and the
matier will be submitted to legal counsel
for an ovinion. Among the largest brewers
who will refuse to sell to picnics are Fran-
enheim & Vilsack, of the Iron City Brew-
ery. Theyhave decided not to runany risk,
notwithstanding what aection the as
socistion msy take upon the mat
ter, The other brewers who will re-
fuse to wsell to picnies will do =0
becsuse they believe they would be violst-
ing Judge White's interpretation of the
Brooks law governing brewers, who are not
permitted to sell to consumers. If Pitts
burg brewers will not sell to them, and if
foreign beer is emtirely shut out of this
market, the action will bave the effees of
wiping out the aonual picnics of the Ger-
man singing societies and other organizs-
tions, where beer is & great item.

A Cut in Prices.

Agother fact developed during the meet-
ing was that the forelgn brewers have be-
gun cutting on the pricesol the amber-
colored fluid, in order to hold their trade in
this ¢ity, which hasbeen partially paralyzed
by the Liocense Court. It was stated at the
meeting that the Cincinnati and St Louis
breweries are .now quoting rates of $6
per barrel on their beer dalivered in this
city. This is a out of §1 per barrel within
the past two weeks. The home brewers are
spprebensive that the loreign breweries will
get the trade, and they will theiefore do
what they can to prevent it. Beveral of
thoss st the meeting said they reasoned that
if the foreign beer would ocontinne to be
mold in Pittsburg and Allegheny it would
be & violation of the law, sccording to the
opinions and rulings of Judge White. The
Istter stated that any brewer selling to an
unlicensed saloon would be guilty of

and if convicted, would have his license re-
voked. They say the rule will also work
the other way. I = licensed house buys
from an unlicensed brewery, the former will
alse be in danger of baving their licenses
revoked. The home brewers claim Judge
White will not recognize the license of any
foreign manulscturer, and they will eall the
matter fo his sttention.

Ef the foreign brewers do reduce the price
from §7, §7 B0 and 38 per barrel, the Pitts-
burg prodncers will bave to meet the cut or
loss the business.
