A Big Bonus for a Charter Refused by
the State Legislature.

HOW THE DIFFICULTY WAS MET.

Financiering Prosecated Under Discourag-
ing OCiscumstances.

The Bank of Pittsburg, the cldest institn-

were much nesded, offered tothe Legislature
of the Btats ularge bonus 88 & compensation
for the privilege of a charter. An organizs-
tion was formed with this objeot in view, com-
posed of the tollowing named persons: Will-

Thomas
Bracken, Willlam Hays, James Morrison,
James Riddle and Jeremiah Barker, directors.
They bhad prepared the form of 2 bank charter
with §1,000,000 eapital, and offered to transfer to
the State $40,000 of the capital stock, or §20,000
to each of the two proposed bridged across the
Allegheny and Monongahela rivers, and also
$20,000 toward turnpiking the great State road;
alzo $45,000 for such pudlic improvements as
the Legislature shonld spprove. The proposal
was deolined, oo the ground that it would be
imposaibie to raise such an amount of capital
in the depressed condition of the business in-
terests of the city.

As an alternative the organimation resolved
to earry on the business of banking withount the
sid of the State, and formed an individual lia-
bility partnership under the name of “The
Pittaburg Manufacturing Company.” This was
in 1812, the year when war was declared agains
Great Britaln. The association was officered
by William Wilkins, President: Alexanaer
Johnston, Jr., Chief Clerk, and George An-
shutz, Jumes Morrison, John Darrah, C, Cowan,
George Button, Thomas Cromwell and James
Riddle, directors. Thp association was omi-
nently snccessful, being of great benefit to the
businessmen of the city. Besides t did
a limle in insurance. On July 35 181%, the first
policy was issued to protect a new mansion
erected by William Wilkins on the site now oo-
cupiea by the Monongahela House, .

In 1514 another amd successful sffort was
made to obtain a charter for the original pro-
ject, “The Bank of Pittsburg.” 1t passed the
Logislature and was signed by Governor 8imon
Sayder, The Pittsburg Manufacturing Com-
pauy was closed up and its books, mesns and
munoiments transferred to the Bank of Pitts-
burg, formerly the nucleus of ita new capital
and business. Other stockholders were soon
added. The eapital was nominally §500,000, but
owing to the scarcity of money in consequence
of the war, and the commercial revulsion
which followed it in 1800, and long after, the
whole of the capital was not called in until
1884, when John Harper became an officer of
the Institution. He bhas been connected with
the bank as cashier and president ever since.
Although nearly 80 years old, be is hail and
henrty, visiting the bank every day and pre-
siding st the directors’ meetings.
