Yesterdsy Buperintendent A. B. Btarr, of
the Fort Wayne Railroad, was placed on

trial on the charge of eriminal negligence.

Franklin B. Gowan,
of Philadelphia, formerly President of the
Reading Railrosd, was the leading sttormey
far the prosecution.

ston & for the defense, It was said to
be D. T. Watsou's Brst practice in the Criminal
Court, although he s the leader of the
bar in the eivil courts.

Mr. Watson opened the case by quoting the
railrond act of 1865 in reference to the dutiesof
raliroad employes and defining what consti-
tutes neglizesce. He held that the order
fsened by Mr, Starr probibiting the use of bell
or whistle st city crossings where there are
mafoty gates, made him responsible for the ac-

W. 8 Bell was piaced on the stand and saub-
mitted pholographe of the crossing, Incioding
the curve below Federal street. Mr. Robb ob-
jected to the view of the ecurve, as the train
was not coming from that direction, but he
wai overruled.

HOW IT STRUCK.

M. M. Eider; conductor of car 40 of Manches-
ter line, testifiod that when his car got to the
crossing the gates wereturned A train passed,
ihe gates were raised and the car was started.
His car passed safely, but tbhe car behind was
oanght by the gates being turned, There was
10 whistle or bell sigmal until the engine came
out on the street. He saw two people and the
car struck about the same time.

On cross-examination Mr. Elder said his car
wus coming to Pittsburg The gatemon were
all thare and the gates were w working order.
The car thatwas siruck crossed the south
track as his car crossed the north track. He
did pot forwnrd before crossiog. Had be
doneso be conld have seen the traun approach,
He did not notice the whistle unti the car was
half over. The locomotive was then 30 feet
away. The le who were struck jumped off
the rear platform in front of the train, IT they
had not jumped they would not have been
sirock.

Upon the reassembiling of court in the after-
noon Charles Scaife, one of the passengers on
the car that was struck, narrated the details of
the socident. He heard no whistle nor bell
runipre'rmns to the car hein&dnnn on the
track. The witness said that had Miss Wey-
man remained sonted she would not have been
injured. Charles Costerbin, driver of car Na.
4, going to Pittaburg, testified that he saw the
car going in sn opposite direction struck by
the train, He beard no bell rung. Charles
McCrea's testimony corroborated that of
Charles Seaife.

N0 EEVENGE ABOUT IT.

J. H. Alston, an engineer of the Pennsylvania
Company, recoguized the pictures exhibited of
the gates and track of the Ft. Wayne road, and
affirmed to their correctness, 5. & Cunning-
bam, who lives in Allegheny, and at the time of
the collision was in the employ of the Penosyl-
vania Compuny as gatekeeper at the crossing
