Mr,
Oarnegie goes to Paris chiefiy to learn
something of the South American coun-
tries, whose representatives he will meet at
the conference in Washington to which he
bas been sppointed s delegate by the Presi-
dent. Mr. Carpegic confirms the reperts
that he and Mr. Phipps have sboui relired
from active work in their enterprises.
