I have the
official reporis, to the Becretary of Navy
Farragut, Porter, and all the other navy
commauders engaged in that celebrated con-
fiict, and think it comes with a very bad
grace from 8 General who oannot truthfally
cluim o single military sucoess.

Now for the record. March 18, 1962, in
o letier from Farragut {0 Sooretary Wellet
hesays: “Captain Porter has srrived with
his mortar fleet. I shall things for-
ward with all possible dispateh.” April 2
besays: “‘On the first day’s fire they put a
shot through one of the mortar vessels and
killed one man; the second day they sunk
one with a rifie shot. They have sent down
five fire rafis. I sent Commander Bell last
evening to destroy the chain and raft across
the river, but be could sccomplish but little
in consequence of one of his gunbosats get-
ting on shore, and she was only saved by
great exertion, as the enemy were firing on
them all the time. Commander Porter, how-
ever, kept up such a tremendous fire on
them from the mortars that the enemy's shot
did the gunboats no injury, and the cable
was separated snd thelr eonnection broken

MORE FROOFS.

At snchoroff New Orleans, April 25, he
eays: “About 3:30.A. M. I attacked Fort
Bt. Phillip and Fort Jackson with my little
fleet, while Communder Porter most pal-
lantly bombarded them, and, beside, took
them in flank with his steamers. I have
not heard whst became of the gunboats
Kennebeo, Itasea and Winona. I then
then pushed up for the eity ol New Orleans,
leaving two gunbosts to aid General Butler
in landing at the guarantine, aod sent him
s communlestion by Commander Boggs, re-
questing him to come at once. I shall now
send down with this letter Commander
Bmith in the Misslssippi to look aiter Gen-
eral Butler.”
