In the hxlfw sct aside William
Webster’s will, the contesting heirs charged
that William exercised undue influence on
his father; kept him almost continually
under the infiuence of intoxicants and spirit-
ed him gwoy to Northern Michigan and
Canada, where he was kept out of the reach
of his lrife and other children until he died.
William m alleged to have finally taken
him to Burgoyne, a little ontof the way
hamlet in n, where he was placed in
charge of an innkeeper. Here through
negleet and ill treatment he died. When
his body was found by the aunthorities it was
covered with repulsive sores and the bed on
which he died was infested with vermin.
