In this country we heara grest deal abont
the enormous salaries peid to cooks. We
read of Vanderbilt's §10,000 cook, and of the
vast income paid to Del-
monico’s chef, uvuntil we
are half mmclined to be-
lieve that there is no
busivess or pro‘ession
that is more profitable.
The fact is, very few
conks receive more than
adequate recompense for
their labor and skill
One of the oldest and
most experienced chels
in Pittsburg told me
the other day that he
did not believe there

Tsadore Rilane, :
Monongakela Houre,were 8 dozen men in the

country who got a salary of over §2,500 per

vear ior cooking or superintending the
kitchen of any establishment, private or
public. There are 8 number of very com-
petent chefs in this city, and their salaries
range iroim §125 to §175 per month. Sev-
eral are paid $1,500 per year, but the aver-
age would probably fall below that figure.
The lesdiug Pitisburg botels and elobs
esch employ experienced chefs A few
years ago they got along with such help as
they could obtain at bome, but a determi-
pation to keep up with the tiwes has
cunsed them to engage the best culinary
talent wherever to be found. Mr.
John B. Schlosser, probubly the most
skilled caterer the eity ¢ver had, did more
to raise the standard of Pitisburg cookery,

while in the hotel business bere, than any

| other man. This is the opinion of one of

the best authorities om the subjeot in the
city—a gentleman who has himesell been en-
gaged in catering to Piusburg taste for a
lung time.

Every botel has 1is steward and assistant
steward, who attend to the importani mat-
ter of selecting and ordering the provisions
for the house. At the Monongubela House,
Mr. Woog, one of the proprictors, acts as
stewnid, and Mr. Bean, of the Anderson,
performs the sswe duty for his house.

WHAT IT TAKES TO SPPPLY HOTELS,

I had & talk the other day with Mr. Adam
Myers, steward of the Seventh Avenue
Hotel, who has perhaps had a longer ex-

of hotel provisions.
“Not ve ':Jv
Geo. Beventh much,” he replied.
Avenue Hotel “The greatest
waste is of food after it is cooked. Guests
usually order much more than they can eat,
and leave quantities of food slmost uo-
tasted. This, of eourse, is wasted; but of the
rovisions themselves there is comparstive-
y little lost, if the kitchen is properly man-
aged. The secret of success is 1o ntilize
everything. A competent cook ean take
old nens and tough beef, if we happen to be
deceived into buying such things, and pre-
pare them in such & way s to make them
tender and palatable. And so with every-
thing else—there is nothing, unless it is
spoiled, that something eannot be mnds_ of
it, if the cook'understands his business.
WHAT A CHEF HAS TQ DO.

The kitchen of & hotel or club is presided
over by  chef, whose word is law in his do-
main, His doties are manifold, but, gen-
erally speaking, he works more with his
head than with his hands, He prepares the
bills of fare for the following day and nsnds
them to the steward, together with an esti-
mate of the quantity of provisions required,
He superintends the work of his assistan
sees that the dishes are mper:g prep
snd everything kept in good order. Much
ol his time is devoted to stodying up new
idess in cookery, striving to get together
some sort of & delicacy that will strike the
popular taste, Sameness in the bill of fare
is a thing to be avoided, and as there is
nothing new in materials, it is no easy task
to essay the preparstion of a dish, com-
ponnded of the old in ients, that shall
appesr new. Next to the chef is the second
cook, who attends to the entrees and sauces.
His work reguires care and skill, and is
considered the most important part of
hotel cookery. Then there is the roaster,
who prepares the roast meats; the frying
eook and his assistant, who oook meat, fish,
potatoes, etc.; the “‘butcher,” who dresses
poultry and cuts up meat for the cooks; the
salad maker, who prepares salads and cold
dishes; the vegetable cooks, munllﬁy women;
the pastry cooks, the bakers, and finally the

ice creiun man, who prepares various deli-
cacies nnd desserts,

kitchen accommodations, as well asin the
cooking, since I eame to Pittsburg,™ re-
marked Mr. Oscar Storck, chef of the Hotel
Anderson. **Our facilities are now nnsur-
passed. You can also state that natursl gas
has been the test boon our cooks ever
had. I shoul hsrd!g know how to do with-
outit. We can achieve far better resulta
with less Iabor by its aid.
