JURY BOX BOCENTRICITIES.

The jury in the Carter murder case, dis

tinguished itsell yesterdsy, by coming in
sod asking for instructiop from the court,
the desired information beiog the penalties
following the different degrees which they
~wight render in their verdict. Ol pourse
the Judge promptly informed them that
they had no business to bother their alleged
brains about the penalties, but were oaly to
determine the fuots.

Beyond the rather singular neea for in-
formation as to what the penalties are for
the different degrees of murder the practical
svowsl that the verdict depends not on the
evidence but on the resuit, is sharply in
conflict with the theories of the law. Yet
it is not more so than verdicts of compar-
stively ocommon eeourrence. Coppro-
mise verdicls nesrly slwsys imply
this wviolation of the theory of jury
funclions, and yet there are numerous cases
in whick men have been convicted of mur-
der in the second degree on evidence which
left no doubt that they either were eotirely
inuocent or bad ecommitted deliberate mur-
der. A less serious form of the same weak-
ness is actually sanctioned by the law which
permits the jury to compromise with itself
in certain cases, by puiting costs upon a
defendant whom they declare to have done
o) wrong and thus impose s slight penalty
on bim fer his innocence.

But sre not such practical declarstions
that juries are uoable to discharge their
sworn duty of determining cases solely by
the facts as shown in the evidence & toler-
ably strong proof that some reform in the
Jjury system is required?

HARD OF CIVILIZATION.

It is a rather severe commentary on the
professed work of English ecivilization in
India, o find the Hindoos decidedly alarmed
over the spread of the English vice of drink-
ing among the natives. The Hindoos have
in past oges been distinguished by their
sobriety and abstemiousness; but & memorial
has lately been presented to the British
ancient
character has been undermined by associs-
tion with the English and the drinking of
their wines, and urgently asks for vigorons
legislation against them. The pride with
which English optimists have pointed to
their work in Christianizing India will re-
ceive & terrible shock from this memorial.
It looks as if association with the Anglo-
Suzon has demoralized the Hindoos as much
as it has our own Indinns—although the im-
mense pumbers of the Asiatics renders it
impossible to exterminate them.

A BRULE FOR RICHES.

_The argument by which Colonel Elliott
F. Bhepard demonstrated to the Presby-
terian Assembly the value of charitable
gifts, has a familiar reminiscence of the in-
struction of cur youth; yet we have not seen
the ides put gquite so strikingly for a
long time. “I know a man,” says the emi-
nently good Colonel, “whoalwaysgivesone-
teoth of his income to religious purposes;
and bhe is s prosporous that sometimes
his gifts have amounted to $10,000 & year.”

1t is not quite plain whether the pious
Jjournalist advances this as a demonstration
of the one sure and true way to get rich,
or whether it simply stands to him, as the
most positive proof of the good resalis of
charity. But the idea shines out very
plainly that the wealth of the man who
gove a tenth of his profits to religion is
the most coovineing demonstrstion that
be did right. The eorollery of the propo-
sition is that if » man shonld make wealth
by passing off bogus walues, or sucecessful
gambling in staple ariicles or by getting up
& monopoly to squeese the publie, bis finan-
cial sucoess would prove his course to be
right.

But there seems to be s failure on the Col-
onel's part to make the full application of
his theory for the attainment of fortane. If
s man attains the prosperity measured by
an income ashigh as $100,000 a year, by
giving 10 per cent of it to religious ohjents,
ought be not to get twice as much prosperi-
ty by the devotion of 20 per cent to charity?
A still greater worldly sucocess wonld on the

sume principle beseoured by giving 50 per |

cent away. The most unbounded wealth
ought therefore to be sttained by giving
away 100 per cent of the income; but Colonel
Shepard and his connections do mot carry
the principle 1w that length,

That is exactly where they differ from a
certain great teacher whom they profess to
follow, and who told a rich young man:
“Bell all thy goods and give unto the poor.’

THE LOTTERY OF FOOD BUYING.

