A prominent Irishman,continuing his story,
the first chapter of which sppeared in THE
DisPATCH of Monday, said: “The efforts
of members of the Clan-Na-Gael Society to
sirangle the statement that that body is re-
sponsible for the death of Dr. Cronin, ought
not to bave any weight. It is unfortunate
that the people as & rule have no idea of the
workings of this secret revolutionary body.
If they were in possession of such iaforma-
tion, Luke Dillon would not have the
sidacily to make the sintements which are
eredited to him.”
Some Vory Direct Assertions.

“Dr. Cronin was murdered st the instance
of the Clan-Na-Gael Society. He was tried,
convicted and condemned ¢o death without
bis kmowledge, and this revolutionsry order,
with its highbinding oaths, carried the sen-
tence out to the letter. Every member in
the plot was a Clan-Na-Gael man. The job
was too desperate to let out to men outside of
the order.

“The men chosen o carry out the death
sentence were chosen by secret ballot. Each
bad a distinet ana specified task o per-
form. I doubtif themen who lured Dr.
Cronin from his office knew the man who was
to receive him at the vacsnt honse on North
Ashland svenne. The mctual murderers,
bhowever, were bound together by their
osths. They probably came from outside
cities and were governed by iromclad in-
siroetions.”

Detective Daniel Congblin, Patrick 0.Sul-
livan, the ice man, and Frank J. Black,
alias Woodrufl, were indicted by the grand
jury this evening for the murder of Dr,
Cromin. This resnlt was resched afier an
investigation which began si noon and
lasted seven hours, during which two dozen
witnesses were examined and & mass of evi-
dence considered.

Three Indictments Agninst the Prisonces.

The three prisoners were included in one
indictment, to which there were three counts,
one charging them with killing Dr. Cronin
with & blunt instrument, the second alleging
the use of & sharp instrument, and the third
instruments and means unknown.

No evidence was introduced o prove a
conspiracy, and Dr. Cronin's private papers
were nol placed before the grand jury. The
witnesses who were called were those whose
stories have been told, in general outline if
not in detsil, in the press. Judge Longen-
ecker thought it advisable to tighten the
coils into which the three prisoners had
alrepdy been drawn and fasien them with
indictments, probably to prevenmt sany
attempt to seoure the release of one or more
of them on bail. :

Fred Rosch, the lsborer, who found the
body, and Milkman Mertis, who heard
sounds of & struggle in the Carlson cottage
the night of the murder, were given an op-
portunity to repeat their stories. Captain
Schaack, Captain Wing, of Lakeview;
Licutenant Schuettler and Officers Laréh
and Hiatt were the remaining witnesses.
The grand jury took only one vole after
hearing the witnesses and that was unani-
mous for indicting all three prisoners.

States Attorney Longnecker said to-night
that no mention of Clan-Na-Gael affairs had
been mude in the jury room. ‘The charge
of eonspirncy was not investigated” he
added, “and Dr. Cronin’s papers were not
brought in. Those matters will come later,
probably before another grand jury.”

Upon being urged to tell all he
knew, he replied in these words: “T am in-
novent and know nothing., But if I were
guilty and did know anything, I would die
before I would tell it.”

THE CORONER'S JURY

Views the Cottage in Whick Crouin Was |

Murdered and the Basin Where the
Bedy Was Found—Some Facts _
Very Evident to Their
Eyes—The Inquest
Te-Day.

CEICAGO, May 28—The Coroner's jury
which is to investigate the death of Dr.
Cronin met in the Coroner's office this
morning at M o'clock. They started from
the building and drove to the Carlson cot-
tage, on Ashland svenue, where the murder
is supposed to have been committed. The
jurors went through all the rooms in the
cottage, basement, ground floor and attic,
and carefully examined the blood stains in
the parlor,

The Corover explasined how the mur-
derers painted the floor in order to hide the
blood stains, and how they painted at night
to avoid being seen.

“How do you know they painted at night?"
asked Mr. Seifert.

‘*Because there are drops of yellow paint
ecattered up on the lamp chimney.”

The lamp was produced from the pantry
shelf, where it had been hidden. It had &
blue glass globe and & white glass handle.
The globe, the handle snd the chimney
were marked by little drops of yellow paint.

A Ghastly Examination.,
The jurors examined the splashes of blood

. upon the wall paper and the hairs still

sticking in the clota. The Coroner showed
the footsteps in the bedroom which were
marked upon the floor in yellow paiut.
“The fellow wore stockings when he
walked over this floor,” said Coroner Herts,
“for I can see the marks made by the

Juror Sutter tried his foot on one of the
footsteps and found that it was the mark of
amuch larger foot than his own.

“It must have been a man strong enough
to handle a dozen Dr. Cronins,”
