JOENSTOWN, June 10.—A walk down the
sadly demoralived Pennsyivania Railroad in
this section still proves instructive. It indh
cntes that the company will be busy for some
time to come ropairing the four-track line
washed out by the flooa for many milea, This
walk was taken by your correspondent this
morping, from South Fork station down to
Johnstown, » distance of nine miles,

South Fork bore the brunt of the first rush
of the maddened waters and the appearance of
the place iy desolate in the extreme. Here the
valley along which the pent-up watars came
teanng down, converges on that of the Little
Comemaugh, along which the Peunsylvania
Railroad tracks ran, and opeued inte a wide
platean, shut in by the hills, exeepting at the
narrow gorge throagh which the read found
exil, to resume its way across the Conemangh
creek at about three-quartars of a mile from
the statlon. The only betrayal of the factola
alirond having extended in this direction
across the acres of rocks, sand aod debris, is
found in the partly embedded nnd twisted
rails which are seen hore and there. The huge
iron girders which supported the rond across
the Littie Conemsugh are visible out of the
sand, and & train of 17 freight cars is Ianded
high and dry up on the side of the hillata
distance of 50 yards from where the road stood,
and locomotive 436, which primly withstood the
shock of the torrent, beurs witness on Its smoke-
stack of the beight of the flood.

Walking along the tmck, with the moming
sun lighting up o best advantage the meutral
tints of the rolling mass of werdure which
clothed the valley snd caused the lazy-moruing

* and gquist water of the stream to glisten and
shimmer and dance under its rays, it was hard
tobelieve that, but & few days before, the
Messenger of Death had sped along. and in his
wake the seething mountains of water had so
recently furnished the most startling contrasts
and comparisone of the century.

At Mineral Point, seven miles from Johns
town, where, as your readers know, 27 houses
were swepl away and 16 people drowped, the
flood apsin interfered with the alignment of
the raile, wushing out the bed and !ifting ties
and rails out of position.
