Colone! T.P. Roberts Makes a
Critical Measurement
of the Break

FOR HIS OWN PLEASURE.

He Will Report to the En-

Colonel T. P, Roberts westerday visited
ihe broken South Fork dam. He will re-
port the result of Lis investigation there to
the Western Peanevivania Engineers’ So-
ciety. In an interview with a DISPATCH
correspondent, he ssid the size of the lake
bad been greatly overestimated, and that
ihe dam, ss reconstructed, was very com-
puctly built. Colonel Bobertswas the guest
of the South Fork Club while moking his
inspection.

Sovrs Fork, Jone 14.—Colonel T. P
Roberts, the well-known and efficient en-
gineer of Pittsburg, accompanied by your
correspondent, to-day paid & visit to that
gateway of destruction, the South Fork
dam, for the purpose of making a critieal
inspection of the broken breastwork, and to
ascertain if possible the cause of the dam
giving way. Colodel Roberts, when asked
who had sent him to make the inspection,
_zn:rng.l in a careless way that be was bere

jwowa individual plensure, amd" ouly
wi¥nied to see what the broken dam looked
like.

He afterward sdmitted that he was going
to make a report of the mntter to the West-
ern Pennsylvania Engineers® Society, but
whether anrone ¢lse was behind him or not
could mot be learped. He remained at the
house of the South Fork Club all night, and
it was stated to-night that he would meet
some of the members of the club to-morrow.

Yiewiog the Broken Dam.

The Colonel had with hima tapeline and
other instroments for the purpose of meas-
uring distances. He found that the dam-
aged lake had been greatly over-estimated,
and was mot me large as had been claimed.
He did not have the necessary applisnces to
estimate the amountof water in the Inke
when the dam gave way,or the rate at which
it passed through the break, but will have
them to-morrow. His report to the Engin-
eers’ Bociety will be made next week, and
will bea detailed and exacl siatement of the
broken lock.

Upon srriving st the _dam the Colonel
carefully walked over the large mass of
rocks and dirt that had been deposited and
ie still lying below the Jock. A great part
of it covers the bed of the lurge creek, which
formerly flowed on the left side of the dam
and had formed part of the breastworks,

Heanlts of Accorate Measurement.

He fonnd it to be 1,600 feet long, 175 feet
wide in most places, and 10 feet d;.'ep, This,
the Colonel stated, would make over 100,-
000 vards of rocks and earth, which it is al-
most impossible to believe came out of the
break in the dam.

Afver climbing over the riprap, at the
risk of bring precipitated to the bottom and
probably killed on the "sharp stones, the
Colonel reached the top and began his
mensurement. He found that the total
length of the dam was &0 feet, or very
very nearly as long us the Sixth street sus-
pension bridge in Pittsburg. The break
where the water yushed through was 372
feel at the top and about 300 feet at the
bottom.

The dam was exactly 62 feet high, from
the first stohe at the bottom to the roadway
st the top. The latter was 20 feet wide,
there being two rona tracks to drive noross,
to and from the club house to the railroad
station.

What the Tapeline Showed.

The tapeline showed that the distance
from the bottom of the upper slope to the
bottom of the middle of the dam was 160
feet, and from the latier point to the bottom
of the lower slope, 156 feet. This would
make the thickness of the dam at the bot-
tom 310 feet. It gradually tapeied off to 20
fee1 at the top. In speaking of the matier,
Colopel Koberts would pot give an extended
account of his investigation, owing to the
fact that it would be printed before he got
his report ready. To yourcorrespondent he
said:

] fully believe from what I have mseen
here that the real canse of the dam giving
way wason account of the water flowing
over the top of it and undermining the
lower slope. You can see where ihe water
““mb% I find that the slopton
the lower or outside part of the dam is
shorter than upon the other side. The rock
wod stone is heavier, however. About one
vurd of the filling on the lower side will
weigh about as much ssone and & half yards
on the upper mde.

The Materinl Vory Compuet.

