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siriking sights imsginable, and one which
would turnish an excellent subject for a
pancrareic view, or for the brush of & painter
who delights to handle ecolors of deep, con-
trasting hues, as an interpretation of chaos,
death and devastation, would undoubtedly
te a bird's eye view of Johostown st night.

It was nearly midnight yesterday when 1
sat under the bright glare of a brifliant arc
light in the rear of the Penuvsylvania Kail-
rond freight station, at a pomt where I hod
the opportunity of observing the scene in
all its details of solemn grandeur, ns wellas
those suggestive of horror and ghastliness,

The moon was rapidly rising over the
Allegheny Mountains, and, as it forced
itself through a ecrescent-shaped, silvery-
rimmed cloud, the dark well that had
hitherto prevented the mountains from ap-
pearing as a befitting background to the
picture within the valley was lifted, and
the panoramic outline siood forth very dis-
tinet.

Along the mountain ridge hung & misi of
vaporous gauze, through which the higher
trees were noticenble, and, as the wind
swayed their crowns ioand fro, their ap-
pesrance was very suggestive of ghostlike
ginnts standing upon the hilltops mourn-
fully wagging their heads in contemplation
of the result of the lately enscted tragedy
at their feet! Then, lowering bis gaze, and
lookiug to the left, the beholder's eyes
rested upon the valley of the Copemaugh.
There, in the distance,

WHERE VISIOX IS BAFFLED
by the biackest, impenetrable darkness, the
gorge through which the death-dealing
forees of the watery element sped forth on
thst awful might of terror is hidden from
view.

1 turn away from the view of this spet,
which stirs these recollections in their most
shocking vividness, and can just diseern
that wvast field of death and devastation
from Copemaugh borough to Johnstown
proper. And now, where darkoess has
thrown the cloak of indistinetness as to the
details of this scene before the vision, one
who has seen it may readily 1magine him-
self 1o be looking upon & broad plain of
sand and clay with s few big bolders of
stone und broken trees strewn about tomake
the waste of sand mere apparent.

Then the eye falls nesrer, and there
bevond, atthe base of the hill, we can nptice
o small cluster of white little houses—the
remnant of what was onee known as the
borvugh of Woodvale.

Aguin coming nearer, the vision restsin
the distriot of ave lights here and Johns-
town proper, and, for a few moments. the
ecene 15 entirely changed. The bundreds
and bundreds of tents which stret~h them-
szlves row upon row all along the field; the
dying blaze of the smoldering embers in
watch fires; the gquiet, steady step of the
soldier on guard with his musket on his
shoulder—all that is a very pleasant sicht—
R picture in itself restiul to the weary, war-
like slcepers beneath the camvae, Ouoe
wmight view it and think himself before a
eamp of soldiers, out simply to follow the
necessary cxercise of their vocation. Bug,
siq:_ as the memory dwells with lingering
satlisiaction upon th? merry times around a
soldiers’ camp, the ruined structures of that
town loom wup likewise in recollection.
There are the various churches, some with
their walls rent, some with spires hall
knocked off, others without the sheltering
roof. Apgain, the beholder notices the ruing
of once besutiful buildings, of peaceful
homes and happy honseholds, Where are
they now? Ie it the darkness of night alone
that hides them? Are ther still beyond the
shadows? Memory answers: Gone! all
gone, perhape forever!

A¥ AWFULLY SUGOGESTIVE SCENE.

From this point 10 the right the spectacle
revealed is nearly all the same—one full of
painful shuddering st its suggestiveness of
nothiog else than horrors, death, destruction
and despuir! There, below you, is & mass
of ruined buildings, where hundreds of dead
bodies have been found in the last two
weeks. There is the appalling pile of terri-
ble wreckage where the tortunes and the
happiness of thousands lie buried beneuth
the rubbish. Farther away, to the right,
vou see at last that long streteh of debeis
upon the rait in the front of the Pennsylva-
nis Builroad stone bridge, You see the
rools of houses stretching their shattered
shingles toward heaven; you see the smoke
arise from the smoldering fires of blazing
wreckage. You see n hissing fiame suddenly
flash up like that from burning fat, and
your first thonght is: ““What is it burns
so quickly there? the carcassof a brute or
the remains of one of the many
genple lost, sure to be burned within that

eld where many a death struggle must
have been fought on that memorable night
of the fioed?"

A little above along the hill back of this
debris, long rafts of wood have been set
afire, and the blafing flames sight up the
scene with u glare of red and  fiendish-look-
ing brilliancy.- The longer you look, the
more intense this feeling of sickening, sor-
rowing terror overcowes you, until it seems
to be shaking you, as observer, to the very
marrow of your booes.

8till, there appeared to be a fascination in
the awinl spectacle, which, all unconscious-
ly, rooted me to my sest, lost in a reverie of
thoughts and fancies, that ecame and van-
ished, like ghosts of the imagination!

But suddenly I heard the shriek of an
owl from oyer the bill, and us its echoing
sound resounded through the wvalley, I
started i« my feet, and, realizing the exact
situstion, arose to hurry to the hotel
where THE DISPATCH men are, just now,
the sole aud only regulsr guests.

JoRxsTOWN, June 14.—Dr. G. G. Groff,
the physician in charge of the State Health
Department in Johnstown, has instituted
another system of cbtaining the nctual state
ot health of the pecple of this city. To-day
he ordered a large number of eireulars to be
printed, and this afternoon 30 men com-
meneced to make a house-to-house canvass to
obtain the following particulars:

The owner or tenant of the house; the street
and number; how many in the family;
bhow many males, females and children; any
preseut sickness, the condition of the cellar, o
the rooms, of the yard, of the stable and the
surroundings; the source and condition of the
water su‘ppiy and, finally, Has therp been any
typhoid fever, diphtheria or searlet feverin
the house within the last six months?

All these details will'have to be answered
on paper. Dr. Groff said he had started the
system in order to get a perfeet acquaintance
with all the hounses thronghout the city in
order to aid in any case of sickness as soon
as it is reported.

The condition of bealth throughout the
distriet is just as good as ever. The first
ease of typhoid fever was reported this
morning and the patient taken to the hospi-
tal. This is the only caee of the disease offi-
cially reported, so far, bot I have been told

of several others. However, as they are |~

only rumors I cannot say anything definite
about them.

There are still only three cases of diph-
theria. Measles are to be found all over the
city even in the shape of an epidemie, but
as all these cases are of a very wild charae-
ter,there is Do reason to be alarmed at them,
