REMINISCENCE SERVICES

Held at Butler Strect M. E. Church Yestors
day—List of Former Members—Im-
provements Made In the Church,

Devotional and reminiscence services were
held Inst night at the Butler Street M. EL
Churoh, corver of Butler and Fortieth streets.
The services were conduncted by Rev. Mr.
Pierce, pastor of the church, assisted by Rev.
Jobn Baker, pastor of the Unlontown M. E
Church,

Rev. Mr., Baker was pastor of (ke old
Fortieth Street Church in 1564, His pastorate
expired the same year that the foundation of
the new church was laid, He told some pleas-
inz reminiscences of the early history of the
Butler Street Churah. Awong other things bhe
said; "I remember well, when the 160 members
of the Fortieth Strest Church first talked of
buying the four lots at the corner of leth
and Butler streets, on which to build a church.”
Ho then twid how these 160 mem-
bers raised two subseriptions fo buy
tho lots, for whioh §1.700 was paid. Atter the
lots were purchased the ladies of the church
beld a fair and made epourh money to inoreass
the whole amonnt to $20.000  With this money
the church was built, He further said at that
time it was a big undertaking and the membars
made many sacrifices to carry their object to a
sucoessTul termination,

He also told of the sppointment of Rev.
James Miller as the first tor of the new
church, While Rev. Mr. Miller was pastor of
the church it was dedicated by Bishop Simp-
son.

THE CHURCH'S EARLY HISTORY.

Mr. John Matthews told several rominscences
of the early history of the church, as did also
D. J. W. Covert. The latter read a list of names
of the first male members of the church. This
list was comprised of about 20 names, all of
whom are now dead with the exception of five.
The church has praduoally incremsed in mem-
bership since 1t was established, uniil It now
has one of the largest congregations in the

Biate.

The building was lately improved by an addi-
tion built toit.

It become evident that some
method should bo established by whigh there
would be uniformity of action between the two
places, and Mrs. Easton wag delegated to make
the arrangement.

Mrs. Easton and the two young Indies went
10 Johnstown on Tuesday morning, Thesights
they witnessed were far beyond what they had
imngined, but they succeeded in making the
arrangements they desived for establishing a
communication between the Pitisburg bureau
of information and that at Johnstown.

Herealter there will be n daily exchange of
bulleting between the two bureaus, and the re-
sult will be that often the Pittsburg bureau
can supply mformation that is lacking in
Johnstown. :
