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I'O‘l' ‘A SERIOUS DILENMA.

If the excited talk that follows elections
eounted for much, the Republioan leaders
might have double cause for unhappiness
ginoe the returns came in Tuesday night.
First the Prohibitionists—or atleust those of
them who have been harshly expressing
their sentiments—blame Senator Quay and
his friends for not helping them out. They
talk of being deserted, and point ominousiy
to the Novembers of the future. On the
other hand the liguor interests, though now
jubilaut over the resule, cannot have quite
forgotten that the Senator snd Governor
belped to precipitate the battle upon them.

But Senator Quay is long-beaded enough
to attach no more importance to these things
than théey warrant. He will probably in-

- quire whether the Prohibitionists expected
him to dragoon the whole Republican party
ot to voting for their *'ism," orto accomplish
that end by intrigue? It will not become
the supporters of prohibition to declare that
they harbored such illegitimgate anticips-
tions. Asfor theliquor interests, if they
will pot be satisfied with the astounding
majority of the Antis, the Senator till has
so much inflaence with the Legislature that
they will scarce care to antagonize him.

The Besver statesman has been too often
through situations that boded real difficulty
to take much trouble from this one, in which
the threatenened perils are but the fleeting
illusious of hot temper.

‘WHAT WOULD BE UNFRECEDENTED.
The Attorney General of New York has
sdvised the commiltes on that Assembly
eeiling that there is not sufficient evidence
to warrant proceedings against the con-
tractor and superintendent of the ceiling
for conspiracy and fraud. The evidence
that the specifications were nitered, that
bogus materials weresubstituted, that fraud-
nlent bills were certified and the books
altered and falsified, together with the flight
_ ot the contractor, all these, in the opinjon of
the Attorney General of New York, afford
no evidence of conspiracy or frand. Per-
haps that opinion is justified in view of
the indications that these are regular
fessares of all contracts for State or munici- '
pal work under the present polities]l regime
of the Empire State. This being the regu-
lar thing aocording to all publie precedent,
of eonrse the Attorney General would be
very losth to brenk over the established
rules and proceed against them. Possibly
if the work had been dome without such
jobbery the Attorney General would have
been gquite ready to act against the con-
tractor as doing the work in an altogether
unprecedented and irregalar mauner,

TELL THE WHOLE TRUTE.

In respouse fo & housewifely correspond- |
ent who inguires why she has to pay sbout |
one-third more for the price of suzar than
she formerly did, the Charleston News and
Courisr states that it is “‘pecause the laws
of the United States give the sagar refiners
the power to make the pricts of their prod-
ucts what they please within certain limits™
und refers to the fact as an example of “'the
sweets of protection.”

This statement of the case is bardly ac-
curnte and even less fair. Bupposing, as is
clearly the case, the allusion ot our South-
ern eotemporary to refer to the revenune%aws
exclusively, it would have been mo more
than honest to recall the faet that under
these same laws, the cheap prices of sugar
prevailing before the trust regime were es-
tablished. If the entire body of law is re-
ferred to, it would have been more truthiul
o staie that the laws of the United States,
ssset forth in Judge Barrett’s ruling, do not
permil any class to form combinations to
raise prices above the level that would be
fixed by domestic eompetition, and that the
sdvance in prices of sugar is the result of
an illegal combination which the courts
have defined as conspiracy.

Finally as there is a decidedly political
bent to the News and (Courier’s statement
of the case would it not have been bonest for
it to have stated the fact that in the tarifi
struggle in Congress the Republieans urged
and the Democrats opposed s fifty per cent
rednetion in the duties of sugar?

ERTORCEMENT BY RULLIFICATION.

