ENCAMPMENT JULY 20-27, AT GRETNA

The Fourteenth Regiment's days of active
service at Johnstown are numbered. Gen-
eral Deaver says that so soon as the pending
strike among the laborers at Johustown is
ended the Fourteenth Regiment will be al-
lowed to strike its tents—or, rather, Gover-
nor Foraker's tents—and return home, a
prospect very pleasani to the boys 1 blue,
who bhave done arduous duty sinee being
ealled out by Governor Beaver on June 4
The information that the militia would be
disbanded reached Pittsburg through Assist-
ant Postmaster Colowel T.J, Hudson, of this
city, who is ono of the Governor's staff, and
who was made acquainted with the Governor's
plans by the Execative himself. Itis quite prob-
able that the regiment would have been ordered
home several days since if it had not bean for
the labor trouble in Johnstown, and, as the
dispatches or yesterday seem to indicate that
no more trouble is apprehended, the marching
orders may be expected within 24 hours, and
the men will undoubtedly allow no grass to

grow under their feet when the welcome
“Break camp” i# heard from the offlcers.

EECOED OF THE REGIMENT,

Fully 80 per ceat of the regimant has been on
sctive duty at Johnstown since June 4, when it
was hastily potien togetner, and left Pittaburg
in & drizzling rain, prepared to acoept any and
all hardships in the line of duty, and with the
full consciousness that there would be no play-
work either for officers or men. An average of
400 ruon and 50 officers have since been on ac-
tive duty, and the nature of the task of watch-
ing over Johnstown's ruined property and dis-
heartened survivors has been clearly indicated
m the graphic news from Johnstown published
aaily in TR DISPATCH. The food supplied
the regimont bas not been of the richest and
most palatable, although the commissariat has
been as carefully mapaged ss experience and
the quality of food obtainable could dictate,
and the sleeping ace lations have been
decidedly on the rough-and-ready order; but
there has been no repining or grumbling.

The guard mount was very arduons during
the first week succeeding the arrival of the
troops in Jolinstown, as the regiment had to
form & military cordon around the entire
ruined AQistrict, which ne one was allowed
to penetrate witbout passes issued by the
Pittsburg Chamber of Commerce,and viseed by
General Hastings. With the relaxation of
martial law during and since General Hastings'
charge of affairs, the regiment bas had some-
what lighter work, mainply in the line of special
police duty. Even this has becoms no longer
necessary, and the regiment will be with-
drawn,

A large amount of sctual relief work and
manual labor bas been cheerfully done by the
regiment, and its course has been such asto
merit the encomioms of the citizens and press
of the entire Commonwealth, The citizen sol-
diery has demoastrated, from the highest offi-
cer io the men In the ranks, that there is no
martinetism or kidglove nonsense about its
service of the State,

PAY OF THE EEGIMENT.

It has been widely asserted that there would
be some officia! friction 1n the payment of the
Fourteenth Regiment for its services at Johns-
town. It was even claimed that the Governor
would try to saddle the payment of the soldiery
upon the relie! funds either of this city or Phil-
adelphia. Itis learned, however, from a local

UNFIT FOR A DOG.

That's What Jobostown Laborers Say of
the Food the Contraciors Gave Them—
It Coat § Cents a Day—The Men Pald
50 for It.

The trains over both the Pemnsylvania and
B. & O, ronds were last night crowded with Ia-
borers returning from the work in Johostown.
The men compisined wery bitterly of their
treatment by the contractors, and said that
they were but half pald '

One of the Iaborers, John McQuillen by
name, spoke to a DISFATOH reporter at the
Union depot.  He sald that the men went there
first under the impression that they wera to be
pawd § a day and board. On arniving at Johus-
town they found that a new contract bad been
entered into, and that the State had charge of
all affairs. The Siatelet tho contracts out, and
the men found that, instead of §2a day and
board, they were to get 81 H0a day and board
themselves.

The contractors, he sald, were perfectly will-
ing to board the men at 50 cents a day. The
men found that they bad no alternative but to
do as the bosses said. If they revolted they
would be compelled to & dollar a
day for board, and ha ‘gmm were
compelied to put up with the accommodations
offered by the contractors. Finally it grew so
bad that men were unables to stand it, and
"“food. farnished th men, according to
] arn L]

Mr, MeQuillen, was unfit to serve to a dog. He
claimed that it did not eost the contractors §
cents & day, and that they made a clear profit
of 45 conts a day from each man. Taking this
into consideration, according to Mr. McQuillen,
they made 45 cents & day from 2,000 men, which
meant a clear gain of about $00a day to the

contractors,
“That is the reason that the men are coming
home," said Mr. McQuillen.

At the water works First Assistant Engineer.

In the pumping pit in the engine house,
half way down, the thermometer wed P
8%° warmeor, This was the first addition of
heat and is ea Mr. Batchelor stated, by
the exhaust water from the vacuum pumps
The air in the room was at 8° and stiffiing.

In the Hiland avenue reservoir to the left
which was receiving the water from the en-
gines, the thermometer went down to 76°. In
the other part of the reservoir it rose to 81°, the
difference belng caused by the circulation of
the water in the one being pnwm into, and
gives a striking illustration of w circulation
of water will do toward loweriog the tempes-

ture.

Bhe first hy?gmt. 50 feet from the reservolr,
showed 747, eooler than in the reservoir.
The air, at the time the tests were tak
was at 81°, one degree above summer heat,
of the sume temperature as the water in the
part of the reservoir mot oelng pumped Into
and from which the city recel its sapply.
The water in the roservoirs was not muddy,
nh in the one not being pumpea into, locked
as blue and limpid a8 & mountain pool.

REMARKABLE FLUCTUATIONS,

Following the main pipe down North Hiland
avenue to No. 8 engine house, one and one-
fourth miles from the reservolr, another test
was made, and it showed 75°, indicating that
the water only increased 1° in heat in oue and
& half miles.

In Mr. H. A. Fisher's house, on River avenue,
bat a few squares from No, 8 engine house, the
water was at 05° as it was also in several other
housés on the same street. This disclosed sev-
ernl reasons why the water is warmer
in some Dhouses than In others In
deadends of the pipe, or where tho
water Is wuot flowing continually direct
from the works, it is much cooler. Another
very important thing is the plumbing. If the
service pipe is br:& t nr near the furnace, or
exposed in close stifling places beneath the
house, the water, of course, will be warm. In
many houses the trouble s traceable to this

canse.

At the depot in the East End the thermom-
eter stood at 60° while at the Unlon uepot,
nearly five miles distant, ic showed 74° Ar
lower Bedford basin, the direct supply of the
greater portion of the city, 80° (summer heat)
wus shown, while at \lm‘f Bedford basin the
thermometer stood at70°, probably accounted
for bythe bigher elevation.

An outdoor hydrant a short distance down
from Bedford avenue basin showed 68°, a house
on Sixth avenue 73° and the water i the sec-
ond story of THE DISPATCH building, Diamond
stroet, registered 78°.
