WHERE HE AND PARNELL DIFFER.

A Warm Battle Batween Egyptisn Foroes
and the Dervishes.

THE SBAH ENJOYING LIFE IN LONDON.

Loxpox, July 3.—Mr. Daritt continued
his testimony before the Parnell Commis+
sion to-day. Ha stated that be would not
object to joining any movement to secure
the independence of Ireland it such a move-
ment was backed by a  force strong enough
to justify the hope of its success. Mr,
Davitt said he did vot approve of the
Cleckenwell explosion. He regretted the
attack on the prison van in which a brave
policeman was killed, but applauded the
men who made the attack for trring to save
their friends.

While in prison he concluded that move-
ments by secret societies would do no good,
and when releassd he held a conference
with the Trish Leaders” Republican Brother-
hood in Paris regarding the advisability of
an open movement. Moit Harris, one of
those with whom he conferred, had given
permission for his pame to be divuiged, but
at present the witoess could not divalge the
names of the other Irish Republican
Brotherhood leaders without their permis-
sion.

COULD FORCE AN ANSBWEE.

Chiel Justice Hannen said that Attorney
Ceneral Webster was entitled to press the
question as to what others were present, but
could wuit until the end of the examination
to do so. Witness further aaid that he failed
to win the Irish Republiean Brotherhood
lenders to approve of the adoptioa of an
open movement, with the exception of Har-
rie. Heintended to make the land question
a stepping stone to the independence of
Ireland, treating the landlords as an English
gerrison.

There isa hue and ery against the Clan-
na-Gael in Ameries for political purposes,
Witness declared that he must be earelul of
wkat he saud, but he would say that they
are all extreme Nationalistsa. Mr. Davitt
said that many persons anoud his scheme
on the ground that if the people became
tenant farmers they might become luke
wara in the cause of independence. A ma-
jority of the people then opposed Fenian-
ism and secret societies. Irish- Awericans
objected to the scheme, holding that it
wonld give the politicians too much power.,
Witness has converited many Nationalists
to his views.

Attorney General Webster read resolu-
tions demanding the overthrow of Brisish
domination and the establishment of an
Irish republic. Mr. Daviti admitted that
he was present at the meeting in Ameriea
when the resolutions were adopted. He
stated that he did not dissent, He said: “1
am a republican by principle.”

WHERE THEY DIFFER.

The resolutions were cabled to Mr, Par-
aell, but mever reached him. Witness had
never dicusced them with Mr. Paroell.
Mr. Da* 4 said: “Mr. Parnell and I differ
because Mr. Parnell is opposed to complete
separation, but if he got his messure
through I would loyally sapport it. If he
was successfunl, the demand for separation
would eventuslly die.”

Coutinuing, witness gaid be had made 50
speeches in Ameriea in which he ssked the
extremists to fairly try Mr. Parneli’s move-
ment. The League was founded as the
ple’s League. It then got into the bands of
politicians,. Witness disapproved of the
appenl of Americans to support the Nation-
alist fund, which Attorney General Web-
ster had read. Witoess never approved of
the skirmishing fund.

Mr, Davitt said that while he was corre-
spondent of the Irish World he used the ex-
pression “Spread the light,” meaning sim-
ply to circulate the paper. Witness disap-
proved of much that the man signing
“Travs-Atlavtic’” wrote, Mr. Parnell en-
tered the court room while Mr. Davitt was
testifying, and remained until the session
closed.

SALISEURY AND THE SHAB.

The Premier Has a Hard Time in Attempt =
Ing to Hopor the Perslan Menarch.

Loxpox, July3.—The Shah, accompanied
by severnl wembers ot the royal fumily,
members of the diplomatic corps and other
vrominent persons, was to-day escorted by &
procession to the Guild Hall. The streets
through which the S8bab passed were deco-
rated with flags and bunting and lined with
troops. lmmense crowds gathered along the
route. Lord and Lady Salisbury were late
in reaching Guild Hzll, and discovered on
reaching the Strand that the Bhah had al-
ready passed along that thoroughfare. The
troops there had also broken up their lines,
and the erowds of prople were roaming about
at will. Owing to the dense erowds Lord
Balisbury's carriage proceeded very slowly,
without its occupants being recoguized,
until Cheapside was reached.

Here it was obliged to come to & stand-
still,and the official uniform ot the Premier
attracted the astention of the sightseers,who
bantered his lordship until a body of troops
was procured to escort him and Lady Salis-
bury to the Geild H:il which they were
obliged to enter/throngh the door assigned to
ordinary visitors. police on duty at
the entrance stopped leunl detectives who
were following the Promier and would not
allow them to epter until lh.y had explained
who they were.

DERVISHES DEFEATED.

They Fought Very Sisbbornly, and Mere
Trouble is Anticipated.

Camro, July 3.—An engagement has
taken place at Arquin belween & foree oi
Egyplian troops under command of Colonel
Wodehouse and & body of dervishes. The
dervishes were deleated and fled. Their loss
was 500 killed or wounded. Seventy Egyp-
tinns were killed or wounded. Two English
officers were also wounded. Colonel Wode-
bouse is‘pursuing the dervishes. The der-
vishes attempted to effeet a lodgment on the
river bank. Colonel Wodehouse immedi-

ately advaveed and attacked them with a
field foree.

The dervishes made a stubborn resistance,
but were finally forced to retire, fighting as
they went, They were driven northward
seven miles, but every foot of the gromnd
was hotly contestca. Two guns belonging
to the enemy were captured by the Brimh

Tte Waters Nearly os High as on the Fatnl
May 31 Last
TEPECTAL TELEGHAM TO THE DINPAYOR.}

HOLLIDAYSBURG, July 3.—One of the
heaviest thunder storms that has ooccurred
here in years passed over this city last
night, enusing o great flood. The storm
commenced at 8 o'clock, and in three hours’
time three inches of rain fell here. The
Juniata river rose rapidly, and by midnight
the water stood 15 feet sbove low waler
mark, and only 2 feet lower than the flood
of May 82. ¢ lower sireets of the town
were covered with from three to five feet of
water, and many people bhad to leave their
honses.

The stores, iron mill and houses on the
river bank were all flooded, aud the truck
gardens and farms in the nu’ronndu:g eoun-
try budly damaged. Seversl new country
bridgges and much feuecing were carried
away. The temporary bridge over the Ju-
niata river st Williamsburg was destroyed,
and the telephone lines south of this cit;r
are all down. The mills of the Portage
Iron Works at Duncanville were flooded
and the fires put out. The ﬂhrmhlghn
at Dunecanville than on the flood of Ma
last, and a river five feet deep od
through and destroyed the main street of
the town.
