in advance of European Governments, in
true sivilization.

Add to this great work the questions of
ecommercial union, & uniform customs agree-
ment, international and aniforss ecinage,
and unitorm weights and measaures, and the
scope of the congress rises to vast impor-
tance. The permanent attainment of & sin-
gle one of these objects would be a full re-
ward for the meeting of the congress. The
possibility that most, if not all, of them can
be reached, makes the meeting of that body

& pivotal event, not only for the conntries |

participating in it, but for civilization.

W hile there is abundsree of room for the
eriticism of Mr, Blaine’s political methods,
there can be no question that in his long-
cherished project of an American Internal
ocongress, he has taken the best way to enroll
his name high in the lists of siatesmanship.

This is & flattering but by no means reli-
sble representation of the hold which we
have upon the respectof forcign Govern-
ments, The faet is that the United States
has by no mesns as thorough a control of the
world’s food supply as it had ten or twenty
years ago. Indis and Russia could fur-
nish Europe with whest, if necessary, and
Australis and South America stand ready
to supply it with cattle, if the supply of the
| United States should be cutoff. It would
doubtless somewhat enhznee the price of
food staples 1n Europe if a war should
break out between a European Government
and this country, but it would not create
any such famine as to make the maintenance
of war impossible.

There is a much gtronger security in an-
other fact which the World points ont, that
the finaneial powers, which exert even &
greater influence in Europe than they do in
in this country, are so completely involved
in the channels of commeres between Europe
| and Amerien, and bave such vast interests
| in this conntry, that they cannot afford to
permit a war. Beyond that there is the fact
| that the mutual dread and distrust of the
great powers of Europe is such that none of
them could afford to engage in hostilities
with the United States, and thus expose
itself to atisck from foes nearer at home.

These two considerations give slmost ab-
solute security from foreign attack at the
present. But it is by no means wise to rely
upon the consideration that this security
| will be perpetunl. The political conditions

of Europe may change, and the military
| powers may unite upon the idea of satisfy-
ing their desires for extensmion of territory
and power upon this continent. In that
view, the United States should certainly
prepare itself with a navy and ordnance
such as will make it a very uncomfortable
power to attack.

WGORK FOR CONGRESS.
Diseassion of the possibilities of an extra
| session of Con gress, begiuning in Oectober,
| indieates fa vorable opinions to it from the
| President down. Such a step would only
| anticipate the meeting of Congress bya
| couple of months and doing so might permit

At all events, whatever
faults the hypereritieal may ohoose to
find with the newspapers of our times, no
one can deny that they tell fully enough
what iz going on in the world to enable the
dullest to be on guard against the schemes
of the wily. That aoy ruse with ear-marks
of bunko fully developed ean suceeed in
swindling the greenest of people is truly
surprising.

ZOLA'S ACCOMPLICES.

Brown's novels ought to be written by
Brown. The name of the author upon the
title page ought to correspond with the
name of the person who made the book.
This is not always the case, Brown's books
ars sometimes written by Jones to Brown's
order, and then palmed off upon the publie
as Brown's crestion. This is afrandof a
very mean and disreputable kind. BSeveral
novelists of to-doy have been scoused of
such practices. Miss Braddon,the extremely
prolific writer of sensational novels in Eng-
land, has more than once been charged with
lending her name to the works of less popu-
lar writers. The latest discovery in this
line is that Emil Zola employs half a dozen
salaried writers, whose work is retouched
by him and published under his name.

These stories reflecting upon the honesty
of authors must not be taken without a
tolerably large grain of salt. From time
immemorial suthors who have obtained any
decided recognition from the world have
been the mark for the snecers and insinua-
tions of their less successful brethren, Ugly
tales about the methods o! great novelists
come from small novelists psa role, The
tales are, it is =ad to say, usually pure
TOImANCes.

But it is possible that Zola has turned
his name into eash without muech thought
of the moral side of the question. The
novelist of the sewer and street pavements
can hardly be expecled to rise above the
moral standard of his books. But it is un-
plessant to know that there are halfl a dozen
writers of standing in the French literary
world who are willing to purvey filth of one
sort and snother to Zola’s converting estab-
lishment. It is also unfortunate for the
world that, with the nsmstance of these pur-
veyars, Zola's power for evil is greatly
increased. The multiplication of realistio
romances of the “Nans” type is n distinet
curse to ecivilized sociely. And, it is rea-
sonable to ask, what becomes of Zola's elaim
to & highly moral intent in writing his
loathsome descriptions of the lowest forms
of life, when a corps of assistants are kept
busy grinding ont novels to be issned
under his name? Does he vouch for the
purity of his assistants’ aims?
