NEwW ORLEAXS, July 7.—Ere the ink is
dry on to-morrow’s issue of THE DIsPATCH,
Sullivan and Kilrain will be slugging each
other vigorously, at some point on the bor-
der line between Mississippi and Louisians,
in the presence of almost 3,000 persons, for
the largest stake ever fought for in the prize
ring, and the championship of the world.

No battle in the history of the ring has
ever excited the interest this one has, and
the probabilities are that not avother of its
kind will ever take its place, as the amount
of money at stake is stupendous and the un-
dertaking is fraught with danger, as there
will be 500 men ut the ringside who will be

Nobody Able te Sleep Yery Well.

There was & great rush for tickets to the
fight, and the 700 inner-ring tickets were
sold st §15 each inside of two hours, and
buandreds of dilatory sports were left ont in
ihe cold and were compelied to take the §10
tickets, which will admit them to the outer
ring, or forego the plessure of witnessing the
battle. Three thousnnd of these were dis-
posed of shortly before noon, and the Queen
and Urescent mnnounced thatof that num-

departure arrived, as there are not enough
ears to transport them all.

The newspaper men were notified by Bud
Henaud that their tickets to the special ring
would be given out at 10 o’vlock this morn-
ing at his office on Carondelet street, and at
that hour fully 200 correspondents, from all
points of the United States, were seated in
difierent parts of the room, or endeavoring
to keep cool on the piszza overlooking the
street. Mr. Renaud did not put in an ap-
pearnnee st all, but his Secretary, Mr.
O’'Neill, turned up at noon, and was at once
pounced upon by the warm and angry
scribes, who Gid not relish waiting upon the
pleasure of anybody when there was lots of
news to be picked up about the city.

Consternation was written on every face
when Mr. O'Neill called name after name,
snd stopped when the thirteenth ticket bad
been allotted, with theexelamation: “That's
all, gentlemen.” Out of 30 tickets for the
reserved space for the entire pressof the
Union, 13 went to New Orleans papers and
the rest of the country.

Some Very Hard Things Sald.

Representatives of prominent dailies in
nearly ull the big cities of the country were
overiooked, and there were some pretly hard
things said about the management. Mr.
O'Neill said that while Mr. Renaud
regretted the state of aflairs sineerely, he
wus powerless in the matter. Mr. Rensud
said that it was originally his intention to
bave 73 or 100 seats for newspaper repre-
sentatives, but that the Sullivan crowd
kicked vigorously at the waste of space, as
they termed it, and remarked: “We sre not
fighting for the benefit of the press of the
conutry, nor the Western Union Telegraph
Company, and that number must be eut
down., 'We are here to get the money.”

ZANESVILLE, July 7.—A man has been
found who can give some points to Harry,
Flann, that adroit young gitizen of Piits-
burg. One the of most remarkabls incidents
in the history of bank defaleations has come
to light in the little town of Malta, 20 miles
south of this eity, on the Muskingum river,
in which stealing to the amount of $32,000
has been discovered, and which may amoant
to £30,000.

Thirteen or fourteen years ago Heil D,
Miller was made cashier of the Malts
National Bank, with his father, John Mil-
ler, and his hother-in-law, Hon. E. M.
Stanberry, ss bondsmen, in the sum of
' $20,000. " Although the bunk was not noted
for paying large dividends, evervthing ran
smoothly with the cashier, who was

THE ONLY EMPLOYE

of the bank, acting as paying teller as well
as cashieruntil last fall, when he was thrown
from his buggy in a runaway and confined
to his house for several months. Fora
short time after the accident he pretended
insanity in order to keep the combination
from the knowledge of Hon. W. P,
Sprague, who, fs President of th: bank,
took charge of its affuirs

Later, as an expert was abont to be sent
for to open the safe, he recovered sufficiently
to give the combination. Mr. Sprague was
surprised at the manifest unbusiness-like
methods in which the books bhad been kept,
and ss he pursued his investigations dis
covered a shortage of $1,000,

Miller, when econfronted with the faect,
confessed, and gave his note, with his father
as security. Dy the time Miller was able to
resume his- duties as ecashier, affairs took »
decidedly unpleasant turn. He conufessed
to hissureties that he was a defunlter, and
deeded his property and §i0,000stock in the
bank to Stanberry to cover any amount thas
he, as surety, might have to pat up.

A MISSING MAN,

Soon afrer be went away. No one knows
exactly when he went, but some of the stock-
holders say he is now located at
City, Ore., while others say he is in British
Columbia, The bnondsmen made good the
defaleation to the amount of $20,000, A
close examination of the books resalted in
showing that the amount taken is st least
§32,000.

For weeks at a time, it is alleged, Miller
pocketed the discounts, nevér making a
record of them. The remaining §12,000 was
made good by the “stockholders. Some of
the latter claim that the total loss to the
bank trom this source will swell the total to
§50,000. Itis not thought that Miller took
a large amount.of his stealings with him, as
he lived extravagantly and his salary was
only §1,000 per annum. A large part of it
is supposed to have been lost 1n speculation
and poker.
