Admitted to Probate in Harrisburg
on the Arrival of the Sepator.

THE ESTATE VALUED AT §1,700,000.

Each Member of the U1d Politician's Family
Bandsomely Remembered.

A NUMBER OF CHARITABLE BEQUESTS

ISPECIAL TELEGRAN TO THE DISPATCH.]

Hanrissvrao, July 9, —Senator Cameron,
having arrived this afternoon, the will of
the late General Simon Cameron was ad-
witted to probate. The executors of the de-
ceared are Hoo. Wayne MoVeagh, Senator
Cameron, J. Monigomery Former, BState
Insurance Commissioner, and Johm H.
Weisa, of this city.

General Cameron left an estate valued at
about §1,700,000, The Donegal esiete, on
which the veteran politician died, is given
to Senator Cameron, and after the Iatter's
death is to go into the possession of his son,
James MeCormiock Cameron, Bimon Cam-
eron, the imbecils son of General Cameron,
is to have s residence on the estate, whioh
is estimated to be worth §£100,000. The Front
gireet mansion bouse, most of which is
about 120 years old, is given to General
Cameron’s daughter Muargaret, the widow of
Richard J. Haldemun, for several terms &
member of Congress from this district. Its
value is placed at £30,000, Mrs. Haldeman
is aiso given all she furniture in the bouse.
The

of every description is directed to be di-
vided between Mrs. Haldeman and Mrs.
Wayne MeVeagh., Each of his grand-
daunghters, Mrs S. H. Chauvenct, Mrs.
David Watts, and Miss Janet Cameron, will
receive §60,000 each.

There are given to General Cameron’s ex-
ecutors §50,000 in trust to pay the interest
during life to Simon B. Cameron, a grand-
son, and at his death to his wife for life,
and alter her death to her children, if she
has any. A similar bequest is given for
Simon Cameron Burnside, with like con-
ditions, and 70,000 for Thowmss Burnside.
Simon Cameron is also given in trust the
Hoffman farm, in Lancaster county., The
Barvhart farm, in Center county, compris-
ing 425 acres, 18 given in trust to Simon
Cameron Burnside.

Sufficient bonds to yield an annual in-
come of §5,000 are direoted to be set aside
for the support of General Cameron's son
Simon. Bequests are also made as follows:
Harrisburg Hospital, $10,000: Home for the
Friendless, Harrisburg, §10,000; his library
and $5, 000" to the Y oung Men's Christian
Association, of Harrisburg, as the founda-
tion of alibur; for journevmen and ap-

ALBEET VICTOR'S DOT.

Bradiaugh Will Fight the Allowanee by ANl
Means FPosslble.

Loxpox, July 8.—In the House of Com-
mons Mr. W, H. Smith, the Government
leader, moved that the Committee on Allow-
ances to Prinee Albert Victor of Wales and
Prioecess Vietoriaof Prussia, on the occasion
of their marriage, consist of 23 members.
Mr, Dillwyn proposed a committee of 25
members, adding two Radicals to the num-
ber, He said that the committee that Mr.
Bmith wanted would have a majority of
three Government supporters instead of one,
according to precedent. Mr. Bmith assured
the House that the Government was adher-
ing to precedent, and thatthe views of every
section were fnirly represented in the pro-
pored committee,

Mr. Gladstone approved Mr. Bmith's dis-
tribution, and said that the Government was
entitled 10 & majority of three on the com-
wittee. Mr. Bradlaugh supported Mr. Dill-
wyn's amendment. He said that he was
altogether opposed to such granis, and
would raise every possible difficulty to pre.
vent the voting of the proposed allowances.

STARVING DERVISHES,

They Are Obliged te Fight for Water lo
Drink.

CAIRrO, July 9.—Advices were received
here to-day that Colonel Wodehouse's cav-
alry oceupied the eamp of the ememy and
found it deserted by all except several men,
women and children who were dyiog from
thirst and exbaustion. The ecoemy sur-
prised aud killed & picket belonging 1o the
Ninth battalion. No reinforcements for
Colonel Wodenouse had as yet passed Wady
Halfa,

Other advices say that the Egyptian force
under Colonel Wodehouse arrived at Aden-
dan last night. The Dervishes occupied
position on the opposite bank. A sharp en
gagement ensued. The Dervishes wen
afier water and managed to procare a sup-
ply, though many of their number sue-
cumbed to the fieres artillery and rifle fire
kept up by the Ezyptians, There were also
several casualties among the Ezyptinus,

IXDIAN ELOQUENCE,

Throe Chlefs Complain of the Treatment
Recelved From the Government,

Crow CrEEK AcEscy, 8, D, July 8.—
There was another council this afternocon.
White Ghost, Drifting Ghost and Bull
Ghost spoke on the part of the Indians
They complsined generally of the failure of
the Government to treat them justly; that
they formerly owned a vast territory, and
that their lands had dwindled without their
getling anythiog for it, until they had but
little left, and now were asked to
sell part of that, They did sot have
enough for themsefves and their children
who would come after them. They sald
that the commissioners had them
fairly and explained matters fully, but the
could not do what the commission wan
Governor Foster, Major Warner and Gen-
eral Crook each spoke, giving reasors why
the aet of Congress should be acce ac-
knowledging that the Indisns doubt-
less grounds to complain of past treatmen
which it was Impossible now to rectify, a
that whatever had been the action in the
past, now the Government proposed to treat
them fairly. The Indlans eomplain that
the Santees are benefited equally with them-
selves,

Apart from the fear of the chiefs that the
act of Congress will result in the loss of
their influence with their tribes, there is the

tent fact that they have always been
F] endlyand hayve never taken sides with the
other Indians in fighting the white people,
They are shown less consideration than an
other of the Sioux tribes and their pmpous
reservation is much smaller in proportion
to the number of Indians than any other.
At the conclusion of the council those in
fuvor of the bill began siguning. It isim-

ible to say just what the result will be,
ut ui this hour the prospeots for geui,ng

the requisite three-fourths is not encourag-

. POST AGAIN OK DECK.

He Tries to Obtnln Some Property Claimed
by His Creditors.

CrICAGO, July 9.—Alfred Post is again
in Chicago. He was the President and
General Manager of the defunct *“Freight
Cisim Bureau,"” which cut s swath in the
commercisl gircles here for a time and then
suddenly collapsed, while Post disappesred,
leaving several acute business men to mourn
the loss of thousands of dollars. Mr. Post,
it is said, arrived in Chicago about a week
ago, and is now living in some secluded

-pol known only to his attorney, General 1.
Stiles. Through General Stiles, Mr.
Pal to-day filed a bill in the Buperior Court,

in which he says that Francis A, Riddle,
who occcupies & ents in the Home Ian-
surance building, immediately adjoining
those in which Mr. Post's old headquarters
were, has grossly deceived him. Mr. Rid-
die, heu has possession of his private
stable, eonmsin‘ of nine fast horses and 14
;:‘andsonc vehicles, valued llloplhu at

20,000

Mr. Post in his bill refers to the circum-
stances of his sensationsl departurs b ur-
ing he “became somewhat ﬁnsnoull‘;
barrassed and absented himselt from the
city.” The complaint against Riddle is
that the Intter obtsined possession of the
stable under pretense of aiding Post, but
has not done so, and now refuses to let go,
retaining the property in the interest of
Post's ereditor’s. Judge Jamieson granted
an injunction to prevent Riddle from sell-
ing the stable, and took under sdvisement
an application by Post for an accounting.
