Music Teachers' Association.

A BRANCH OF THE NATIONAL BODY

Pittsburg's Reputation as o Musical Cen-
ter Increasing.

WHATOCR LOCAL MUSICIANS ARE DOING

The organization of the Pennsylvania
Music Teachers' Association, which oc-
curred at Philadelphia on Friday, the 5th
inst., is for this eity the most important re-
sult of the first meeting held by the Nation-
sl Association within the Keystone State.
Such a step has for some time been in con-
templation by some of the leading teachers
of the State. Our own Mr. Joa. H. Git-
tings broached the matter in a Jetter to
President Hgath, of the M. T. N. A, last
year, but it was prudently decided to wait
for the Philadelphin meeting of the general
body as furmishing the best conditions for
starting the branch in this State.

As Viee Presidest of the M. T. N. A, for
Pennsylvania, Mr. Gittings took the initia-
tive again this year, snd got together a
score or more of Pennsylvaninns attending
the larger meeting, who organized by electing
the tollowing officers for the coming year:
President, Willlam Whalseifer, Philadelpbia:
Viee President, Josoph H. Gittings, Pittsburg:
Becretary, Hoary G. Thuunder, Philadelphia;
Treasurer, Fred. 8. Law, Philadeiphia; Exeou-
tive Comumittee, C. A. Hartman, Philadelphia,
Al M. Foerster and Chas. Davis Carter, Pitts-
burg: Programme Committee, Charles H. Jar-
wis, 8. Bebirens, and Dr. Aaron Taylor, Phila-
deiphia. While one might wonder if there
were no music teachers present from other
places than the two largest cities, the names
on this list of officers are of reputation more
than sufficient to guarantee the character and
stabality of the organization.

For the first tegular weetiog of the new
body, the Esecutive Committes was directed
to choose the most suitable days of the next
Christmar hotidsys. It is the expoctation that
after fts Detroit weeting nex: Julv, the Na-
tional Associstion will assemble only onoe
every two years, leaving one year entirely
vacant for the State Associations—a plln that
will furthier the best interests of both, -y divid-
fng tho work and lvssening the expense.

discussions and musical performance without
right to vote or hold office. ete. No erpecial
pias was formulated for hiring the costy but

all.important orchestra, to ¥ which has
cansed such difficuity in the National Associa-
tion, even when it levied an initiation tee of 53
and annusl dues of §2 besides. This vexed
question will be ane of the first hard nuts to
be cracked by the new organization when it
gets falriy on its feet,

Thus far only a btare outline of the Christmas-
tide meeting has been decided upon: there will
be an evening of bangueting or other incentive
to sociability and acousintane making, and the
two tollowing days and evenings will be divided
up ints mectines for business, elections, dis-
cussiona, essays and concerta,

The benefits to be derived from such organ-
fzed activity among music teacbers are self
evident. In no other department of eduocation
is thers a more plentitul lack of systematic,
scienrific methods of iostruotion; yet, in no
other department is there a greater prevalence
of self.saticfied isolation, of jealons relucsance
to learn anything from fellow teachers. It
eannot fail to do much gond to the musie
teacher, of all persons, 1o get together with Lis
professional comrades (no longer merely com.
petitors) to cowmpare notes, to exchange ex-
perience and ideas and, generally, to get out of
l‘nunmll and ioto the broad tield of true art
work.

of the United States,” (Vol. VL: season of
15850y, puts in its rhenrt reminder that, if we
are not alread: a musical folk, we are taking
soveral steps in that direction each year.

Such

eathedrals, across the water,
npadu!y when lu,thln; is going on to draw a

SOMETHIAG OF A CHANGE,

A New Plan for Redeeming Tora Legal
Tender Notes.
WasuINGTOoX, July 13.—The United
States Treasurer bas ordered that in the
tuture the redemption of legal tender- notes
by the Treasury Department shall be made
on the basis of the three-fifths rule in yogue
in the redemption of national bank notes,
Heretofore the former were redeemed on the
basis of the tenths, that is, a mutilation
was not redeemed at a value proportionate
to the part presented, eounting in tenths.
Under the three-fifths rule if that rl.rt
a note is presented it is redeemed at
tace value, but if less than three-fifths iu
handed in, nothing is paid unless an affi-
davit is ﬂlcd together vith evidence to sup-
port vemnty that the missing portion of the
note has been destroyed. Thus under this
rule the person presénting the note geta all
or mothing, instead of a proportionate pum-
ber of tenths of the full value.

Lospox, July 2.—The heir to the throne
of Grest Britain was waked at 8 o'clock.
That is his custom. On this occasion the
usunl black fog obscured the windows of
Marlborough House, snd exerted itsde-
pressing influence upon the most exalted as
well as the humblest of the residents of
London. The Prince sat up in bed and
vawned prodigiously, while a servant
placed a small tuy on kis lap, and, re-
tiring obsequi jed himself with
the bath in an adjolning room. His Royal
Highness drank his cup of coffee slowly,and
continued to blink at the black fog withont.
He was bald to a very pronounced de-
gree. Indeed, few men are more destitute
of the customary thateh. The whole upper
portion of his head, almost down to his ears,
was a polished, shining pate, which
rivaled in white brilliancy the surface of a
newly-polished billiard ball. ' The delicate
tracery of hair which the artists of the
illustrated papers usnally place on the top
of the Prince’s head is a pure gratuitous
compliment. His beard was of sandy color,
heavily streaked with gray. His face was
colorless. He looked 00 or 60 years of age.
‘While one of his valets attended to the
bath, which had to be warmed to a tempera-
ture of exactly 729, another lasid out the
Prinee’s clothes. It is & particular fad of
His Highness that he can dress more n;dly
than sny man in the kingdom.
princes have foibles, and this is one of the
most innocent of those which distinguish
Albert Edward.
