BOTH SIDES  SATISFIED.

"The Terms of Settlement and Memo-
randum of Agreement,

A CHANGE IN THE BASE OF THE BCALE

The Carvegios and the Workers Hold
Avnotbher Conference, Make Covcesslons,
Arrnuge & Fair Scale and Part Pleased
—(Operatioos 1o be Resamed nx Once—
All the (d Men to be Retnined—The New
Oues Will be Disposed of In Seme Way—
A Big Victory for the Amalgnmated Assos
cintlion—The Xew Scale te Run for Three
Years—The People ut Homestend Ree
jolci A Blg D ration.

The great labor trouble at Homestead is
ended. A setilement vas reached last even-
ing. DBoth the firm and the workers are
well pleasod over the result. No change is
made in the seale for the converting, bloom-
ing, armor-plate and basic depariments.
Some reductions are made in the 23, 35 and
116-inch mills. All the old foot notes and
extras stricken from the sliding scale are
reinserted in the new one. It will be based
on the selling price of billets. The workers
belicve they have won a great vietory.
They are rejoicing as they never have before.

The great Homestead steel strike 15 ended,
3 satisfactory settlement to both sides hav-
ing been reached at 8 o'clock last evening,
afler a conference having lasted all day.
An agreement was practically arrived at on
Saturday pight, as stated in this paper yes-
terday, but some details yor remaived for
disenssion and & hitch might have ocourred.
The settlement is undoubtedly & victory for
the Amalgamated Association, and this is
the first time in the history ol the pgrea:
Carnegie firm tnat they have receded from
their determination to do anything. Over
4,000 jmen ure directly affected by the agree-
ment.

The firmu's action, however, may be at-
tributed to the serious outlook and indies-
tions of murder and bloodshed it they con-
tinued to carry out their plans. Pinkerton
men and depury sheriffs would bave been
useless against so large and perfectly organ-
ized a body of

Determined Wageworkers.

Nothing short of several regimentsof well
drilled soldiers could do snything with the
strikers if the mill had Dbeen started. The
firm, it is understood, had already secured
enough men to operate the works at theiwr
gcale and they were ready to come to the
city as soon as they were notified that the
company was ready to resume operations

The conference that brought about this
happy termination of what promised to be
one of the greatest labor difficulties in the
conntry was held in the office of Carnegie,
Phippe & Co., on Fifth aveoue. There
were present Chairman William L. Abbott,
Buperintendent Schwab, C. H. M. Curry,
representing the firm, President Weihe,
Beeretmyy Martin and Trustee James H.
Nutt, National Lodge officers of the Amal-
gamated Assopiation, and the following
committee of Homestead workers: John
Elias Jones (chairman), J. B. Partington,
‘Jobhn Hu'se, John Miller, J. M. Colgan,
W. J. Abbott, Oscar Colflesh, Isase J.
Jury, A. R. Hunt, J, H. Doage, David
Lynch, Harry Gingher and L. E. Feltry.

About 2 o'clock the conference adjourned
to the dining room of the firm, where they
enjoyed a splendid lunch and continued the
work until 8 o'clock, when all the details
were completed.

Both Sides Pleased. :

The workers’ representatives came out of
the conterence room with bright smiles on
their countenances, while the members of
the firm did not seem at all displeased.
Chalrman Abbott said to 8 DISPATCH rTe-
porter: “Everything is settled satisfactorily
to both sides and we will begin work
in the morning. The repairs will be pushed
forward as rapidly as possible, and we ex-
peet to have the mill on double turn before
many days. Both sides mnde concessions,
and we are satisfied, The new scale con-
tains some very material reductions,-but
these are only in wages of high-priced men,
The wages of the laborers are not dis-
turbed.”

‘““Have you received any cablegrams from
Andrew Carpegie?" was asked.

Carosegle Did Not fnterfere.

““No, we were pot in communieation with
bim at all. When be departed for Europe
Le lelt the entire management of affairs in
our hands."

Mr. Abbott then made a rush for the
depot, sayiug he had had nothing to eat all
day.

The memorandum of agresment which
was drawn up yesterday, and will be signed
by the firm and conference committee of
the workers to-day, is appended:

Terms of the Settlement.

