And what was said to the Hebrews liter-
ally way to-day be snid figuratively to all
this audience, Go forth into the mountain,
and feteh olive branches and pine branehes
and myrtle branches and palm branches
and branches of thick trees to make booths,
Yes, we are only bere in a temporary resi-
dence. We are muarching on. The merchant
srineces who used to live in Bowling Green,

vew York, have passed away, and their
residences are now the fields of cheap mer-
chauts. Where are the men who 50 years
ago owned New York? Passed on.

ON THE MARCH.

There i= no use in our driving our stakes
too deep into the earth; we are on the march.
The generations that have preceded us bave
gone so fur on that we cannot even hear the
sound of their footsteps. They have gone
over the hills, and we are to follow them.
But, blessed be God, we are not in this
world left out of doors and upsheltered.
There are gospel booths, or gospel arbors, in
which our souls are to be comforted. Geo
forth unto the mountain and leteh olive
branches and pine branches and myrtle
branches and palm braoches and branches
o/ thick trees, and build booths.

Well, now we are to-day to construet a
gospel arbor, or gospel booth; and how shall
we construet it?

does that mean? Why, it means, unsaddle
the wur chargers. It means hang up the
war knapsacks. It is but a beautitul way
of saying peace!

Now, if we are to-day going to suceeed in
building this gospel arbor, we must go inte
the mount of God's blessing, and feich the
olive branches, and whatever else we must
have, we must have at least two olive
branehes—peace with God and peace with
man. When I say peace with God, 1 do
nwot mean to represent God ess bloody chiet-
tain, having a grudge against us, but I do
mean to affirm there is no more antagonism
between a hound and a hure, between a
hawk and & pullet, between elephant and
swine, than there is hostility between holi-
ness and sin.  And if God is all holiness,
and we ure all sin, there must be a read.
Justment, there must be a reconstruction,
there wust be a treaty, there must be a
stretching forth of olive branches,

AN ILLUSTRATION.

There is a great law suit going on now,
and it is & law suit which wan is bringing
apainst nis Maker; that law suit is now on
the calendar, 1t 1s the human versus the
divine; it is iniquity versus the immaculnte;
it is weakness versus omnipotence. Man
began it; God did not begin the law suit.
We began it; we assaulted our Maker, and
the sooner we end this part of the siruggle
in which the finito attempts to overthrow the
infinite and omnipotent, the sooner we end
it the better,

Truvelers tell us there is no such place s

Mount Calvary, that it is only a hill, only
an ivsignificant hill; but I persist in call-
ing it the Mount of God's divine meroy and
love, far grander than any other place on
esrth, grander than the Alps or Himalay
and there are no other hills as compar
with it; and I have noticed in every sect
where the cross of Christ is set forth it is
lanted with olive branches, And all we
1mve Lo do is to get rid of this war between
God and ourselves, of which weareall tired.
We want to back out of the war, we want
to get rid of this hostility., All we bave to
do 1s Just to get up on the mount of God's
blessing, and pluck these olive branches
and wave them before the throne, Peace
through our Lord Jesus Christ!

Oh, it don’t make much difference what
the world thinks of you—what this Kiag,
that Queen, that Senator thinksof you, But
come into the warm, intimate, glowing and
everlasting relationship with the God of
the round upiverse; that is the joy that
makes a hallelujah seem stopid. AR, why
do we want to have peace through our Lord
Jesus Christ? Why, if we bad gone on in
10,000 years of war against God, we could
not have eaptured so mueh as & sword ora
cavalry stirrup, or twisted off one of the
wheels of the chariot of his omnipotence.
Dut the moment we bring this olive branch
God and all heaven come on our side.
Peaee throuzh our Lord Jesus Christ; and
no other kind of peace is worth anything,
