SERIOUS CASE OF WRONG IDENTITY.

@ine Lad Seliberntely Shot Dewn for the Deed Coms
mitted by Anolber,

The Hatfield-McCoy feud is not yet ended.
A member of the former faction is now pon-
fined in jail whose connection with the case
unfolds a strange history. A Syear-old boy
‘was responsible for much of the bloodshed
which has dyed the West Virginiaand Ken-
tucky mouctains.

Mavsviipie Kvy., July 1&.—Alexander
Messer, one of the Hatfield faction in the
famous Hatfield-McCoy feud, is now in juil
on a charge of murder. The crime which
Messer committed was due to a mistake
made by mountain officers in arresting &
boy of 18 for s deed done by a boy of 8.
The part which this boy—DBudd MeCoy—took
in the fend hus never been told in print.

Budd McCoy was § vearsold at the time
to which reference is made in this stbry, and
his bome was on the Blackberry branch of
Pond ecreek, in Pike county, Ky. Itought
$o be ssid now that this is a true story, for
otherwise the reader might think that the
writer, in an attempt to be sensational, had
drawn the long bow. The McCoy family
was s large one. Budd bad eight brothers
and six sisters, all of whom were older than
ke, some of them being married and having
children quite as old as their Uncle Buda.

Besides these brothers and sisters, Budd
had s0o many cousins living in Pike county
that be conldn’t for she liie of him remem-
ber half their names, though he generally
saw them ail from two to three limes & year,
when they all went to the outdoor church
gatherings, which, in the mountains of
Kentucky and West Virginia, are called
associntions.

AXOTHER BIG FAMILE%

Over the State line in West Virginia was
a family that consisied of no end of brothers
and sisters, wilth cousins, also, just like the
MeCoys, whose name was Hatfield An-
derson Hatfieid was the nume of the father
of this tamily, and Randolph McCoy was
the father of Budd. Between the MceCoys
and the Hatfields there was a deadly fend.
As they say down there, the two families
were ot war, and that means that whenever
three or tour MeCoys canght a Hatfield out
by himselt, they would hide in the brush oa
the mountain sice and shoot him in the
back, while the Hatfields were just as anx-
jous to kill MeCoys, and just as cowardly
in their way of deing it

In 1882, the year that Budd was 9 years
old, butcue wan had been actually killed
in this way. His pame was Bill Stayton,
and he was one of the cousius of the Hat-
fields. He hgd been waylaid by two of
Budd’s cousins and shot to death because
be had onoe thrown a stonz at Budd’'s
father and koocked him down, and thus
openly arraved himself with the Hutfields.
Little Budd knew ail about the ferfl from
the time it began, when his father sued one
of the Hatfields for the value of two long-
nosed bogs and got beaten. He had listened
to his father and older brothers as they dis-
cussed the chances of meeting the Hatfields
and shooting them and getting shot by
them, snd the one thing that worried him
most was that his father said he was oo
voung yet to learn to shoot, and so he must
wait ae awful tirce, it seemed to him—two
whole years—beiore he could hope 1o kill a
Hatfield. However, be got a chance at one
of them quicker than be anticipated, and
ihe revenge taken lor the blood that he
helped to shed was horrilying.

AX OLD-TIME ELECTION.

On the first Monday in Ausust, 1882
there was a general election in Pike county,
and among other candidates before the peo-
ple was an elderly cousin of Budd who
wanied to be Justice of the Peace. Now, it
bappened that this man, whose name was
Thomas Stafford, bud married one of the
Hutfield pirls, and =0 was considered a
member of that family alse. He was a dis-
creet man who had kept iriendly with both
families, and the cousequence was that not
only Budd's father und elder brothers
turned out on election dav te help Mr. Staf-
tord pet clected, but the Hatfields, who lived
in West Virgiuia and coula not, of course,
vote in Kentueky, also came over to the
polls to work for the same end. Little Budd
and his next elder brother, Randolph, Jr., a
lad of 13, both went to the election ground
1o plav with the other boys sure to be there,

Up there in the mountains the elections
are held in the open mir. This time the
judges of election had o table placed om
the grass undera big beech tree over on
Blackberry ereck (not the branch Buodd
lived on), and the ballot box stood on the
table before thens, With the twe tamilies
there interested in obtaining & common end,
what easier than for & discreet man like
Btafford to get them together, to shake
hands and become friends again?

After emptying the jug of applejack Tal-
bot McCoy, one of Budd's grown-up
brothers, was anxious for more, but had no
money to buy it. Then he met one of the
Haifields who had borrowed $1 75 of him a
long time before. Talbot asked for the
money, and the next thing anybody noticed
was the two men figlting. Imwediately
ibere was a rush made by the men about the
polls, and the fighters were separuted and
arrested by two constables,

A BITTEX STRUGGLE.

