A Boy’s Adventure in Subterranean
Chambers Supposed to be

HAUNTED BY CAPTAIN KIDD.

No Companions Save Uncsmny Bats and
Poisonous Snakes.

BESCUED ALIVE BUT VERY HUKGRY.

Strange Legends Comnected With the 0id Unworked
Bllver Mine.

Arthur Fairchild, s 15 year-old boy, has
had & remarkable expericnce. While roam-
ing around Westchesier county he fell down
an open shaft into an old silver mine. The
mine has & romantic history, and is sup-
posed to be haunted by the spirit of that
gay old pirate, Captain Kidd. The boy was
rescued twe days later, unhurt but grestly
in need of food.

New Yorx, July 18.—Forty-eight bours
& prisoner without food ina deserted and al-
most forgotien silver mine, not in Mexico,
but within & few hours of New York Cirr,
is the romantic experience of Arthur Fair-
chiid, a 15-year-old Brooklyn boy. Arthur
is spending the summer at a farmhouse near
Lake Mohegan, in Wesichester county, and
is given to roaming about on exploring ex-
peditions. One of these led him over Soake
Hill on Sunday lerenoon, and being a stran-
ger to the locality and unacquainted with
its dangers, be suddenly found himself sink-
ing. Before he ecould recover his footing he
found himself rapidly falling into sn exca-
wation, which proved to be the shaft of the
old Benson silver mine, which has not been
worked for generations,

Young Fairchild was badly bruised and
seratched by his sudden descent, but fortu-
nately no bones were broken, though he was
tob lame and sore to regain the surface,
which was some distance above him, The
lad was compellgd to remain without food
wntil his friends, becoming alarmed at his
continued absence, organized a searching
party and started for the lake, supposing be
hiad beaen drowned there.

ALIVE BUT HUNGRY.

Learning that he hnd been seen going
toward Soske Hill and the old mine, the
party turned their steps in that direetion,
and voung Fairehild, hearing their ealls,
soswered them, and was soon pulled out of
the shait, alive, but very hungry.

Arthur had time to look around him
while in the old mine, and tells an interest-
ing story of his 45 bours' imprisonment.
His prison was roomy, but he had no com-
panions save ubcanny bats, which Auttered
weirdly about his head, or an opcasional
sunke, which crawled nncomfortably near
him, at times almost crossing his feet.

In the course of his exploration he came
across & large stone basin filled with water,
supplied from some hidden spricg in the
rocky sides of this sublerranean chamber,