A very interesting investipation into the
ndulterstion of food staples has recenily
been made by the department of inland
revenue in Canada. The results of the in-
vestigation are set forth in a table, which,
while not disclosing anything more than
wan generally suspected with regard to the
genersl nature of adulteration, is important
as furpishing officisl information as to the
extent and proportion of the evil

Iudeed, with regard to the exient of
sdulterstion in some articles, the showing of
official  figures is happily disappointing.
The faet that out of 89 samples of butter
nnafyud, only 13 were adulterated, indi-
entes either that the general opinion with
regard to the adulterstion of botter is
exnggerated, or that the Cansdisn officinls
were extremely fortuuate in the seclee-
tion of their samples. With regard to
obioese the discovery of adulteration in only
three samples out of 72, is an equally pleas-
ant disappointment. Buat less satisfactory
resulis sre reached on cream tartar, coffee,
drugs, spioces and liquors; sud the result

brings up the sverage so that out of 831
food samples aaslyzed, 210, or over one-
quarter, were found 1o eontain adulteration.
In spices the smount of adulteration is par-
ticularly imposing, 111 out of 184 samples
being sdulterated,

The character of some of this adulters-
tion is caleulated to make the purchaser
open his eyes. In buying coffee the eon-
sumer bas 25 chanees out of 83 that he will
be kindly given ochickory, roasted corn,
roasted beans and burned sagar. In cream
of tartar he may have thrown in chlorate of
potssh, phosphaté of lime, phosphate of
iren, and & number of other gratuitous sub-
stances. In the purchase of mustard alone
he has 3¢ chances out of 54 that he will get
fiour, turmerice and s largs whmber of
other equally remsrkable articles. In
short while the official table does not sus-
tain the impression widely current, that it
is impossible, or nearly so, for the consumer
to obtsin strivtly pure artioles of food, 1t
certainly does show that the chances which
he has ef obtaining s Jarge number of things
which be did not bargain for furnishes s
material addition fo the uncertainties of or
dimary life.

There have been asseriions that the whole-
sale and retail groocers’ sesocistions which
bave been recently formed were going to
put down adulterstions. There oertainly
seems to be a wide field for their operations;

but it also appears that if are going to
discourage the practics It is to hear of
some examples being made,

A NEW FREROGATIVE,

Seuators Cullom and Farwell, of Illinois,
are the latest to set up s olaim of Senatorial
prerogative, for which po warmnt can be
found in the Constitution of the United
States.  Afier the development of & decided
difference with the President upon the im-
portant federal sppointments in their State,
they bave, in writing, announced their in-
tention to make s stand for that prerogative
of making the appointments in their State,
and of overriding the preferences of the
President.

In this claim the Illinois Semalors come
in conflict, not only with the President, but
with & certain instrument known as the
Constitution of the United States. The
only prerogative recognized by that.instru.
wment is that of the President to nominate,
and of the Senate to confirm or reject, the
appointient of Federal officers. Therefore,
for the Senators to definitelyclaim s prerog-
stive of pomination, is to assert that the
country is governed by a fundamentul law
other than that set forth in the Constitution,

It has been supposed that the Government
of this country was ome in which pre-
rogatiys was rigidly limited o the grants of
the written fundamental law. But Senators
Cullom and Farwell not only claim the pre-
rogative of nominstion, butalso imply the
prerogative of revising and amending the
Constitution to suit their individusl wants

LEGISLATIVE IDIOCY.

A decision of the Bupreme Court of In-
dians ealls attention to suother remarkable
sberration of legislative power. The Legis
lature of Indians enscted s law probibiting
the piping of natural gas from the wells in
the State to points outside of it, which dis-
closes an idea entertained by the legislators
that they can prohibit the commerce of tak-
ing one of the products of their State to
snother State. This is & sort of natural
complement to the idea which has takena
wider soope that the Legislature ol a State
ean prevent the bringing of the produots of
other States into its own territory. The
Indians court very properly set aside the
law as uncdustitutional; and we may confi-
dently expect that all laws of this sort will
receive the same Iste when they come be-
fore the inspection of the courts. But the
existence of such statutes, which can, with
equal sense and justice, be applied to pre-
veot traffic in coal, iron, lumber, or any
other commodity between the Btates, is s
discouraging commentary on the intelli-
gence of State legislation and on the com-
prebension whioh exists among those who
should be better instructed, of the furda-
mentallaws, which make this & single and
homogenecus nation.