“The lower slope being ata greater angle,
the water would haye s much better ehance
% ondermice the embankment, I find that

the materiul used in the construction of the
dam was very compact, and was as solid as
it could be under the circumstances. I do
nottake much stock in the eloud-burst
theory, as all the indieations, viewed in an
enginecering light, poiat to the canse I have
stated,

“The indications are that the water below
did not mearly approximate the beight of
the water above the dam. The strength of
the dam had nothing to do with the break.
Toe water coming over the top gotied the
lower slope, and with the large volume of
water pushing up against the dum, some-
thing had to give way, There was no way
for the water to get out. The little opening
which aspswered under ordinary circum-
stances was unable to carry off the large
amount of water which fowed into the lake
Thursday night and Friday.

A Wise Precaution.

“I found that there was a lot of shest
piling, or plask, put in the corner of the
dam when it was rebuilt some years ago.
This was a wise precaution, and helped to
prevent the dam from giving way sooner. I
canpol now say how much water was in the
lake, but find that it had been ruhning over
the dam for over sn hour before it gave
way. The lake is not two miles wide, ss
has been stated. At its most shallow part,
and the widest part, it is not over a mile.”

NOBODY ALLOWED TO PASS.

Siriet Ordeors to the Guards to Provent
Thieving ar Nighr.

JOHNSTOWN, June 14 —At midnight it
was learned that an extra foree of guards
was patrolling the center of the town. To-
day an unusnally large amount of silver-
ware and valuables was iound in the stores
on Main street and vicinity, and it was
feared that an attempt would be made by &
number of suspicious looking characters to
take the goods. As soon as this was learned
every gusard that could be hired was put on
duty, and it is now impossibleto get through
that portion of the town., Detective Mason,
of Philadelphia, who is in charge of the
valuables, stated to.night that orders had
been issued to allow no one to enter the
heart of the city.

Strict orders were given the guards to ad-
mit nobody, not even General Hastings, and
the orders were obeved. A number of peo-
ple with the necessary countersign tried to
pass the First National Bank, but could not
do so. Captain Mason started a search for
stolen property to-day. He had three men
out wvisiting the bouseson Prospeet Hill.
They went through 17 of them, and secured
a number of articles that had been taken
from the flood. Among them was a supply
of canned goods that would run & good sized
family s vear, and other provisiona. The
stufl was taken and turned over to the Com-
mitiee on Valuables.

RO SUPPER, NO WORK.

Such Appears te be the Motto of the Lum-
bermen ot Johnstown.

JOHNSTOWN, June 14.—There were sev-
eral lively serimmages around the different
camps to-night, after the men were through
with their work. The lumbermen threat-
ened to quit work altogether, and they were
heard saying that they would certainly go
home in the morning, if things were not in
o better condition. They had heen taken
charge of by one of the Johnstown men,
who kept them in kis place, but to-night

struction of the dam. The old resident, belore
mentioned, who saw the dam go, observed mno
leakage through the dam, but said that the
water .
Commenced te Flow Over
the crest of the dam at its center. This con-
tinued a couple of hours or so before the flow
became serious, then the outer slope began to
cut away rapidly under the increased flow, the
sides of the breach falling in, from time to
time, until in about balf an hour the breach
was complete. The overflow wasdue to a com-
bination of two canses: first, the inadequacy of
the waste weir which, however ample it may
soomw to have boon, was plaioly unabla to carry
off the vast volume of water that poured into
the reservoir; and second, to the depression of
the crest of thedam at its center. This de-
pression reduced not only the eflective dis-
charge area of the welr, but also the veloeity
of the discharged water, thus very greatly re-
duecing the weir’s capacity for reliel. The posi-
tion as well as the amount of this depression
WAS
A Serious Mniter.

Bsing in the center, the overflowing water
conld wash the widest portion of the outer
slope and cut the dsm to the bottom im the
shortest possibie time, both sides of the breach
caving In at once, while had the overflow oe-
curred at either end, nearly twothirds of the
dam would bhave had to have been washed
away before the reservoir could have beon
emptied, and as in additien to this the water
econld only nct on one part of the dam at once,
the time required to empty the reservoir would
have been increased in & proportion even
greater than that of the material to be washea
LWRY. ,

Failure appears to have been due to overfiow,
caused by inadequacy of spill-woy and aggra
vated by the fact that the dam was two or thres
feet lower at center than st ends, causing over-
fiow to take place at weakest point. About 300
feet of the center of dam is gone. Its destrue-
tiontook about balf an hour from time serious
overflow began.