The news of the disroption of the Inter-
Btate Bailway Association, which was or-
ganized by the Northwestern tailroads, for
the professed purpose of enforeing the Tnter-
Bute Commerpe law, o few months ago, nat-
urally arouses a good deal of comment in
the railway world. Its especinl feature is
& not parficularly new demoustration of
the fact that all these devices to prevent fair
and free compelition are sure to be brok
down unless the railroads can realize their
ideal of laws passed, in Mr. Fink's words,
to “force the railroads to form associstions”
snd to abide by them. This lesson has been
repeated in the bistory of every pool which
the railroad has formed so far, and the failure
of this combination isonly a repetition of
the old lesson. The fuct that Mr. Aldace
F. Walker, who was induced to leave the
Inter-State Commerce Commission by a sal-
ary of $25,000 & year, guaranteed for three
years, is now left without anything to do, is
another feature of ihe dissolution about
whiegh the public has little interest.
Whether Mr. Walker will get his exceed-
ingly fat salary or not for the two years snd
a half whieh the burst nesociation had yet to
run, is 2 Matter which can safely be left to
be seitied between Mr. Walker and the

- quarreling railroads.

the selection of Mr. Walker us its Chair-
man was intended as a guarantee upon its
face that the law was to be respected and
carried out by this comblaation. This Jaw
forbade “any contract, agreement or vombi.
nation for the pooling of traffic” or “the di-
vision of the aggregate or net proceeds of
the earnings or any portion thereof.” Yet
the official sta of the steps taken to
preserve the existence of the combination
show that the agreement directly coutem-
plated steps “‘to secure to each company its
true share of the competitive traffic;" and
that the Executive Board, headed by Mn,
Walker, made a decision that one of the
railronds in the combination should limit
iteclf to two train loads per week of live
stock traffic from Kansas City to Chicago,
and that it must divert the rest of that
traffic to the Chicago and Alton Raflroad.

In other words this agreement, which was
to enforee the inter-State commerce law has
taken stepe to violate it, and the reocent
Commissioner, who left his public position,
was induced by his salary of §25,000 a year
to approve such acts in violations of the
law. Agreements of that sort generally, as
is shown by this case, may be relied upon to
enforce only such portions of the law as are
grateful to the railroads; and it seemsto be
consistent with some idens of official in-
tegrity to permit the naullifieation of such
portions of the law as the official does not
indorse.

This example ought to be sunficient to
show that loud professions by railroad com-

| binations, of an intention to sssume the

functions of government in enforcing the
law will generally conceal the methods of
nullifying its spirit, if not of violating its

| letter,

A COMMUNITY OF INTEREETS.

The extension of the membetship of the
Amalgamated Association by enlarging
the representation of labor in its ranks
looks like a wise work. The nearer ihe as
sooistion gets to including in its councils
the full community of interests of iron and
sieel workers, the better should be the re-
sult in several important particulars.
Chief of these isthat the liability to stop-
pages of work, or lockouts or strikes will be
lessened.

It is only an enlargement of the proposi-
tionto recognize the further faet that the
more the manufacturers and the Atnalga-
mated Association consider their mutusl as
as well as their several interests, the
greater the benefit to the locality. What-
ever helps to confirm Pittsburg as the cen-
tral and commanding siie of the iron and
stee! industries of the eountry, is sure to be
of benefit to all concerned in Pittsburg in-
dustries, whether belonging to the ranks of
labor or of capital.

18 IT TRUE NOW?

In reference to the danger of the estab-
lishment of plutocratic influence in this
country a western paper declares that it is
more imaginary than real, and quotes the
familisrsavingthatthereare in America*'but
three generations between shirtsleeves and
shirtsleeves.”  When the influences prevail
that make that saying true, it is one of
the greatest sateguards against Democracy
in property as well as in politics; but it is
worth while to inquire whether it is true
at present or not. The Vanderbllt fort-
une is in its third generation and shows no
signs of dissipating, and the Astor fortune
is in its fourth. These examples might be
repeated on a smaller scale, but they*are
sufficient to indicate the possibilities of the
corporaie system for perpetoating great
fortunes, and in that respect repeating the
evileof the landed system in the Old World.
We caunol guard against such dangers by
relying npon an old proverb, without main-
taining the conditions that make the prov-
erb true,