Memorandum of agréement between Car-
pegie, Phipps & Co., limited, and the Amalga-
mated Association of Irou and Btecl Workors,
covering the Homestead Bteel Works, made
this 16th day July, A. D., 1588

The standard grade dx4 Bessemer billets to be
the basis of price. Alcommittes to be appointed,
consisting aof three members of the Amalga-
mated Association National Lodge officers and
three members of the firm, to determine the
average selling price for each period, and in
the event of thest six men not agrecing, a
geventl lisinlerested party to be chosen by
them, whese decistou shall be final,

All day labor, exeept common labor, tn be
pald the same rates as were paid prior to July
1, 1586, and not to be included in the amliding

ing wages for the whole term: All engineers,
water tonders, pressure pump meun, traveling
cranes, narrow guage locomotive engineers,
river pump men, millwrights, gas heaters,
stocking pang for blooming mull.

The wages scales for the different depart-
ments laving Leen considered agreod
upon, copies of the same are furmBhed here-
with to each party.

Preparing the Soale.

Work on preparing the seale, the base of
| which has been agreed upon, will be com-
¥nenced at once. Secretary Martin, in com-
we@ting on the settlement, said the Amal-
gamated people were perfectly satisfied
with tie result, although the wages of some
of the nken were reduced, but not as much
as at first contemplated by the firm,

“The wags are based on §26 50 per tom
on the price f billets,” said Mr. Martin,
“and the minimum price is §25. Therecan,
therefore, only be & reunction of §1 50 in
the selling price st|present and wages can-
not be reduced at anyy rate uotil Janvary 1.

Carnegie sliding soale had not been consid-
ered at ail at the conference. The trouble
would be amicably adjusted by s rearrange-
ment of the present, 85 50 Amslgamated
seale. The committee, it was stated, were
perfectly satisfied to allow a sliding scale to
run for three years, provided it was made
on & fair basis. The minimum basis of the
prasent scale is §25 for the selling price of
billets. ‘
THEY TOOK IT SERTATIM.

The whole seale was considered seriatim
and every point almost fought for, by both
purties. In cases where, by. the sliding
scale, o certain employe’s wages were re-
duced 75 per cent, this has been changed to
23 per cent. Upon this basis the men,
itis suid, are willing to saccept the scale,
provided steady work be given them for
three years.

The vext most important thing at the con-
ference was the matter of compelling each
man in the mill to sign the scale as
nn individual. In the sliding seale the firm
reserved the right to assign soy man they
chose to any position in the mill. They

The wages in the nverting, blooming,
mills are not dis-
3 fore. ha tha same,
as are paid by Jones & Laughlins, Junction
Steel Company and other concerns who
operate the same kind of mills and who bave
signed our seale.
Where Hedoctions Were Made.

“Reductions were made in the scales for
the 23, 33 and 119%-inch mills, but this will
not affeet any other firms, as there are no
mills like these in the country. The firm
made a concession when they agreed to iu-
sert the loot notes that appear in our seale,
but were not placed in theirs. This is very
important to the wdrkers. When the matter
of determining the average selling price on
which to base the wages for the ensuning
quarter was discussed, Chairman Abbott
maguanimously offered to leave it toany one
ol the Amalgamated Association officers,
but we did not care to shoulder the respon-
sibility, and the plan mentioned in the
sgreement was decided upon.

All the Old Men Rernlned.

“It was also agreed that all the men who
were in the employ of the firm when the
mill closed, whether members of the aswo-
ciation or not, should be given their old
places. Ifthe firm can find work for the
men they engaged during the trouble with-
out crowding out any of the old ones, we
will not raise any objections. It was a hard
fight, and we are glad it is seltled.”

The memhers of the Amalgamated Asso-
ciation cannot say too much in praiss of
the Sheriff jor the able manper in which he
hapdied the affairs during the strike and
his efforts to bring sbout a settlement. The
Bleriff was one of the happiest men in the
county when he learned that everything
bad been arranged.

VISITED BY THOUSANDS,

The Receutly Skat<In Town Overrun by Vis-
Hors—The Guard Kept Up, Right
Through the Rala, 1o the Lanst
Memeni—What the Men
Would Have Re-
pudinged.

Thousands of people visited Homestead
yesterday to view the scene of the conflict
between Carnegie, Phipps & Co. and their
employes. Every train on the Pittsburg,
Virginia snd Charleston, the “Pemi
and the Baitimore and Chio rosds broupht
hundrads of people to the town. Bome of
them came from an far away as the Shenan-
go and Mahoning Vallevs. These people were
mill men who had formerly worked in
Homestead, and who, now being idle pend-
ing the ciening of the seale in their mills,
eame to cheer up their old associates and
assure them of both financial and moral
assistance,

Nothing oecurred during the day to mar
the former Sabbath quietude of the plage.
The strikers still patrolled the ontside of
the works, ever watchful of aoy sdvantage
that migat be taken of them by people who
wanted to go to work., They carefully
watched all the railrond stations in the hope
of eatching anybody who went to the place
in answer to the advertisement placed by
the firm in 40 leading newspapers.