Bot the fight was destined to go on. A
McCoy bad hit a Hatfield, snd all the ill
feeling that had existed between the fam-
ilies was roused once more, and the truce
which Stafford had brought about was for-
gotten, Deacon Ellison Hatfield, a brother
of Anderson Hatfield, chief of the Hatfield
faction, was the one to pick up the fight for
his side. The more he talked the angrier
be got, and so, too, did Talbot, until finally
the constable who was holding Talbot saw
that the Deacon was going to cut Talbot
nnvhow, and so concluded to get out of the
way and let the two men fight it out.

The instant he was released, Talbot sprang
back two steps, and with a quick motion
drew a pocketknife and opened the blade.
Then both men stooped a bit and jumped
for each other with murder in their bearts,
while the ring of eager mountsineers about
them swayed to and fro as each one strove
to see every move made. Talbot, who was
the vounger and quicker, drove his knife
juto the Deacon's leit side, missing a fatal
wound only because the point of the knife

ruck a rib and glanced off. The Dencon’s

nife descended on Talbot’s head, slashing
through the soft black hat and clear across
the top of his bead, laying open the sealp
to the skull for over five inches.

At last the two separated and then closed
jn with a bonnd. Neither uttered a word
or cry, altbough the Deacon's knite closed
on his hand, cutting it half way 50
that he had to drop the weapon, while Tal-
bot plied bis, stabbing the Deacon again
and again with the agility of an Italiun
desperado, Dut the Deacon, although mor-
tally wounded, was a man of great strength
and pluck, and closed in on his younger
opponent, iotending to throw him, There-
pfter he had the advantage, for Talbot could
po louger use his knife so well.

THE BOY'S WORK.

As the two men struggled from side to
gide, swaying first againsi one part of the
ring and then another, the men of both
families began to draw their weapons—here
& pistal thers n knife.  Squeezed in between
two tull grown wen, with his bead stretebed
eagerly lorward, watching every movement,
stood litie Budd MecCoy, with an open
pocketknile clutebed in his right haad.
After a little the twe fighters in their

struggle half stopped in front of him, and in
an instast he haa reuched out and plunged
his knife repeatedly into the legs of Desoon
Hatfield. of the blows were below the
koee, but one was in the hip, and it was
deep cut for so smail a hand to make.

Among the spectators was Farmer Me-
Coy, another brother of Talbet. He bad
drawn his pistol, as he said, to see faix

lay, Now he could stand the sight mno
onger, and shot the Deacon in the baeck.
That ended the fight. The Deacon fell to
the ground dying, while Farmer
fled up the road with a lot of bullets from a
Hatfield pistol fiving past him, while young
Budd threw his knile into the oreek and
slipped away unseen.

At thenga moment Randolph MeCoy,
Jr., the boy of axs, came running a
spring some hunfired below, where he
had beeu plaving with a companion. He
bud heard the shooting and arrived just in
time to see his brother Farmer arrested and
brought back, and Talbot also arrested.
Then the Hatfield who had seen Budd
stabbing the Deacon's I pointed out
Randolph to the officers and accunsed him of
the crime of which little Budd was really
guilty. It was an awful mistake, but
natural one, People could pot be expected
to distinguish between twosmall brothers
in a family of 15.

TERRIBLE VENGEANCE,

Talbot, who was, after all, s manly sort of
a fellow for a mountaineer, soon recow
his composure. Turnipg to old Bad Anse
and to Valeatine Hatfield he said:

“Gentlemen, when you shoot me I want
you to look me in the face.” Then he
pleaded for the lad, Randolph. It appears
that at this time both Bad Anse and his
brother Valentine had been convinced that
they had got the wrong one of the two little
boys, and bad determined to spare Ran-
dnrl:ll's life, but to temch him a lesson they
meant to make him witness the death of his
older brothers. The prisoners were then
shot down, and afterwards, for fesr of his
being & witness against them, the boy was
shot too.

Young as was little Budd, be fully real-
ized that it was his act that caused the ar-
rest and murder of his brother Eandolph.
Six months later he was attacked with a
sort of fever common in the mounlains.
From the first e told his mother that he
should not get well, and he did not.  With-
in seven davs the disease had run its course,
mwuch sooner than usual, aud he was dead.
The last words be spoke wero an incoherent
reference to the murder of his brother Ban-
dolph.

Of course the feud has not been ended.
The laws of the States are openly defied,
the officers seem to care nothing about it,
and one deed of violence has followed an-
other. Probably many other murders are
yet to come, nu.dynot until this wild country
is opened up by ruilrosas and settlea by
law-abiding sitizens from other States will
Iife and property become safe from bush-
whacking and mob rule.