1t seemed improbable that the engineers of
the Btate of Peansylvania should have been
guilty of negligence in building so important &
structure, and our dispateh aAbbows that what is
lert of the aam is well built—their part of the
work. For the height, however, at which the
dam was lefr, or to which it had settled during
nearly 50 yenrs,

The Spitl-Way Was Inadequnte.

And though the dam failed from the erosion
of Its faoce, and not from the pressure of the
water, some one bas an awful responsivility for
not having made sure that the spill-way was of
ample dimensions for any possible flood, and
that the erest of an earthen dam bolding such
= large guantity of water, above a povulous
valley, was not entirely free from any danger
of averflow.

This should, ana undoubtedly will, be made
amatter of judicial investigation, and it is to
be oped that the partics who are responsible,
either through merely ignorant negligence, or
through a possible culpable disregard of warn.
ings received, will be beld aecountable, as far
as is posaible, for the damage occasioned by the
failure t0 take such precantions as were de-
maned by the sitoation. And this demand for
an acoounting should proceed, 8o far that per-
sons owning, or beingin any way responsible
for, dams whose fallure wounld canse either loss
of property or loss of life, will see it directly to
their vomfort and interest %o secure proper
supervisive of their design, construction and
maptenance.

A Clear Key.

They had both been found inthe Main
street debris. One body, an unknown pes-
son, was taken charge of by the undertakers
in the Fourth ward school house. The re-
maining #ix corpses were taken out above
the Peansylvania Railrosd stone bridge.
Ofall of them nota single one was recog-
nizable, and it was impossible to tell whether
some of them were men or women. Several
burned heads were discovered in the drift |
and placed in coffins and buried.

JOENSTOWN, May 14.—The rain early
this morning caused s good many people
to remark: ““That issomething like the
weather we had two weeks ago to-day. It
poured just about as hard then.” For-
tunately for the great amountof labor which
has to be dome here yet, the rain ceased
about noon, but the work was greatly re-
tarded. .

In the morning not much was
made. When the sun at last burst through
the clouds operations were resumed with

double vigor. On Main street, in front of | ¥

the Merchants' Hotel, where there has been
s mowntain of debris piled up fortwe
weeks, a clearing was made to-day, and the
thoroughfare will probably be made poss-
able by to-morrow. At the gorge st the
Pennsplvania stone bridge the clearing
away of the wreckage has been much
hampered on aceount of the want of powder
and dynamite. Major Phillips, a practical
engineer, who has charge of the work af
that place, stated this afternoon that he
would have a channel through there within
24 hours if he only had the material to do it
with.
How the Work is Done.

“1 have now a gang of men at work there
who understand their duty well,” he ssid.
In answer to the question whe he had
poured oil over the entire debris for the
purpose of burning it all up that way he
replied: ““I saw that o morning paper in-
timated as much, but there is absolutely no
truth in it. Ihave s number of men em-
ployed with pikes and hooks, and they pull
the boards and trees out ns uuidli as possi-
ble, Ond the bank all is putin heaps, and
then it is set on fire. I burned all the lum-
ber along the railroad bank in the same
manner. I have sufficient machinery there
to get along very fast, and I believe the
gorge will be clear within & week or so.
But dynamite works wonders and that is
the only thing by which we ean make any

t headway.”

“Have any bodies been found in the gorge

to-day?”’

A Disgraceful Revel.

Major McCandless, of the Fourteenth
Regiment, who has been here two weeks to-
morrow employed in various capacities, has
now been appointed Assistant General Sur-
geon of the brigade, aud has to look after
the condition of the people in and around
the camps and among the gangs of work-
men. For the purpose of making a tour of
inspection he invited your correspondent to-
day to accompany him into the gorge, as he
biad heard that things were not all in good
shape there.

Arrived at the jam & very exciting scene
was witnessed. A part of the gang had
struck the wreck of a suloon in the debris,
and the men were having a high old time
disposingof the liquor. Casks of export beer
were floating around in the wreckage and
the men were fishing them ont ns fastas
they could. Another lot of men had come
across o swimming barrel of whisky,
knocked the top in, and were helping them-
selves to the liguor with tin cans. A num-
ber of them were drunk, and others had
fallen into the water up to their waists.
They bad to be hauled out to save their
lives. The gang was composed of I{alians,
Hungarians and Americans, all nationali-
ties in fact, but the smell of whisky seemed
to have the same effect on all of them.