Their vigilance was unrewarded, how-
ever, as nobody appeared who wanted work.
Those questioned said they were merely
gight-seers and were allowed to roam at will
and gaze at the idle works over the top of
the high board fence. Whenever too many
congregated in any one spot they were told
to “get amove on,” and they generally
moved without any parleying.

They Stlll Guarded.

At 9 o'ciock last evening it was raining
very hard in the town; but the guards, whe
had been out nearly every night last week,
stuck to their posts. These men were
drenched to the skin Saturday might, but
turned up as enthusiastie and as determined
as ever last evening., Some of these men
have not had a dozen hours® sleep for nearly
a week, and-how they mansge to keep up
nobody knows,

As on the preceding day, the conference
was the one topic of conversation in the
town yesterday. The publication in Tae
DisraTcH, yesterday, of the details of the
conference arranged on Friday, excited
considerable comment among the strikers,

The wise course of acceding to
the request of the officlals of
the Amaleamated Association, that

the news be not published until after the
conference had been arranged, was spid to
be, by many of the leaders in the strike, the
fairest treatment they bave so far received
from any newspaper in the city. The result
of the conference was eagerly looked for by
everrbody concerned.

President Hugh O'Donnell, of the Acme
Lodge, paced up and down the station plat-
form, awaiting the arrival of the train to
bring either good or bad news. Bome of the
strikors tried (o get communication with the
city over the one telepbone in the town, but
could not do so. It was expected that the
nine members of the conference commitiee
who came to the ecity would return on the
10 o'clock train, sod hundreds gathered
arcund the station to receive them. Upon

WARNING THE SBTRIKERS,

The Cathelic Clergyman in Homestend Was
Very Serioun.

Rev. Father Bullion, pastor of 8t. Mary
Magdalen's Church and bhead of the only
Catholic congregation in Homestead, de-
livered a few words of  warning
yesterday morning to the strikers. The
reverend gentleman is very well-known in
Pitisburg, having been nssistant pastor of
of Bt. Peter's Pro-Cathedral in Allégheny
for two years. His address was not in the
nature of & sermon, but consisted of a plain,
practieal talk after the sermon had been
delivered and the church announcements
read. His talk was listened to with great
interest by his parishioners, with whom he
is a great favorite. In the courss of his
remarks he said:

In view of the impending trouble which is
now going on in our midst and in which many
of you are interested, I wonld like to give you
& few words of warning. Let me ask of you,
be cool. Do not become excited and
allow your enthusiasm to run Aaway
with your better judgment [Every man
eof you hold nup your heads, and do not even
suggest anything that wovld be considered
likely to lead to a breach of the peace. Do not
become bot-tempered while treating with your
employers and the strangers who come into the
town, but deal with them fairly and jastly,

From what I can sow see of the troubls, I
think it will be ended ina fow days. Matters
are much brighter for afair settlement this
momming than they ever were before, and the
scenes we witnessed last week will not hikely
be repeated. By the ending of the conference
Ithink we will see the dawn of a continued
era of prosperity and plenty, If you keop
gober and your wits abont you, everything will
come out all right.

Let me also advise the women and children
to keep off the streets, What business have
you congregating on the street corners among
& crowd of men, anyway? Last week I saw
mothers with babes ia thelr arms crowding the
men and encouraging them to violencs. What
good does & woman in & case of this kind?
They make the poorest fighters in the world
under any circumstances, and are entirely out
of place in the present trouble. Last week I
saw one Woman smash an umbrells on the
neck of aman. 'What good did this do her? It
may have given her conslderabie satisfaction,
but it did not hart the man any,

While these women with their children are
gathered Iin crowds with the men, the latter
may be incited to violence and the women
get hurt. In ariot a man bas no time to look
out for his wife and children, but must take
care of himself. In a rush the women and
children would be knobked down snd trampled
upon, If they stand within the shadow of their
own doorways they will learn just as much
about the trouble, and will not be exposed to
danger. Let the men take charge of the
trouble and they will settle it without your
belp.

The working of Mr. Edison’s invention is
explained in this wuy: The rock containing

the ore, after ing through the erusher
and being bro to aboyt the size of an
epg, is con in small buckets and

dumped into a large hopper. From here it
dropa out in a small stream down an ineline
and passes within a fow inches of & power-
ful magnet. This is so heavily charged as
to draw the iron ore from its course into one
channel, and the rock and other foreign ele-
ments contained in the ore ase permitted to
pass through aoother channel to the refuse
l:.lle. The invention being patented, there
no secret about its working.