HIS PECULIAR FAST,

Queer Disease Which Suddenly At-
tacked an Indiana Farmer.

ALL HIS SENSES PARALYZED.

fie Has Now Been 30 Days Without Either
Food or Water, and

IS BLOWLY APPROACHING THE END.

Seme of the Very Remarkablo Featores Oonnected
With the Case,

An Indiana farmer was suddenly sttacked
with paralysis while working in his garden.
All his senses save that of touch seem to be

destroyed. For 30 days he has partaken of-
neither food or water, although he has been
walking o litile each day. The physician
has not been able to aceurately diagnose the
ocase,

I¥praxaronss, July 14.—On the La-
fayette pike, near the second toll gate and
sbout half & mile back from the road, re-
sides the Widow Jones, as she is koown in
the neighborhood for miles around. With
her lives Robert Marvel, an aged relative,
who has lately become afflicted with a terri-
ble disease, which has caused him to go
without food for 30 days. Dr. Hasty, of
this eity, who was called in to see the man,
states that the case iz a difficult one to diag-
nose, but is of the opinion that his patient
is afflicted with an ossifisation of the coats
of thé vessels of the brain. His reason for
the supposition is given in fact that the
rudial artery feels full of little hard sub-
stances, which would indicate this as the
trouble,

Marve! was working in an onion paich on
the little farm when the disease
him. Noone was vear but his constant
companion, & lad of about 12 years. It was
in the afternoon and, dropping his hoe, he
broke straight for the honse, on reaching
which he was unable to speak or tell of what
had happened to him, and furthermore he
was almost sightless.

LOSS OF THE SENSES,

The family got him into the house and
into his and by this time his whole
right side was found to be paralyzed, he
having no use of any of the members or
muscles on that side of the body. From the
moment he was taken down he used
nourishment of any kind. Dr. Hasty, who
saw him three days after he had been con-
fined to his room, noted that he was sensitive
almost alone to touch. A jarring of the bed
he noted, and he seemed to look about to
secertain the cause of the disturbance. He
could see, however, only a little, as he
svineed but little satisfaction after
about him.

Ever since he was stricken Marvel has
been irritable, and will not acceptassistance.
He pays no attention to s conversation in
the room, and when handled or touched re-
sisis and sppears vexed. Afterseveral days
he gained suificient strength and use of hia
side to be able to walk. At first, though,
he required a little belp, but shortly alter

any person offering assistance,

It was 15 days before sny substance what-
ever was taken into his stomnach, he fighting
and pitching off his relatives when they at-
tempted to give him water. After the fifth
or sixth day of his illness Marvel wonld
arise from bis bed several times during each
day and walk put into the yard. His route
was always the same.

A REGULAR ROUTINE.

Leaviog his bed he would go directly
across the room, out the south door, and
onto the veranda, sometimes here a
few moments. Then he would step to the
ground, walk east to the end of the house
where stood a washstand on which was a

basin. Around this stand he would walk
and quite a distance into the where he
would attend to the necessities of life, and

then, turning directly abount, return to the
bouse by the same route and again resume
his couch, At night he never left the house,
but seemed to restin a quiet, manner.

The fifteenth day of his there hup-
pened to be a little water in the basin which
stood on the stand, and during one of his
trips that d.lyhe‘rinknd up the basin and
made an effort to drink. is was the first
substance that had passed his lips since the
beginning of the fasi. Always after oy
be would rise to take his nﬂl some of the
family ran out of the house and placed a eup
of fresh water on the stand. Several times
after the basin episode he drank from the
eup, and twice milk was put in the eup
instead of water, which he I.ED drank. Out-
side of the little water he drank, the two
teacups o milk was the only nourishment
he has taken for 29 days.

For several days past he has been unable
to take his walks on account of weak
and will doubtless mever again be able to
stand. Even to this day he sleeps placidly,
and is still averse to having any attention
shown him. He cannot be given any medi-
cine beeause he refuses to take snything,
and as he fights off anyone who attempts
touch him, even & hyperdermiec injeotion
cannot be given.

ONE SINGULAR FEATURE,

Mr, Marvel, notwithstanding hislong
is emaciated but little; still hlﬁl very ':'t.k,
though he exercises considerable strength
when anyone comes near him to assist him
in any way. In the neighborhood in which
he lives Mr. Marvel has always been con-
sidered an e:mw citizen, The early
years of his life 7 until about 18 he
followed a sea-faring life.

Quiting the sea he took up the life of &
farmer, and has since followed that occupa-
tion. He is about six feet in height and
strong and muscular, though of a slender
build. His hair is whitened now, and his
face is beardless. He is of 3 sanguine,
bilions temperament. The old man is a
widower and haf several grown children, all
of whom are married. He bas relatives in
Haughville named Nelson.