He further states that he had no
connection in any manner with the conten-
tions between Dr. Cronin and Alexander
Sullivan, if such contentions really ex-
isted, He had a very slight acquaintance
wii? Dr. Cronin, but knew Mr. Sullivan
well. '
He believes the latter to be an upright,
honorable and patriotic man, atterly igea-
pable of entering into any plot baving for
its object murder or any oriminal aet. It is
true that Mr. 0’Boyle was one of the com-
mittee of the Clan-na-Gael that investigated
the charge of embezzlement brought against
Alexander Sullivan, and he was one of
those who signed the report exonerating Mr,
Sullivan from such charge.

ViENNA, June 14.—A sensation has been
enused here by the announcement thatthe
Nouvelle Revus will shortly publish s
letter purporting to be from the
Prince of Wales to King Leopold,
in which the Prince states that Em

Until After Its Submission to the
United States Government,

GERMASY TO RECEIVE AN INDEMNITY.

Representatives of the Usited States and
Germany Agree to an Autonomons Gave
ernment of the Ininnds—Eagiand is to Ses
Fair Play—The Natives to Elect Thelr

Bamon’'s troubles are presumed to be over,
The conferees at Berlin have arrived at an
agreement whereby the Samoans are to be
allowed to elect their owh rulers, subject to
the joint control of the United States aand
Germany, while England will sct a9 referee.
The provisions of the agreement have not
been made public, and will not be until
after its submission to the United States
Senate.

IRFECIAL TELRGRAM TO THE DISPATOHR.1

WASHINGTON, June 14.—The news was
received here to-day that the Samoan con=
feress had arrived at an agreement in ree
gard to the difficalties in Samon, subject to
ratification by the respective Governments
interested. Diplomatic etiguette prevented
any statement by the State Department here
as {o the provisions of the treaty, the offi-
cials plending ignorance of the conclusions
arrived at by the conferces.

The dispatch from Berlin states that
America having abandoned her principal
objections to the sgreement previously sr-
rived at, the plenipotentiaries had only to
make unessential modifications in the word-
ing of the draft of the agreement. The
drafi gusrantees ay; antonomous administras
tion of the islands under the joint eomtrol
of Germany and America, England acting
as arbitrator in the event of differences
arising. The Samoans are to

Elect Their Own King

and Viceroy and to be represented in a Sene
ate composed of- the prinaipal chiefs elected
by the people. Samoa in to have tha right
of levying duties of every kind. The agree-
mentalso stipulates that the Germans shall
receive & money indemnity for

A special court will be appointed to deal
with the land question.

The Americans made their adhesion con=
ditional npon the ratification of the agree-
ment by the United States Senmate. The
status quo will, therefore, obtain in Samon
until December. Mr, FPhelps will carry
the treaty to Washington, and the sgree.
ment will not be published until signed by
the American Government,

Itis stated here that the agreement bee
tween England, Germany and the United
States on Samoan affairs was signed at Bere
Iin at 2 o’cloeck in the afternoom. It will
not be made public until cenfirined by the
Benate. While it is called an agreement by
the officers of the State Department. Mr.
Walker-Blaine said this evening that he
thought it would undoubtedly require
ratification by the Senate.

It is Not » Treaty.

If the iostrument signed were one regulss
ting the conduct of two countries towsrd
each other, ss for instance between the
United States and Samoa, it would properly
be designated as a treaty, but where the ine
strument signed is to shape the conduet of
three Governments, viz., the United States,
Eogland snd Germany toward a fourth
party, Samoa, it is held that its proper
nomenclature is an agreement. Al the

same time as it is & matter affecting the

foreign policy of the United States
it is said that is will need ratification by
the Seaate, and that, therefore, it eannot
be made publie prier to action by the
Senate.

The agreement was cordially approved by
all the members of the conference and by
their respective Governments. The best of
feeling prevailed at the termination of the
lubors of the commissioners.
